Based on the gray zone concept the potential of mediation as an alternative conflict management and
dispute resolution is assessed. Based on color, the "gray zone" metaphor is a conceptual framework
for exploring the complex nature of contemporary conflicts, which outwardly resemble a "neither war nor
peace" situation. It has been clarified that the gray zone concept, common in Western political science,
comes from US intelligence documents and is used to describe conflicts in general, phases of conflict,
operational environments or tactics resorted to by participants in various types of conflicts (conventional,
hybrid, etc.). To test the hypothesis of the ineffectiveness of mediation in the "gray zone," we chose the
conflict in eastern Ukraine, which, although it crossed the threshold of the "black zone" in 2014, remains
a fragment of the "gray zone" in relations between Russia and the West. The existence of a "gray zone"
in the conflict in Donbass has been proven based on criteria formed by other researchers, mainly
concerning the composition of participants and tactics of struggle.
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It has been established that the gray zone creates unfavorable conditions for mediation. It shows how
participants, and their proxies can use mediation to control the actions of their adversaries and thus fuel
the conflict without crossing the threshold of war. The assessment of the potential of mediation in the "grey
zone" includes the behavior of the conflict participant (the Russian Federation), which positions itself
as a "mediator™; the characteristics of the regional international organization (OSCE) as mediator;
the structure (Normandy format, TKG) and mediation tools; the negotiating positions of participants
in the negotiation process and the status of implementation the agreements reached on the settlement.

It is proved that the resolution of the "grey zone" conflicts depends on bilateral or multilateral negotiations
between the "great states" which have sponsored non-state actors responsible for the main grey zone
activities at the tactical level.

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Denysiuk S. G., Derun V. G. Fear as an instrument of state public policy

The article analyses fear as an effective political tool. It is noted that fear can regulate domestic
and foreign public policy. The use of fear in political governance through the use of certain technologies
allows one to achieve the following: to identify vectors of political development, to change the regulatory
framework, to reformat work with influence groups and public opinion leaders and to focus on certain
values. Fear in political processes may be used to achieve either positive or negative goals. The author
emphasizes the interconnection between fear and the weakening of democratic moods of the society.
Fear reduces the "value™ of a political regime that becomes undemocratic. It insists that fear pushes
the state to violate its own moral principles, which are based on the law. This affects certain features
and sets the level of development of political culture and the sense of its citizens.

It is determined that the current fears which are used as the political tools are: migration; terrorism
and use of weapons of mass destruction; economical crisis; natural disasters; threats to national security,
war; uncertain future and others. Overstatement of the dangers and fueling fears for both: individuals
and the state can slow down reforms, — as an obstacle to further development and reformation.

For the state, this leads to the increase in costs which are necessary for the needless control and
reinsurance, which, hence, leads to the significant use of human, material, financial and other resources.
It shows how citizens’ fear of terrorist attacks is used to achieve a certain political goal. Emphasis is
placed on various losses from terrorist acts, their comparison with other threats.

It is emphasized that the use of fear in the management process can not only harm the development
of society, but also can develop problems for the government itself. Fear is a tool that requires both special
attention and careful planning of possible consequences.

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ESPORTS IN INTERNATIONAL POLITICAL COMMUNICATIONS:
FACTOR OF MEDIA REPRESENTATION AND FICTION ASPECTS

Using certain cases, the article raises the scape of problems regarding cultural intervention in esports
through the universal codes of media, as well as the use of esports as an instrument of hybrid war.

A certain consideration is given to esports as a theme or a unit of such codes in more traditional media
(news media in particular), as well as co-called ‘new media’ (such as podcasts), which is followed through
a middle link of hybrid media evolution (universal code of movies), meaning evolution which does not make
previous fragments obsolete per se. Article also dwells upon esports from a POV of international political
communication: parallels are drawn to media interest for sports events, characterized is the approximate
difference between the two components which could be found in this type of media, now only forming when
compared to traditional coverage of sports events.

Using the method of case studies and logical-intuitive analyses a few educated guesses are made
about the future development of esports themes from the point of view in international political
communication, the role of that forming link in the media institutes in general, as well as retranslation
unit of political messages. Expressed is a certain concern with how unnoticed any messages could
be through the high level of coding in specialized media, which provides the esports coverage.

Conclusions are drawn about: relevance of following research regarding representation of esports
competitions in the media from the perspective of international political communications; perspectives
of observing the representation of esports microcosm in media; forming of institutionalization of non-state
compounds in esports which have certain influences on international political communications as a co-
called ‘wild cards’. Specified is that it’s too soon to talk about forming of an actor in international political
relations, but at the very least a new leverage of actorship in the branched system of universal codes
of media, research of which separately will be unsatisfactory and will bring unrepresentative results
to the table.

Internationally, media is still getting accustomed to the fact that eSports are an important and widely
developing part of our lives (it even has problems, at times, accepting it as sports to begin with), given that
video games and simulations are becoming more prominent and important virtually everywhere. At that point
there is a crucial need to look at how eSports are represented in media and where it could go from here.
Especially concerning and not to be overlooked is growing but ‘untamed’ representation in fiction, as such
happens to have an underrated grip on many societal processes, through what the author tends to call with
a term universal codes of media as explained later. Often understated, such codes not only increase the passive
appeal of depicted in some cases, but can also stimulate misunderstandings (nefariously exploited for personal
gain and political imbalance later on).

Developments of media representation of eSports is analyzed in the article using the methodology
of author’s previous unique researches, encompassing case study method and logical-intuitive analysis with
the use of quasi-concepts [38], as well as experience acquired by author as a freelance video game journalist.
[53; 54; 55; 56] Another important and planned part of the article is analyses of representation of eSports in
Ukrainian media and fiction, comparisons to international case studies on that matter. International political
communication aspects will come into play not just because of author’s appeal to political science, but also
because how increasingly entangled political context is in regards of eSports: ranging from implications first
drawn in Oleg Sentsov’s 2011 movie Gdmer (which is often attacked for political context being present
in Sentsov’s biography as a repressed citizen of Ukraine in an annexed Crimea) and relatively harmless
messages drawn in 2009’s similarly named Gamer [28; 60]. The latter still sizzles with political metaphors
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to modern abundance of media coverage (both generic and specific) pertaining to real eSports events. Case
studies provided in the article will examine societal, political and mythological roles assigned by media
outlets to eSportsmen all over the world, touching upon variants.

Avrticle will hopefully not just provide for a better understanding of media’s difficulties in approaching
layers upon layers of gaming subcultures, it could possibly serve as a gateway guide for aspiring researchers
and video game journalists alike, trying to make sense in the increasingly entangled and colorful world of
eSports, technology and gaming. Conclusions will hopefully be drawn on how important media
representation and aspects of fiction are for eSports, but also how eSports becoming a more prominent theme
in the spotlight of traditional and new media (as exemplified mainly by podcasts). They will also touch upon
how those mutual entanglements between the two could possibly benefit globalized society in a world struck
by disastrous uncertainty of fairly recent global events.

Main focus of the article is divided into three sections. The first section dwells upon international political
communication and draws its correlation to eSports through universal codes of media, cementing the place
of video games in the media hierarchy and assorted provisions this place gives eSports as a catalyst of
international political communication. The second section examines the fiction aspects of eSports as well as
one’s representation in media, correlating the two and examining the underlying political tissue. It also
introduces quasi-concepts of intuitive noise and conscious noise. The third section draws unexpected
connections between eSports and new media in the form of podcasts, streamlining the political connective
tissue present in both of them.

Dwelling upon intricate correlation between international political communication and universal codes
of media this article’s purpose is to specify the place of eSports in such for those who wander from any corner
of that impending discussion. As such, the main objective of the article is to demonstrate the underlying
processes of political communication in eSports occurring through the universal codes of media.

Additional objectives of the article include:

e To explain in simple terms how international political communication occurs in general and how it
may happen and oftentimes happens through eSports;

o Provide (through case studies) assorted links between existing types of media and accentuate where
eSports is situated in such.

e Provide recommendations for possibilities in following researches in assorted media aspects of
eSports.

At this point it became evident (as seen by the existence of this very book) that eSports is becoming an
increasingly important and publicized area. Recent years suggest that it climbs up higher and higher in the
media agenda with the likes of The Washington Post and ESPN. Respectively, the former hired additional
reporters and an editor to cover the topic [27], while the latter added eSports to covered line-ups in 2016, for
the first time ever since early 2000’s and competitive poker. [32]

Perhaps the most dramatic increase in eSports coverage in recent years was (rather logically) seen in
2020, since traditional sports largely decreased their scales due to the pandemic of COVID-19 novel
coronavirus. [8] That alone attracted not only unforeseen financial and media support to assorted eSports
platforms, but also elusive and intriguing aspects of celebrity appeal, as exemplified by actors James McAvoy
and star racer Fernando Alonso joining the ranks of eSportsmen. [53-54] As for aforementioned financial
support: things are looking all the more bright and spectacular with giants like Lenovo and Microsoft making
moves on the eSports market, sponsoring assorted events and purchasing platforms. [52; 57] As such, salaries
of prominent eSportsmen (some of them very young) also attract extensive media coverage. [58]

Cross (2020) additionally notes that while the niche is flourishing it is hardly attracting a very sufficient
amount of new followers to growing coverage by traditional media [8]. That is because eSports are covered
readily by assorted specialized websites and online newspapers.

One of such, publishing in Ukraine (and in Ukrainian) is PlayUA, where the author happens to be a
freelance contributor with additional benefit of collecting case studies very much helping in the research, as
well as gaining some confidence in the area that continues to puzzle not only traditional media, but also
research. It was of especial value for the author (someone hailing from political studies with movies being a
particular focus) to cover The Game Awards for PlayUA [56]. It is of note that this ceremony hails a combined
game industry, but eSports is a particular and traditional focus with assorted nominations dedicated to
eSportsmen, trainers, teams etc. However, these nominations are particularly odd ones out when it comes to
this particular ceremony, which shares a lot of similarities with the Oscars. So much so that a lot of familiar
actors and directors show up to give a very certain kind of flair to a ceremony, celebrating especially how
video games became first and foremost, narrative fiction of highest artistic value.
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Similarly to how Internet Movie DataBase (IMDb) always considered video games a type of movies
(ina wider sense of motion pictures and/or moving images), video games right now becoming less
of an amusement arcade novelty and more of an entertainment industry juggernaut. Where exactly does
eSports fit in that conundrum? Effectively, they become an unexpected bridge between sport, news media,
narrative fiction and politics. The latter component really needs an introduction on its own, which the author
should note is repeated somewhat from a chapter available through 1GI Global in an authored research insight
book, also by author. [39-40].

The way information affects people on assorted levels (including emotional, intellectual and
neurological) chould be discussed in correlation with how increasingly political the world has become
recently. Globalization gives media, especially new media of the Internet a blazing carte-blanche
of newfound abilities, regardless of its actual audience. This happens due to new media having an ability
to influence traditional media (as well as other new media) directly, thus giving it what could be called
a proxy audience. Phenomenon of misinformation spreading like wildfire on social media could be
at the very least partially attributed to that idea. However, there are larger forces at play, as phenomena
of media appeal, fandom and cultural codes are also very much present in the realm of video games and
eSports. Understated when it comes to international political communication, they form crucial bridges
between nations, governmental and nongovernmental bodies (often called actors in specific terminology
of political science and international relations). Perhaps more importantly and/or problematic is their
by proxy influence. However, before jumping to that proceeding we perhaps could use a certain
retrospective look at what exactly international political communication is, why it came to be and why
eSports even could be viewed through such a prism.

The earliest uses of the term international political communication could be traced to (at least) 1950°s,
however most published works using that term provide a very specialized retrospective of such
communication not agreeing on a singular, clear definition. [36] In more recent cases (such as J. Gastil’s
(2008) book on political communication and deliberation [12]) contemporary theories of international
political communications are linked to influence of world public opinion on nations.

I. Charskykh gives perhaps the most detailed definition of international political communication: a cross-
border, dynamic environment existing through a continual exchange of politically-charged content between-
and with the participation of states and other international relations actors who defend their values and
interests while substantiating their actions in front of worldwide audience on the scale that could be called
international. [6, pp. 58-60]

Dwelling upon such definition Charskykh have also outlined three main functions of political
communication (by which international one very much abides):

e First (structural): Provides for intergovernmental messaging, also messaging between public,
media, organizations and corporations.

e Second: connective tissue for leaders and their people, it strengthens the sense of community while
facing external challenges.

e Third (media): Shaping the agenda, this function focuses primarily on the role of media, its inherent
ability of shaping the agenda; latter attributed (nearly exclusively) to said function’s power of idea installation
into one’s mind. [6, pp. 58-60]

Author makes no secret of the fact that one’s previous research concerns mostly the media function
of political communication. However an important side note should be given to the second function, since
it tremendously fits eSports and forms an interesting bridge to explore. In a way, a sense of community is not
just crucial to eSports, it could be considered a tissue or glue keeping the phenomenon together when it comes
to establishment, maintenance and organizational formation. As such, researches admit there are negative and
positive factors about it. While comparison to gambling community is hardly a compliment [35], there are
also admittedly positive social benefits of it in the spheres of education (both higher and schools), being
especially beneficial in SEL (social and emotional learning). [23] Considering that COVID-19 pandemic
stripped most sports fans and practitioners of their usual routine and social aspects of it, press readily credits
eSports with regaining that same sense of community. [20; 17]

Returning to media function: it led to creation of attributive agenda setting theory, also
known as second level theory. As opposed to first level theory of agenda setting, which researches
the broadcasting vector from media to general public, attributive agenda setting theory researches features
and symbols. [6, pp. 58-60]

As demonstrated by Table above, which hopefully streamlines some of the points we’re about to make,
there is a strong sense of connection between two subjects of attributive agenda setting theory, main functions

and types of political communication, as well as forms of audiovisual media (although the point could
be expanded to media in general we’ll stick to that earlier definition from our research since video games are
technically audiovisual media too). As we’ve encountered the first two already, correlation between types
of political communication and forms of media needs a special introduction. J.R. Pierce’s Symbols, signals
and noise: the nature and process of communication (1967) points out that noise is a concept
in communication which is inseparable from media and is solidified in it. While it is fairly obvious
that traditional news media is grounded in the second function of political communication and presents facts,
the third function (which encompasses media in general) happens to combine all of the types of such
communication as well as all of the forms of media.

Traditionally, noise is viewed as a negative kind of information and the problem about it is that noise is
not a part of understanding of what code is, despite pretty much being a key term in the study of codes.
Through that use in Pierce’s book [59, pp. 81-95] it becomes evident that there is a rough, but an already
established connection that could be drawn between symbols/signals dichotomy and propaganda/factual one.
Symbols in that system of codes are correlated more with propaganda and noise than they are with factual
statements and yet they become more and more inevitable to encounter in any and all news due to co-called
pop-cultural osmosis of the postmodern world. The networking opportunities of social media increased
unprecedentedly in the twenty-first century, bringing all of the functions of political communication together
as well as making them, to a point, international by definition.

That statement, understandably ‘loud’ and in need of additional backing and research, is something that
is very much evident and important for eSports. As an expansion of sports in general, they already make for
an important chunk of co-called political soft power. [29]

Term ‘soft power’ was coined and explained by J. Nye [29] in 1990 and means an opposite of hard power
in politics: cooperating, attracting and co-opting rather than coercing or threatening. Nye himself is clearly
opposed to the idea that propaganda in its pure form is correlated with soft power, however he notes that ‘the
best propaganda is not propaganda’. (Nye, 2012) That would leave us with a notion that best propaganda is
either factual statement (which is an easy concept enough to gasp), but also that it might be either purposefully
or incidentally produced via noise.

From the code perspective, news about eSports might definitely seem like noise to political science:
many aspects of eSports lack the system and could mean anything or nothing depending on interpretation.
In a way that is a continuation of how ordinary sports became a political instrument via soft power. (Nye,
2008) However there is also an attached cultural aspect to it. Said cultural link of eSports is noted and
dissected by a lot of specialists in marketing and public relations [3; 19; 22; 49]. eSports expert T. Nguyen
even summarizes, as follows: ‘It’s about culture, not channel marketing’. [19]

It’s really hard not to notice that Chinese Republic provides the biggest market for eSports:
$326.2 million in revenue in 2019 [49], something that is hard not to link to Nye’s notes of this very state
aspirations of soft power and overall popularity of that concept in China. [31]

Fewer researchers of political studies draw attention to eSports. Primarily published piece on that topic
appears to be by Johnson, M. & Mejia, R. (2017) [16]. Among the points drawn in that article, crucial ones
are that video games (in and off of eSports), are a complex assemblage of real-world material and social
forces, prone to political valorization and condemnation, as well as manifesting ideological concepts through
virtual worlds. [16]

There exists a tradition of sorts (or at the very least a collective habit, transcending this website)
on Wikipedia to collect adaptations of comic book characters in large portions [44; 47] or even separate
articles in cases of popular figures like The Joker and Wolverine [45; 46]. Coincidentally and
characteristically, both above mentioned characters entered one of the largest eSports titles in recent years,
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Fortnite [58], as token guest characters, something often done to ‘spice up’ the gameplay and give a flair
of exclusivity to certain events occurring in it.

It is deeply troublesome and might even seem pointless to approach such events from a standpoint
of political science. However, armed with the knowledge from the previous section of this very article we
might classify this as noise. But, then again, how could inclusion that is at least semi-planned be classified
as noise? Could it be that we stumbled upon a previously unnamed type of international political
communication here, something that (for lack of better terms) could be called intuitive noise? Existence
of co-called ‘le sens obtus’ in semantic codes, elusive meaning which also happens to be at least to a point
a deliberate inclusion was first noted by the author as very much applicable to political science’s approaches
to media. [42]. Among the examples provided was vagueness with which movie Joker (2019) [33] based
on the same very character that was included in Fortnite in 2020, provided a plethora of political statements
which heavily resonated internationally with assorted protests. [7; 18; 26; 33] An added factor of uncertainty
as to how this situation could be approached is the fact that certain gamers deeply associated themselves with
Joker way before the movie came out, with figure of that same comic book villain standing in for nearly every
political movement in existence, ranging from ultra-right groups to radical left-wing anarchism and many,
many things in-between.

A certain retrospective on correlation between traditional media and the emerging eSports scene (hailing
from the competitive side of video games) was an inevitable and unavoidable part of this article’s conception
simply to emphasize how certain stereotypes could still be seen after decades despite being erroneous. Vice
versa: certain conclusions deserving a double take get overlooked due to stylistic shifts society inevitably
experiences culturally each decade (oftentimes at least twice a decade).

It should be said there is a very much noted lack of proper fiction centering on eSports, unlike assortment
of documentaries which already became a stable niche of sorts. [24]. Providing a full list of, for example,
movies about eSports is a task for another time and not an easy one. In addition to search engine complications
McMahon mentions, with Fiction being the name of a prominent eSports team clogging the search [24], there
is also another, bigger problem. Said problem could be formulated as a lack of distinction between general
video game phenomenon and eSports. It is especially so because of some elusive definitions as to whether
fictional examples and ‘foreshadowing’ of sorts (eg. science fiction movies which depict eSports effectively
before it came to be) count and, if so, to what extent.

It is logical to assume that those looking for coverage and opinion on modern eSports and/or even
a retrospective of such are not too keen (if probably at least somewhat interested) on witnessing the evolution
of video games from text adventures and Pong (1972) [1] up until first actual sport-like events taking place
arguably in the era of arcades and 8-bit, with Donkey Kong (1983) [25] being the foremost subject of many
controversies, documentaries, rumors and urban legends. Quite similarly, when it comes to representation
of eSports in narrative fiction, it often gets relegated to a museum of sorts, showcasing examples like
Tron (1982) [21], WarGames (1983) [4] and The Wizard (1989) [13]. Despite (at the very least) the latter
providing some valuable cultural insight into the genesis of eSports, there is much more to discern (in authors
humble opinion) in cases like 2015’s Kung Fury [34]. That movie (a short film, in fact, if immensely popular)
re-uses several familiar artifacts of this particular era such as arcade cabinets and Power Glove (also seen
in The Wizard) in a deliberately abstract pastiche of media perception of that very area (1980°s). A note
especially interesting for that matter is the fact that all-adult gamers are depicted in the arcade in Kung Fury
as opposed to teenage and kid demographic. That is something it retranslates readily from real life through
non-obvious and very much non-verbal communicative elements audiovisual media developed since the days
of silent film. A side point, not relevant to Kung Fury as a whole, but very much relevant for our research is
that teenagers and young adult demographic is not readily interested in arcades, which are simply beyond
their age demographic when it comes to widespread availability.

Then there is also another interesting aspect: the fact that in an absurd world of Kung Fury the Power
Glove becomes a very political instrument in the downfall of Nazi Germany, heavily fictionalized but still
recognizable caricature of twentieth century’s most villainous political superpower, lead by (equally
fictionalized but recognizable) Adolf Hitler [34].

There is an even earlier example that showcases developments of eSports culture we witness now. 2009°s
Gamer finds a teenage protagonist in a near future, a rising Internet celebrity (concept already familiar at the
time but still seeming novel in public consciousness) tangled in increasingly violent and political international
conspiracy. Villain of the story (however cartoonish) is someone using the widespread media influence
of eSports for one’s own gain. That is something becoming increasingly worrying and realistic for today’s
audience if they happen to suspend disbelief and attempt discerning the parts the movie definitely got right

about the future. While connections to Hitler from the above mentioned example of Kung Fury are not as
strong, there are more than enough underlying elements tying fictional computer programmer Ken Castle
from 2034 to certain stereotypes and images, often associated with dictatorship in the digital age. [43]

Interestingly, McMahon’s podcast eSports in Fiction, despite curious omission of that particular movie
provides very similar notions in its introduction which describes how fascinating the rabbit holes
of professional eSports became. [24].

Drawing to conclusions of this section we should directly address the fact that businesses of eSports
probably should consider being more deliberate in choosing the affiliated symbols. 1t’s one thing that Joker
appeals to many so the character’s different versions are featured all over the place and it’s entirely another
that potentially you can substitute Joker with Adolf Hitler and the sense of such inclusion will remain just
as vague as it was (if increasingly worrying and offending). Narrowly avoiding the suggestion that Joker
indeed equals Adolf Hitler, we should consider that the ripple effect might eventually equal the context
in public opinion if not explained properly.

And there is a problem of eSports effectively evading explanations and political context altogether,
something that could be compared to initial sports-above-politics approach that brought us 1936 Summer
Olympics held in Nazi Germany and often proclaimed a textbook example of propaganda. If the noise
of eSports chooses not to be propaganda, it should be, to a point, a conscious noise which is not
as oxymoron as it sounds, as conscious approach to noise actually makes us understand how such noise
came to be and therefore discern it from the meaningful parts of the code. However, since noise effectively
becomes part of the code, it becomes much harder to discern. After all, there is a notion that codes are
‘cracked’ which means that you need either a key or a breaking method to understand them when it comes
to information.

As such we are drawn to another case study. In it, podcasts in correlation with eSports effectively
try to discern through the types of international political communication, such as factual statements,
propaganda and noise without even being aware of such actions on their part. That could also be considered
an example of intuitive noise.

There is a jarring and refreshing omen to be seen in Gdmer when compared to recent media coverage
of eSports, such as 8-year old eSportsman receiving an impressive salary of $33,000 [58]. In the movie,
released in 2011 (and largely encompassing the director’s feelings about the scene throughout the 2000°s),
a much more mature teenager succumbs to depression and assorted crises attempting a career in eSports,
captured in an almost documentary-like precision. Director Oleg Sentsov largely attributes his days
as an eSportsman to movie gaining some cult identity on its own [50], however it’s Sentsov’s following
role in the political events and hybrid war between Ukraine and Russia that attracted the most attention
to it in recent years, re-launching independent filmmaker’s career further into stardom which Sentsov
himself is not sure entirely merited and compares well to cases of other political prisoners stuck
in situations not unlike his.

However, another prominent director hailing from Crimea (who also happens to be a podcaster), Nariman
Aliev mentions prominently that Gamer was widespread in formal filmmaking education in Ukraine at the
time [50], thus cementing that Sentsov’s choice of eSports as a focus for narrative fiction somehow became
pretty much timely. That never prevented Sentsov’s choice to become an additional point of purely political
bullying and criticism when it comes to the subject matter of his directorial debut, which was at the time
of his imprisonment his only feature work available. Enforcement of the stereotype that eSports is not worthy
of coverage (let alone narrative fiction centered around it) was (and still is) in full play when it comes
to political banter.

That said, the format of the podcast which is where the two filmmakers met in 2021 is an interesting
perspective alone when it comes to eSports comparisons and correlation analyses. Both are very much
connected to the Internet and digital revolution. Despite that both are also elusive for traditional media, but
pretty much compete for attention with several traditional formats already losing in that battle (such as radio
in case of podcasts).

Either they lose, or they join forces. Latter is exemplified by magazine The Village Ukraine, a local
version of a popular magazine picking up Season 2 of Aliev’s podcast MINCULTPRYVIT for distribution on
their digital platforms. In fact, filmmakers doing a podcast (which is usually audio as opposed to native for
that profession audiovisual media) is a much more logical combination in the days of the Internet as evidenced
by the oldest, largest and most complete database of movies recently starting to accept podcasts. [15]. Through
2010’s podcasts became an extremely relevant segment of some of the platforms revolutionizing
the audiovisual side of the Internet, such as YouTube. There is a specific term ‘video podcast’ for those
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podcasts offering more than audio, but even in cases like MINCULTPRYVIT (when the video component is
hardly anything crucial to the audio part), it is a certain coverage element not to miss when it comes
to promotion and distribution. [2].

On a related note, PlayUA has a plethora of podcasts on their own as well as covering them as both
relevant sources for news and subject of such.

On another related note, perceived accordingly to points drawn in previous sections, this whole section
itself could be considered an example of conscious and/or intuitive noise. Such an approach was chosen
deliberately as an illustration because it needs to be addressed that when it comes to eSports and politics,
vagueness is inevitable and in the author’s humble opinion that should not be the case.

Fulfillment of the main objective of the chapter (to demonstrate the underlying processes of political
communication in eSports occurring through the universal codes of media) was inevitably a hard task
to achieve. After all, eSports continues to be an elusive terra incognita to many disciplines, political science
being one of them. Real-life affectations and results of virtual competitions keep puzzling researchers, who
somehow miss the opportunity to bring together assorted types of media. Only logical, since author’s research
previously characterized movies as a similarly untamed territory. [42].

International political communication of all three types is readily evident through all of the cases
presented in the chapter with noise being an especially underlying and worrying type, because where there’s
noise it could be used to mask a sinister proceeding. Noticing such, an inevitable attempt at influencing
the growing field by corrupt, neglectful and frankly harmful forces is a perspective we should be ready
for in the rest of the 21st century, as eSports are here to stay.

We could only hope that provided recommendations and case studies will eventually result in research
of larger scales and foremost practical applicability. It is evident that it is literally impossible not to proceed
at any eSports research without an interdisciplinary perspective, very much including media studies and
political studies. We can also hope that coined terms intuitive noise and conscious noise would be of certain
interdisciplinary use, as they might be the key to eSports from the perspective of many fields of study,
including but not limited to cultural studies and political science. Researches of both kinds pertaining
to eSports roles in modern society are crucially needed in order for eSports not to enter the realm
of propaganda without at least knowing what is propagated and at best — knowing how to counteract
the insertion of propaganda and agenda.

The relevance of the research topic is unquestionable according to the importance of the “European
migration crisis”/“European refugee crisis” in public and scientific discourses of the European Union
and the world. However, according to our observations, existing studies a priori are based on the objective
nature of the “European migration crisis’/*“European refugee crisis” and almost do not take into
consideration its subjective (discursive-cognitive) nature. Thus, the goal of our study is to clarify the impact
of perceptions of the “European migration crisis”’/“European refugee crisis”’ on the European integration
project (European Union).

The research topic is based on systemic and interdisciplinary approaches, as well as on discursive
and cognitive approaches, the use of which, to a large extent, have disclosed the subjective nature
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of the “European migration crisis "/ “European refugee crisis”. In addition, a number of special scientific
methods were used. In particular, descriptive and prognostic, sociological and content analysis, historical-
genetic and problem-chronological, etc.

Finally, it has been found that the practical development of this problem depends, to a large extent,
on how the “European migration crisis "/ “European refugee crisis” is covered at the global, pan-European
and national levels. Moreover, even the question of “correct” terminology (as well as the question
of related accents and connotations) becomes a “battlefield” of competing discursive practices,
through which various actors try to influence the decision-making processes.

The campaign for the United Kingdom ’s withdrawal from the European Union is indicative in this
sense. At the same time, the problem of the European Union’s unity, that was revealed and strengthened
by the “European migration crisis ’/“European refugee crisis” is not limited to the United Kingdom’s
withdrawal from the European Union. It is correctly perceived as a “crisis of EU governance”, a “crisis
of EU solidarity” and so on.

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Korshuk R. M., Saltovsky O. I. The issue of Crimea in the Ukrainian geopolitical doctrines
of the first half of the twentieth century.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the coverage of the Crimea issue for the existence and
development of Ukrainian statehood in the geopolitical teachings of Ukrainian thinkers of the first half
of the twentieth century. For them, the "Crimean issue" is part of the theoretical search for geopolitical
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directions of Ukraine’s development in the past, present and in the future. It is emphasized that
the consideration of the geographical factor as an important factor in politics has a significant historical
tradition. It is noted that Ukrainian geopolitical theorists of the first half of the twentieth century assumed
that the conquest of the northern Black Sea coast provided Ukraine with access to the communication space
in terms of defense, political interaction with its partners and trade and economic ties. It is noted that the
works analyzed in this article state that the geopolitical significance of the Crimean peninsula, the Black
Sea area and the Ukrainian lands is virtually unchanged in different historical epochs from antiquity
to the events of the early twentieth century. It is noted that the loss of Crimea in 1918 was seen
by Ukrainian geopolitical thought of the first half of the twentieth century as a strategic defeat, which was
due, among other things, to the quality of the then domestic political elite and its lack of fundamental
geopolitical knowledge. At the same time, thinkers draw attention to the fact that the then political partners
of the young Ukrainian state were guided in their actions, primarily on the basis of their own national
geopolitical interests. It is concluded that the theoretical work of representatives of Ukrainian political
thought of the first half of the twentieth century in the situation around Ukraine and throughout the Eastern
European region, including the issue of deoccupation and return of the Crimean peninsula to Ukrainian
jurisdiction.

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Kotik Y. V. Ukraine’s National security: the economic dimension

The article reveals the essential characteristics of economic security, its components, role and
features. The vision of national security of Ukraine as a set of interconnected components allows to put
on the agenda its economic dimension as one of the main among others: military, energy, information,
consolidating — political. The evolution of organizational and legal bases and institutions of public
administration created to ensure economic security in the face of threats and their counteraction in
independent Ukraine is traced, the effectiveness of their activities is assessed, the weaknesses of Ukraine’s
economic system . The interdependence and coherence of Ukraine s economic security and national
economic interests and their direct impact not only on the economic but also on the political sovereignty
of our state have been proved. It is argued that understanding the essence of the state ’s economic security
as a means of protecting one’s own interests, political elite and the slow growth of the economic culture
of ordinary citizens are threats to Ukraine ’s economic security. Emphasis is placed on the need to complete
the reforms, in particular, strengthen the protection of private property, change the law enforcement system
and carry out urgent reforms and measures — large-scale privatization, corporate governance of state
enterprises, overcoming low economic literacy, economic deregulation, innovative modernization,
institutions, further economization of foreign policy to expand the geography and increase the capacity
of Ukrainian exports, increase the efficiency of economic diplomacy. It is emphasized that the protection
of the state lacks not so much a professional assessment of the economic dimension of national security
and the declaration of reforms, as patriots-reformers and their support and understanding of society.

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Kuchyk O. S. Adaptation of international security organizationsin terms of the latest challenges
to international security system

The activity of institutions of multilateral cooperation in the security sphere is a hot issue of modern
international relations within the rapid changes in the development of bilateral and multilateral
cooperation between states. Changing priorities and tasks shape the new quality of interstate cooperation
and the emergence of «newy geopolitical aspirations of states in the international stage. The issue
of reforming and adapting international organizations is becoming one of the most important
for maintaining the presence of international organizations as institutions and mechanisms for regulating
cooperation regimes.

Nowadays the system of international relations as a complex multicomponent macrosystem is
undergoing drastic changes due to growing regional confrontation and rivalry, escalation of the conflict
on regional and global levels, increasing problems of global and regional scale in different areas
of interstate cooperation. Thus, it is possible to make assumptions about the aggravation of effective
functioning of the international security system, ensuring the stability and peace in interstate cooperation
due to various mechanisms of bilateral and multilateral cooperation. Hence, it can be argued that security
international organizations remains one of the effective mechanisms of the international security system
and are mechanisms of collective activity.

The analysis of the activity of organizations testifies to the urgency of the issue of adaptation to new
challenges and threats and the need to develop effective mechanisms for reforming the activities of such
institutions to the modern system of interstate cooperation in the security sphere.

The current state of development of international cooperation in general and international institutions
of multilateral cooperation shows inconsistency with the existing international order. Recent trends
in geopolitical confrontation in the international stage, attempts to restore hegemony through regional
confrontation and global rivalry have led to an inconsistency in the structure and mechanisms
of reconciling the interests and sovereign rights of states in the international arena. Thus, the growing
threat to world peace necessitates further scientific analysis of ways to resolve conflicts and the need
to reform approaches to the activities and functioning of international organizations and international
regimes in accordance with the new order. At the same time, the issue of reforming international
organizations, both structurally and in essence, remains an important element of development
and rethinking for international political science.

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Lymar V. V. Revival of Islamic Emirate Afghanistan in the context of Taliban return to power
There were analyzed preconditions of forming radical movement “Taliban”, as well as its returning
to power with the aim of revival of Islamic Emirate Afghanistan. It has been defined that today Taliban is
recognized as terroristic organization by UNO which formation has been caused not only by domestic
policy processes of Afghanistan but by the influence of external actors, in particular Saudi Arabia and
Pakistan. It has been analyzed the composition of Taliban in the context of its social classes and it defined
that the biggest share of Taliban are the representatives of marginal classes of Afghanistan and Pakistan.
There was proved, that at the beginning, in 1994 the emergence of Taliban in Afghanistan was kindly
perceived by the biggest part of population. The emigrants’ press, which published papers to support
Taliban, played the active role in supporting Afghan Taliban. It was defined that later in Afghan society
the processes of confrontation and polarization grew and as a result there was the split on two groups
by political and ethnic features: anti-Taliban (mainly non-Pashtun) and Taliban (Pashtun).
It has been defined that the ideology of Taliban is religious nationalism. The official religion
of Taliban is Sunni Islam. Afghanistan was under the control of Taliban till 2001, however the USA
with help of North alliance after the situation on 11 September began antiterrorist operation against
Taliban and destroyed it.
It was defined that in 2021 the USA got the troops out from Afghanistan, what let Taliban to make
the revolution and take almost the whole territory of a country under control.
It has been proved that modern Taliban uses the religion to have the power in a region as well
as to persuade recognition of the global community of it as legal power which has good intentions
for saving Islamic traditions and laws of shariah for recovering and peace development of Islamic Emirate
Afghanistan.
It has been defined that values that Taliban has declared in the Constitution do not correspond
to the real situation which is today in Afghanistan: the rights of women to study and work are violated,
entertainments are banned in the other words promises and real actions of Taliban today differ.

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Nagornyak T. L. Public image of Ukraine in conditions of uncertainty

The publication outlines the trends of global changes and development trends of modern Ukraine —
conditions of uncertainty — in which territories at all levels compete for influence on the process of world
resources redistribution. It has been proved that place branding "from above" — by developing a strategy
for its promotion by special authorities with the possible involvement of non-governmental actors
is ineffective due to the inflexibility of this approach and limited state influence on external information
space. The author clarifies the content of such key categories of branding discourse as strategic
communications, public diplomacy, brand, image, reputation, visions, narratives. The publication
demonstrates author ’s attempt to build a model of stages for correction of the existing state public image
through the tools of strategic communications, including public diplomacy, and to prove the feasibility
of systematizing successful cases of public diplomacy "from below", because the future is in local place
branding. A correlation is established between the stages of public image promotion, purposeful
interactions of all subjects of public diplomacy and their results. The conclusion is made about the expected
result of state strategic communications, which is in fixing the loyalty of the state — a high degree of trust,
devotion and reliability of relationships that can become valuable, can spread interpersonal trust
in society, institutional trust between states and act as a resource of a generalized trust in the process
of territory self-organization and prospects of its brand. Such form of generalized trust as the loyalty
capital is a serious basis for the competitiveness of the state in a new world order and the consolidation
of the nation in conditions of uncertainty.

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Natalina N. 0. The formation of a new world order as an object of political science research

The article deals with the existing scientific approaches to the interpretation of the term "world order".
Based on the analysis they are systematized into three key directions: institutional, ideological
(axiological), and actor approach. Within the framework of the latter approach, there is a transition
from the study of poles or centers of power to a statement of the fact of polycentricity of the new world
order. For the completeness of the political science study of the world order the author considers
it necessary to take into account besides the institutional design, configuration of actors, and value
paradigm also the nature of society in which such an order is formed (post-information or network)
and the state of globalization processes that determine the spatial characteristics of the world order
(de-globalization, regionalization, and localization). Despite the difference in interpretations, different
scientific schools are united by the thesis of the modern liberal world order crisis. The scientific debate
revolves around the question of whether the world order is in a state of definite transition or whether
the current non-equilibrium state can be considered as a new world order. The synergetic paradigm, or
complexity theory, proposed as a research methodology, provides an answer. According to it, the formation
of new world order is seen as a nonequilibrium nonlinear process defined by a dynamic synthesis of order
and chaos. If there are specific political actors (institutions, interest groups, individuals) in the political
space, their influence on the transformation of the political space is possible at bifurcation points and is
predominantly random. This defines subjectlessness as a trend in the formation of new world order.
From the point of view of finding a methodological basis for the research, the existing models of system
dynamics, cyclic models, and simulation modeling were considered. It is determined that for the study
of the new world order as a nonlinear dynamic complex system, it is advisable to analyze the megatrends
of world politics and deconstruct them using the "method-assemblage™ of a constantly changing reality.

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Panina I. G. The Study of Peace and the main theoretical perspectives

The article attempts to outline the main theoretical perspectives in the study of peace. The author
analyzes the dynamics of the characteristics of peace in international relations and identifies the role
of different theoretical approaches and scientific schools in shaping the concept of peace. It is emphasized
that in the modern world order it is important to develop a common understanding of peace, the values
of conflict resolution and effective approaches to peacebuilding. Given these challenges, the theoretical
basis for building peace needs to be reconsidered and rethought in order to identify the most promising
areas of research. It is noted that theoretical issues of peace theory are rarely the subject of scientific
research of domestic researchers. The main theories of peace have been formed and developed mainly
by foreign scholars, but there is a contradiction of images of peace, serious discussion and criticism
of most concepts of peace, which gives rise to new approaches and comprehensive research, opening
the way for Ukrainian scientists.
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The author of the article acknowledges that the liberal-idealist paradigm is dominant
in the understanding of peace, so its analysis is given considerable attention. However, the article describes
the realistic vision of the problem of peace, which forms the basis of the framework of peace research with
the liberal-idealist tradition and is the so-called «orthodoxy». Unorthodox theories are described in detail,
including the English School of International Relations, Marxists and Neo-Marxists, critical theories,
constructivism and post-constructivism, and interdisciplinary research, the most important of which is
Peace and Conflict Studies.

The article analyzes and compares these scientific approaches and schools, identifies the strengths
and weaknesses of research, the main discussions and the reasons for criticizing each of them.
It is suggested that the debate on international conflicts and wars in the era of globalization and post-
truth is erroneous and inexpedient, and instead the emphasis in the theory of international relations is
shifted towards the formation of a modern concept of peace and peaceful coexistence.The author
emphasizes that each theory and approach has its own concept of peace, but this variability allows
to develop a broad discussion of peace, propose new methodologically compatible approaches and develop
a modern comprehensive understanding of peace, principles and mechanisms for its development.

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Prymush M. V., Yarosh Y. B., Osmolovska A. O. Theoretical dimension of the research
of the ideological factor of world political processes

The authors attempt to conceptualize approaches to determining the nature and place of political
ideology, its main social functions, as well as the structural levels of functioning of political doctrines.
Among the main functions of political ideology authors considers the following: uniting society around
certain values, the function of legitimizing political power, mobilizing people to solve problems of social
development, the function of social depreciation, which is the ability to interpret social reality and reduce
tensions in conflict between people’s needs and the real possibilities for their satisfaction.

The authors singled out the following levels of functioning of political doctrines in the structure
of political ideology: the first level — theoretical and conceptual; the second is a program-political,
and the third is an actualized level of political ideology. Political ideology itself, according to the authors,
is a product of modernization, because in traditional society, nothing like ideology in the modern sense
of the word did not exist.

Considering the approach to ways and means of resolving conflicts, as well as taking into account
the vision of economic development, the views of leading theorists on ideological currents were outlined.
Thus, two large groups of ideologies were considered: moderate and radical. The moderate ideologies
include all three so-called "big" ideologies of our time: liberal, conservative, and socialist. Political
radicalism, in turn, is divided into two types — right and left. The views of theorists on the beliefs
that underlie the system of ideological values of modern political ideologies are systematized.

Such ideological values determine the content of political activity.

The authors note that ideology is a tool for constructing the basic mechanisms of political behavior,
becomes a conscious or unconscious altered view in order to justify political domination, helping
to mobilize the masses and manipulate human behavior.

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Prykhnenko M. 1. Identity politics as a factor of international conflict: the Nagorno-Karabakh case
The present article is devoted to the problem of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict. It investigates
the place of identity politics in the processes of its conflict management. It is concluded that identity politics
is one of the main factors in the conflict, which hinders its resolution and is not taken into account
by the states parties of the negotiation process. This factor is expressed in nationalist rhetoric, which,
in general, appeals to the people 's emotions of both conflicting parties and disputed territories.
The rhetoric is based on the interpretation of historical events and phenomena, as well as cultural features.
This situation makes the conflict «irrationaly, minimizing the possibility of using the tools of diplomacy,
eliminating the possibility of compromise and increasing the possibility of military confrontation.
Awareness of the unambiguous positions of the parties to the conflict, their reluctance to seek compromise
solutions acts as a «keyy to solving this problem. It requires a change in approach to the settlement
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process. The author proposes an approach within which the existing problems and the status quo are
rethought in the categories of «past-future» as opposed to the existing logic of «friend-enemyy. In practice,
this approach can be implemented by gradually rethinking the imperatives of thinking of political elites,
which contain a conflict component and, in the long run, changing the way of thinking of political elites.
This process should be provided by representatives of civil society and business because of their direct
effect on the public opinion and general rhetoric about the problem. This approach can help to integrate
a «rational componenty in resolving this conflict. Increasing the influence of external players
on the development of these areas (primarily by financing joint Armenian-Azerbaijani scientific, cultural,
business, infrastructure, etc. projects) in the long run may change those components of national identities
of conflicting parties that generate aggressive rhetoric. It is important to note that the concerted actions
of the OSCE Minsk Group should be the driving force behind these changes.

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CONCEPT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF DIRECTED MIGRATION

The article studies the ways political actors use to direct the migration processes for their further
use as a foreign policy instrument, including the ones that are used in the hybrid war context. The author
of the article introduces the directed migration concept and substantiates the difference between directed
migration and migration policy. The main differences lie in subjectivity, political purpose, the degree
of openness, the existence of legislation framework. The article defines the characteristics of the migration
processes that are affected by the political actors: number of migrants and their qualitative composition,
the directions of their movement, the migrants’ behaviour in the new place of living. The author states these
characteristics are compatible with the three stages of migration process. Among the present theories
and theoretical models the author identifies the ones that form the framework for directing the migration:
the gravity theory of migration, the Push-Pull theoretical model, the theory of migration networks. Within
the bounds of every theory the author gives the examples of activities the political actor can resort
to in order to direct the migration. The author states that the political actor can combine the migration
directing activities from different theories and theoretical models. On the other hand it can be sufficient
to direct migration only at certain stages of migration processes. As the separate issue the article explores
the role of the modern means of mass information and communication as well as the new media in directing
the migration. The author concluded that political actor has to control and influence migration in a hidden
way to use the directed migration as an effective instrument of international policy. So it shouldn 't betray
itself or its strategic goals. Alternatively, the use of measures and means of influence can be explained
with the plausible motives.

The peculiarities of contemporary migration processes as well as the new approaches to the foreign
policy confrontation predispose the interests of the political actors to use the migration processes
as the instrument of the hybrid influence. In so doing political actors consider the hybrid influence
as the combination of the activities, mostly the non-military ones, deliberately used in the hybrid war context,
that lead to the change of the characteristics and status of the object of the hybrid influence and change
of the course of conflict.

The objective of the article is to study the ways the political actor can direct the migration processes.
To achieve the objective we have to fulfill the following research tasks:

— to present the definition of directed migration and substantiate the difference of the directed migration
from the migration policy;

— toidentify the principal parameters of international migration processes, that can be influenced by the
political actor;

— to define the theories of migration that can serve as a theoretical base for the directed migration;

— to determine the feasible measures actor can take in order to influence the migration’ parameters.

The influence of the international migration on the position of the countries and regions, on their
economic, cultural, socio-political development is well-studied in the scientific literature. However
the complexity of such influence as well as the change of the migration processes context induce
the researches to study more and more areas of human activities affected by migration. All the available
resources consider the migration processes as the independently initiated processes. But the contemporary
level of the technologies influencing the public consciousness as well as the existence of the modern
sophisticated means of mass information and communication are supposed to entail the deliberate directing
of the migration processes by the political actors in order to reach their hybrid war goals.

Directed migration processes are not formed spontaneously based on the existing political,
economic, social and other conditions but are deliberately initiated and influenced by the political actor.

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First of all we have to substantiate the difference between the directed migration and migration policy.
Migration policy is usually treated as the system of measures aimed to achieve the necessary intensity and
composition of the migration flows. The migration policy is, on the one hand, aimed at the planning
of the population movement, on the other hand — fulfills the function of the population movement control and
is considered as the state’s reaction on the spontaneous movement of people [5, p. 68]. As both the state
migration policy and the directing of the migration flows for their further use as the instrument of the hybrid
influence envisage the measures to regulate the migration behaviour of people at all stages of the migration
process, we can define the following distinctions between them, that allows us to classify the directed
migration as a separate phenomenon.

The first and the most important distinction is the objective. According to the definition proposed
by O. Malynovska the objective of the state migration policy is “to provide the organized, safe and non-conflict
character of the migration processes” and “to use the positive potential of migration for the development” [5,
p. 65]. G. Glushchenko emphasizes the fact that the objective of the migration policy is to provide the dynamic
development of both the country of the migrants’ origin and the country of migrants’ destination [1].
Alternatively, the objective of directing the migration is the acquiring the new characteristics by the migration
that will provide its effective use as an instrument of the hybrid influence in the hybrid war context.

The second distinction is the general scope of the taken measures. According to V. lontsev’s definition
the migration policy constitutes the system of the political measures, regulations, legislative acts and interstate
agreements states regarding the migration flows [4, p. 8]. However, directing the migration processes is
carried out mostly through the indirect methods, inter alia by creating the conditions when people are forced
to migrate or when the positive expectations towards migration take place.

In its part the content of the measures stipulates the third distinction — the degree of the openness
of the taken measures. Contrary to the state military policy that envisages the full openness of its development
and implementation, the directing of migration processes in order to use them as the instrument of hybrid
influence is carried out in a covert way. It gives the impression of the spontaneous nature of the directed
migration processes.

The forth distinction is the subjectivity of regulation. The migration policy can be carried out by the states
and the international organizations, but directing the migration processes in the hybrid war context can
be also carried out by the non-state actors. Besides, the migration policy of the particular states is extended
on the migration processes that are covered by the state’s jurisdiction, but directing the migration can be
carried out by the actor that is neither the country of origin nor the destination country, or even nor the country
at all. However it can be carried out by the actor that has the aim to achieve its own foreign policy interests
and clandestinely interferes into the migration processes that relates to the third countries.

For the effective use of the migration processes the subject has to be able to direct and control at least
three main parameters of the international migration processes:

1. The number of migrants and the composition of migration flows

Depending on its objectives in the hybrid war context the foreign policy actor can be interested in forming
the migration flow that consists of the certain number of migrants. Besides, the actor can be also interested
in the migrants with the specific characteristics, inter alia in migrants of certain age, in migrants that represent
certain ethnic or religious group, in migrants that have the specific professional knowledge or skills, have
the combat experience, etc. For example, the ethnic and religious identity is important when the political actor
is interested in the inspiration of ethnic or religious conflict in the country or region where the migrants are
directed. On the other hand if the actor has the aim to worsen the competitive advantage of the country, there
can be the reason to inspire or force the emigration of scientists, qualified specialists, etc, mostly young and
middle-aged. In some cases the combination of different key characteristics can be also important.

2. The direction of the migrants’ movement

In accordance with the purposes of the hybrid influence the movement of the migrants can be directed
to either leave or settle the certain area. In different conditions both mass emigration and mass immigration
can significantly influence the development of the country and its security situation first of all because they
are able to decrease or increase the number of population. If migrants have the certain characteristics, the
spectrum of the consequences of such migration for both country of origin and country of destination can be
much wider. For example, the gradual settlement of the part of the country, especially nearby the state border
with the people that moved from the neighbour country and, at the same time, represent its titular ethnic group
creates the preconditions for the development of separatists or irredentists tendencies. In the context of the
hybrid warfare there can be reasonable to direct the representatives of the ethnic or religious group to the
country, where they can contribute the increase of the conflict potential of the population.
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3. The behaviour of migrants and/or locals in the new place of migrants’ living

Having the possibility to change this parameter, the political actor is able to create the situation
in the target country that is necessary for him for achieving the political goals. For example, if the increasing
of the migration conflictogenity level in the recipient country for the further destabilization of this country is
considered by the political actor as the hybrid influence objective, the actor can focus its efforts
on the formation and heightening the feelings of resentment, frustration among migrants and/or among local
people. Besides, these feelings can be both inculcated artificially or can appear spontaneously if political
actor takes the measures for the artificial creation of the conditions and factors that are able to cause
the resentment among the population.

Parameters that have to be managed and controlled correlate with the directed migration stages of the use
of migration processes: the formation of flows — the direction of flows — the migrants’ behaviour in the new
place of living. The above also correlates with the three stages of migration process, proposed in 1987
by L. Rybakovsky. He defined the first stage as the formation of the flows, the second stage — the movement,
the third — the migrants’ living in a new environment [6, p. 128]. Actor can manage and control all
the parameters as well as only some of them. For example, in the context of hybrid warfare it could be
reasonable to organize the formation of the migration flow with the necessary qualitative and quantitative
characteristics and direct them to the certain country or region. The arrival of these migrants to the right place
is able to influence the sequence of events in a way the political actor is interested in but without the direct
interference of the actor. On the other hand the political actor can start influencing the migration processes
when the migrants live in the new place and in the new environment, or after the migration flows have formed
spontaneously.

To study the possibility of the migration processes to be directed we have to understand the roots and
factors of their formation and movement. We have also to be aware of the mechanisms of the self-
reproduction and sustainability of migration processes. That’s why it is reasonable to resort to the theories
of migration that have been already recognized by the scientific community. Famous researcher of the
migration issues V. lontsev identified more than 45 approaches, theories and concepts of migration [3, p. 34].
The prevailing majority of them, including the historical and structural approach, neoclassic theory, world-
systems theory, the theory of migration systems, the system of migration transition, theory of transnationalism
and transnational communities, the theory of human capital, theory of inverse relationship of economic
cycles — suggest the influence of the significant and the deep-seated factors on the sequence of the migration
processes. The artificial reproduction of such factors is impossible or needs the extremely substantial
resources and a lot of time. Among such factors there can be the following: the civilizational changes,
the changes of the technological paradigm, the changes in the structure of the economy, the change
of the level of economic inequality between countries and regions, the formation of the global labour markets
and the capital markets, the modernization of the society, the progress in the development of transport and
means of communication, the integration of the countries into the political and economic system, etc.

At the same time, there are some factors of migration the political actor is able to create in the modern
conditions. These factors are contained in the following theories and theoretical models of migration:

— Gravity model of migration;

— Pull-push migration theory;

— Theory of migration networks.

According to these theories and models the migration processes have sensibility to the situational
changes. Much attention is given in these theories to the human dimension that now can be effectively
influenced by the modern technologies as well as to other factors that can be relatively easily reproduced and
that have quick effect. Based on the mentioned theories we can anticipate in what way the foreign policy
actor can effectively influence the parameters of migration processes at all stages.

Gravity model of migration is the theoretical model, developed by S. Stouffer and G. Zipf, that explains
the reasons and motives of migration proceeding from the characteristics of the politically organized areas
(countries, regions, cities), and the peculiarities of the interaction between them. According to S. Stouffer
“the number of people, who move to certain distance, is directly proportional to the number of the life
prospects in the new place of living and is inversely proportional to the number of circumstances that
complicate the relocation [11, p. 846]. As the complicating circumstances Stouffer considered the cost of
moving, the legislative restrictions regarding the entering or exit, insufficient awareness of the potential
migrants, negative attitude of locals to migrants, etc. In its part G. Zipf pointed that the “intensity of migration
flows between two objects depends on the distance between them and, in certain extent, on other
characteristics of the objects, inter alia the population, the economic capabilities in the country of migrants’
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origin and the country of migrants’ destination”. This theory complies with the Zipf’s “principle
of the minimum efforts”. It means that if people have the opportunity to choose the sequence of actions, they
choose the one that requires the minimum efforts and expences” [12, p. 573].

Accordingly, the political actor can increase or decrease the number of the circumstances that can
complicate the people’s relocation. As a result the number of migrants can be increased or decreased. Besides,
the percentage of the certain categories of migrants in terms of their professional, ethnic, religious
identification can be increased or decreased too. For example, if the actor is interested in the formation
of the flow of specialists in the sphere of high technologies in order to increase the competitive advantages
of one country and at the same time to decrease the competitive advantages of another country in the
framework of the planned or existing hybrid warfare that stipulates the use of such technologies, the political
actor can create the conditions for the migration of such specialists. Besides, the interested country can
introduce the quotas for the tuition-free education for the representatives of the country the destructive actions
are supposed to be taken against. There can be also given the opportunity for the employment of these
specialists after their graduation on advantageous terms. Such actions are able to stimulate the movement
of the specialists. As another example we can mention the establishment of the visa-free regime. Being treated
as a symbol of the strengthening of the friendly relations between the states, it can play the catalytic role
in the loss of human capital, and, consequently, in the loss of the competitive advantages by the country that
is characterized by the relatively low living standards.

As an interesting example of creating the conditions for the relocation of people we can give the intensive
and large-scale pasportization of the sitizens of other countries, mostly the bordering ones. To our mind
the obtaining of the citizenship by the large number of people that permanently live in their country can be
also treated as a sort of migration. As a result of the pasportization, in the certain country the considerable
number of citizens of another country appears. In such a way the country, that renders the citizenship, extends
its influence.

Within the Push-Pull theoretical model the migration of people is explained by the factors, that encourage
people to leave the permanent place of living and contributes their movement to another place. The foundation
for this model was laid by American sociologist E. Lee. In his article “The theory of migration” he pointed
that the person’s decision to migrate depends on the interaction of the groups of positive and negative factors
both in the country of origin and in the country of destination [8]. The examples of the pull factors are the
following: the demand in the labour market, availability of the land resources, economic opportunities,
political freedoms, etc; the examples of the push factors are: the rapid population growth, low employment
rate, the decrease of the number and worsening of the quality of the state social care, the restrictions of the
civil freedoms, political instability, ecological problems, etc. One of the most effective factors of migration
including the cross-border one is the armed conflict that threatens the health and security of population.

Therefore, the artificial reproducing of the pull factors in one particular country and/or the push factors
in another country contribute the intensification of population movement from the first country to the latter
one. Thus the maximum intensity of the movement is supposed to be achieved when two groups of factors
are reproduced simultaneously. For example, in order to reproduce the unemployment of the specialists of a
particular sphere as the push factor, the political actor can buy the enterprises of this sphere or establish the
control over them, then stop their work or lessen the production output. The political actor can at the same
time implement the protectionist measures towards the production of these enterprises, aggressively
promoting their goods in the world market, etc. It will inevitably lead to the dismissal of the particular
sphere’s employees in the first country and to the increased demand for such employees in the latter one.

As the example of the effective push factor there can be given the ecological one. Natural disasters, the
gradual worsening of the ecological situation as well as the climate change lead to the
ecological/environmental migration. By the end of 2019 about 5,1 million people lived beyond the borders
of their country or region as a consequence of the ecological pressures [7, p. 2], but by the middle of 2020
the number of people displaced because of the ecological reasons reached 9,8 million [7, p. 2].

In the hybrid war context the ecological factor of migration takes on particular importance. Due to the
scientific progress and new technologies it becomes possible to create the flows of ecological migrants. In
particular, the purposeful man-made technological non-military influence on the sites of biosphere and space
is able to cause the natural disasters, weather and climate change, ozone depletion, destruction of ecological
systems, people’s physical and mental health impairment. In such a way the unfavorable conditions for
people’s lives force them to leave the permanent place of living. In the context of our article it is important
to mention that the environmental conditions can be influenced remotely, that opens up the opportunities for
the secret warfare [7, p. 21]. For instance, there already exists the technical possibility for artificial depletion
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of the ozone layer, clear the fog and clouds, initiate the earthquakes, create the tidal waves, influence
the tropical cyclones, etc [2, p. 20].

Theory of migration networks explains in what way the social ties that emerge inside the migrants’
community as well as between migrants and their families and friends in their homeland contributes
generating and reproducing the migration processes. In the context of directed migration the creation
of the migration networks as well as the interference into the networks that already exist makes it possible
for the political actor to direct the migration processes that are covered by these networks. Over the past years
the complicated technological conditions emerged for the migration networks to start functioning online.
It enables the political actor, that owns the informational and psychological instruments, successfully
influence the characteristics and directions of migration processes.

According to the definition given by Douglas Massey the migration network is the complex
of interpersonal relations that connect migrants, former migrants, potential migrants both in the countries
of origin and countries of destination [9, p. 448]. To his opinion the migration networks contributes
the reduction of financial costs as well as the social and emotional loss. As soon as the number
of the migration ties inside the network reaches the critical level migration becomes sustainable. The migrants
that have already settled in a new place help the newcomers and act as the facilitators. It reduces the risks and
expenditures of the potential migrants as they give them the necessary information, help them with travel,
accommodation and employment, alleviate their psychological adaptation in the new environment.
Eventually the social and economic infrastructure of migration is created. It incorporates the places
of worship, shops, cafes, clubs, professional organizations, etc. Thereby the migrants continue moving
to the certain place of destination. For example according to the results of the research of the migration from
Mexico to USA in 1970-s, 90% of questioned migrants said that they had acquired the American citizenship
due to the family and professional ties [10].

In the framework of the theory of migration networks it is the contemporary level of technological
development in general and the information technologies in particular that enable not only to initiate and
sustain migration but to influence its routes. Thus, it makes possible to direct migration in all the stages:
the formation of migration flows, their directions and the migrants’ behaviour in the new place of living.

For the last decade we have observed the pervasive involvement of people into the virtual world and the
world of social networks, messengers and different platforms where people can freely express the own
opinions and influence the opinions of other people. The principle of how the social networks are built, is
similar to the principles of the migration networks are. Moreover the migrants, their family members and
friends, different institutions and agencies are the elements of both migration networks and virtual social
networks. Besides, it is usually the young and middle-aged active people who are the active Internet users
and, at the same time, constitute the majority of migrants.

The methodological basis for the hidden directing of the migration processes with the use of virtual social
networks is the people’s conscience manipulation. The goal of manipulation is usually considered as taking
the necessary decision by the object. This manipulation can be carried out in any socio and cultural
environment and can be considered as the extraterritorial instrument to control the people minds.
It encourages the social networks users to act according to the imposed models of behaviour.

Directing the migration processes based on the pull-push model or the gravitation model is conducted
by creating the real conditions for the required migration behaviour of people. However, directing
the migration processes that is based on the theory of migration networks envisages the hidden formation
of the migration behaviour due to the creation of the ideas in people’s minds about the existence
of the appropriate conditions for the necessary migration patterns.

Using the network internet-technologies for the hidden control of migration is possible in all the stages
of migration. During the decision making stage when the political actor wants to form the positive attitude
of users to the emigration, they can start publishing posts, article, videos, etc. with the stories of migrants’
success in the new countries. Such publications can be supported by the specially generated comments.
If people haven’t thought about emigration before, they can start contemplating it. If they hesitated they can
finally decide to move. In parallel, the narratives about unfavorable political and socio-economic situation
in the country of origin that cannot be improved in the future can be disseminated. The posts and comments
can be aimed not only to encourage and stimulate migration, but can be also designed to force the person
to choose the certain migration destination. To that end the positive image of some countries and the negative
image if other countries can be created due to the mass media and social networks.

Therefore, directing the migration processes based in the theory of migration networks seems like
the most probable one in the contemporary situation of the fourth technological paradigm.
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Undoubtedly, the traditional forms of interaction between people and, consequently, the traditional forms
of informational influence continue playing the important role. However, the peculiarities of virtual network
structures such as promptness, flexibility, segmentation, targeting, concealed motives of the users, relative
cost-efficiency turn the internet technologies into the most effective mean to direct migration in contemporary
world. We can expect that the further development of the information technologies will increase
the opportunities to control the social processes, including the migration.

Nevertheless, it can be assumed that the political actor will be able to successfully combine all above-
mentioned means to direct migration processes. The factors that work in the framework of different migration
theories can be created at different stages of migration. For example, at the first stage the wish to emigrate can be
initiated by producing the pull-push factors, but during migrants’ stay in the new place of living their behaviour
can be controlled through the internet technologies in the framework of the migration network theory.

Furthermore we can foresee the political actor use simultaneously the means of directed migration based
on different theories as they mutually reinforce each other. As an example the actor can artificially create
the pull and push factors within the scope of the pull-push theory, but also communicate information about
the existence of these factors in the framework of the migration network theory. In such a way the significance
of such factors can be increased and the multiplying effect can be provided. Besides, to achieve the hybrid
war goals political actor can regard it sufficient to direct the migration only at certain stages of migration.
Migration flows can form spontaneously and political actor can start controlling migration when migrants
have already emigrated. Another scenario can be also possible: political actor can form the migration flows
with the characteristics he is interested in. For example it can form the characteristics that provide
the formation of the migration conflictogenity. Then, political actor can direct these flows to the country or
region he wants to destabilize. Such migration can destructively influence the country of destination without
additional interference of political actor.

Conclusion. In order to use the directed migration as an effective instrument of international policy
the political actor has to control and influence migration in a hidden way. So it shouldn’t betray itself or its
strategic goals. Alternatively, the use of measures and means of influence can be explained with the plausible
motives. If the real objectives of the actor run contrary to the international law or are morally unacceptable,
the non-obviousness of the objectives and the hidden way of directing the migration allows the political actor
to avoid responsibility under international law or save the positive image in international arena.

The directed migration poses the particular challenge to the countries that are considered by the political
actor as target ones in the course of the hybrid warfare. The hidden way of actor’s measures makes it difficult
for the affected country to react on the directed migration and prevent its negative impact.

The radical transformation of world politics has led to an active rethinking of practice and the theory
of international relations. The situation is significantly complicated by the fact that historical parallels
are most often used to justify or justify specific political decisions. Turning to the answers to History
on the problems of modernity without proper methodological guidelines increases the risk of replacing
the systematic reconceptualization of the nature of international relations with repeated "plastic surgery"
of outdated theoretical approaches. The primary methodological source of substituting reconceptualization
for "conceptual plastic surgery™ is ahistoricism, the critical feature of which is the tendency to define and
apply universal laws of historical development, unchanging characteristics of historical phenomena, whose
nature depends little on the impact of specific historical circumstances.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the essence and consequences of the influence of ahistoricism
on the understanding of international relations after the end of the Cold War. Its achievement is expected
through the implementation of three research objectives: assessment of the analytical potential
of the method of historical analogy; consideration of the case of the concept of "new cold war" and
substantiation of its ahistorical methodological origins; proposals for a theoretical alternative
to ahistoricism in the study of the modern world order, which is based on the methodological principle
of historicism.

The autonomy of the two functions of the method of historical analogy (evidence and heuristic),
the emphasis on the heuristic function, helps avoid the "trap of ahistoricism". Conclusions of the study:
the effectiveness of the method of historical analogy in the study of international relations depends
on a correct analysis of the nature of the compared phenomena and the whole set of factors influencing
their behaviour and the state of the international system; the case of the "new cold war" is a convincing
illustration of the "trap of historicism™ in the understanding of international relations; analytical
productivity of Cold War concepts is minimal, understanding modern world politics requires careful study
of all dimensions of the historical context and social nature of the subjects, which requires updating
methodological approaches.

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Todorov I. Ya. A security dimension of international relation in Eastern and Central Europe
in the context Russian aggression

The article covers the security aspects of international relations in Eastern and Central Europe
in the context of Russian aggression against Ukraine. This region is seen by Russia as an area of its
domination in which it is ready to fight by all means, including military aggression. The status and
prospects of the Intermarium project are determined, the role of the Bucharest Nine in counteracting
Russian expansion is outlined, the specific features of the current aggressive policy of the Russian
Federation are shown. Russia’s aggression against Ukraine and Russia’s hybrid actions against the West
have put on the agenda the need to strengthen strategic solidarity in Eastern and Central Europe.
For all Eastern and Central European countries, the ability to protect oneself from hostile external
influences and the ability to guarantee sustainable development are critical. That is why it is important
to strengthen the allies’ relations in the region with NATO. Strategic communication mechanisms are of key
importance in the conditions of Russia’s aggressive policy, providing activities aimed at creating public
support for democracy, the rule of law, human rights protection, public transparency and long-term
democratic orientation in foreign policy. The countries of Eastern and Central Europe are in fact at the
epicentre of the struggle between Western and Moscow civilizations. There is no evidence that the Russian
leadership is regarding the opportunity to reconsider its approach to relations with the outside world.
On the contrary, Russian officials continue to accuse the EU and NATO member states, as well as their
allies and partners, of being hostile to Russia, particularly in its recent ultimatums. Moscow blames
the West for trying to use the former socialist countries and some former Soviet republics in its policies
against the Russian Federation. The challenge to the democratic world from the Russian Federation
includes international legal, economic, political, and informational aspects. The consolidation of the West
(including Ukraine and all Eastern and Central European countries as an integral part of it) can stop
Russian aggression and punish it for systemic violations of international law.

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IMPROVING THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF THE EASTERN PARTNERSHIP INITIATIVE IN UKRAINE*

The article examines the effectiveness of implementing the Eastern Partnership (EP) initiative in Ukraine
using the SWOT analysis methodology. It is noted that from the EP the participating countries expect new
opportunities for economic development, reforming the internal political sphere, attracting investment,
resolving regional conflicts, and so on. The strengths and weaknesses of the implementation of reforms
in Ukraine in the context of the implementation of the European integration course and the implementation
of the association agreement with the EU are highlighted. It is determined that the strengths of Ukraine
as the addressee of the EP are an extensive system of coordination of efforts in implementing reforms
and their support by the European Union. Attention is focused on the weak (systemic, institutional
and situational) aspects of the implementation of this initiative. Based on the EP Index data, the state
of implementation of reforms in Ukraine is assessed.

It is concluded that the effectiveness of the implementation of the EP initiative in Ukraine is
insufficient, because it is taking place in the conditions of: first, Russia’s opposition to this process; second,
the growth of political and economic instability, slow reforms and democratic backwardness, corruption,
etc.; third, the Russian-Ukrainian conflict in eastern Ukraine. Recommendations were developed to
improve the effectiveness of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU within the framework of EP.
Contradictory conflicts between these factors, their interrelation and interdependence slow down the
implementation of Ukraine s declared European integration aspirations. Consequently, the prospects
for further scientific research will be to find out the specifics of promoting reforms in the “Associated trio”
format, as the countries that are the recipients of EP initiative, which today demonstrate the most
progressive dynamics in terms of ongoing reforms and relations with the EU.

One of the ways to achieve Ukraine’s strategic goals is its cooperation within the framework
of the EU Eastern Partnership (EP) initiative, which contributes to the implementation of internal reforms
and strengthening the integration of our state with the EU. For Ukraine, the importance of EP lies, first of all,
in the fact that the initiative is a kind of “link” with the EU enlargement policy. Hence, among all EP member
countries, Ukraine strives to maximize the use of this format and potential for cooperation. Also, Ukraine’s
approach to EU standards will have a positive impact on other post-Soviet EP countries and strengthen
cooperation in the European region as a whole.

It is noteworthy that within the framework of EP, the participating countries mainly count on new
opportunities for economic development, energy independence from the Russian Federation, reform
of the internal political sphere, financial assistance, as well as the involvement of EU countries in resolving
regional conflicts. For its part, the EU strongly supports the aspirations of the EP’s partner countries.
Increased cooperation between the participants contributes to their adaptation and readiness for new
challenges and problems, in particular in the geopolitical dimension [5]. The purpose of the article is to study
the implementation of the EP initiative in Ukraine by identifying the strengths and weaknesses of such
a process, as well as proposals to strengthen its effectiveness.

The problem of functioning of EP as an important component of the European Neighborhood Policy is
studied by many foreign and Ukrainian scientists. Here it is worth highlighting the achievements of such
scientists as: A. Lehutska [18], B. Heremek [21], T. Kapusniak [17], D. Milcharek [20], S. Dolynska [1],
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V. Dudko [2], H. Maksak [5], I. Nahorniak [6], M. Rabinovych [8], S. Blokmans [12], Ya. Turchyn [9].
In their works, they focus on the study of the history of the creation of the EP as a whole, the features of its
development, as well as the influence of external factors on the need for its modernization. But the available
research does not fully take into account the peculiarities and problems of Ukraine in cooperation with the
EU. In the light of a comprehensive consideration of this issue, it is advisable to use the most up-to-date
analytical documents on Ukraine in EP, data from EP indices, as well as other statistical data.

Since the beginning of the multifunctional dialogue of Ukraine within the framework of EP, there have
been numerous positive developments and results of reforms, as well as many omissions. In order to find out
the effectiveness of the implementation of the EP initiative in Ukraine, based on the SWOT analysis
methodology, we will consider the strengths and weaknesses, as well as threats and opportunities
for cooperation between Ukraine within the EP.

The most significant achievement of Ukraine in the framework of EP policy was the conclusion
of the “association agreement” with the EU, which entered into force in September 2017 and is an effective tool
for bringing the EP countries closer to European standards and norms. The agreement includes such components
as common foreign and security policy; justice and internal affairs; deep and comprehensive free trade area
(FTA). European institutions have already provided Ukraine with financial assistance in the form of grants and
loans in the amount of about 1 16 billion. euro, which is aimed at supporting the reform process. It fixed a new
format of relations between Ukraine and the EU based on the principles of “political association and economic
integration”, defined a list of social and economic reforms in Ukraine for rapprochement with the EU [2].

Despite the political difficulties, several socially important reforms were launched in 2017, in particular:
1) pension-stabilization of the solidary (first) level of the pension system; 2) educational — new principles
of teaching and managing schools, inclusive education; 3) medical; 4) transparent financial reporting
for foreign investors; 5) legislative exclusion of unjustified pressure from law enforcement agencies
on persons whose rights are restricted during pre — trial investigation [10]. In 2018, notable achievements
in Ukraine were: 1) depoliticization of the civil service; 2) Electronic Declaration System; 3) access
to the Horizon 2020 program, which finances research and innovation [2].

According to the document of the EP “20 expected achievements until 2020 published during
the Brussels 2017 Summit, which is closely related to the tasks of the Association Agreement, Ukraine
partially managed to fulfil the tasks in the areas of Economy; Public Administration; relationships and society,
which are simultaneously the main ones within the four thematic platforms of EP. In general, Ukraine has
made progress in 19 of the 20 tasks outlined in the above-mentioned document [13].

Based on the analysis of numerous expert assessments, we can say that among the strengths of Ukraine
as the addressee of EP as a whole is the developed coordination of efforts on reforms and their support
by the EU. Ukraine demonstrates success in the areas of decentralization and administrative services, and
even an example for other countries in the region and beyond. At the same time, the development
of cooperation with donor countries in the security, trade and economic spheres is a strong point. It is also
worth pointing out that the EU provides humanitarian aid in eastern Ukraine (681 million euro were
provided). euro) [13].

Among them, we can note the following, such as: EU4Business (business development through lending
for EU funds and grants); EU4Energy (energy infrastructure); EU4Digital (cybersecurity, digitalization);
Erasmus+ (educational opportunities abroad); EU4PAR (Public Administration reform strategy), etc.
Consequently, Ukraine’s participation in these programs increases its involvement in European processes
under the auspices of the EU.

Similarly, summing up the achievements of Ukraine in the framework of EP, Ya. Lytvynenko and
A. Mashthaler generally note positive aspects [11]: 1) strengthening of interaction between EP countries with
the EU without the participation of the Russian Federation; 2) signing of the Association Agreement with
the EU, increasing trade volumes between them; 3) introduction of EU standards in the internal legislation
of the addressee countries; 4) introduction of visa-free travel; 5) access to EU programs (mentioned above);
6) increasing awareness of the EU in Ukraine; 7) increasing European identity among Ukrainians; 8) creation
of EP institutions for intergovernmental, inter-parliamentary, business cooperation (Inter-Parliamentary
Assembly “Ukraine-Moldova-Georgia”, Conference of local and regional councils, EP Business Forum);
9) creation of a civil society forum of the EP member countries in order to influence national governments
and EU institutions; 10) EU support involvement of non-governmental organizations and citizens of partner
countries in the implementation of the EP policy.

This is confirmed by the data of the EP Index, which reflects and compares the achievements of each
of the partner countries based on two criteria for approaching the EU-the implementation of standards
and relations with the EU. Thus, according to the 2017 EP index, according to the first criterion, Ukraine,

Georgia and Moldova have been leaders of European integration in implementing the provisions
of the Association Agreement since 2014. In particular, Ukraine became the first in terms of implementing
European norms and international standards. The index of Ukraine in this aspect was 0.73. in turn,
for Armenia this indicator is 0.66, Moldova — 0.65, Georgia — 0.64, Azerbaijan — 0.56, Belarus-0.52. Ukraine
won the Championship as a result of approaching EU standards in ensuring freedom of speech, security and
justice, equal opportunities, environmental protection, climate policy and transport. But according
to the criterion of relations with the EU at the level of business, citizens and governments, Ukraine ranked
third after Moldova and Georgia [14]. According to the EP Index for 2021, according to the first criterion,
the leaders are Ukraine and Moldova, each of them has a score of 0.70, followed by Georgia (0.65). Armenia
received a pleasant result in terms of developing democracy and governance, but significantly less in terms
of the policy of approaching the EU, so it took fourth place (0.63). In this aspect, there is a small gap between
Armenia and Georgia (0.65). The fifth and sixth places are occupied by Belarus (0.49)
and Azerbaijan (0.44) [15, p. 4]. Accordingly, according to the second criterion — relations with the EU,
Ukraine ranks 2nd with a score of 0.77. The first according to this criterion is Moldova — 0.80, the third —
Georgia (0.70) [15, p. 43]. So, according to the EP indices, Ukraine is still a leader in certain areas.

Despite the positive steps taken by Ukraine towards European integration, it should be understood that
its cooperation within the framework of EP also contains weaknesses, which is explained by a number
of reasons that should be divided into systemic, institutional and situational [8].

Among the negative systemic factors that slow down European integration in Ukraine, it is worth
highlighting 1) a high level of corruption; 2) oligarchic influences; 3) political pressure; 4) economic
difficulties, in particular due to the pandemic; 5) the formation of public opinion on European integration
under the influence of Information TV channels with a negative view of approaching the EU
(ZIK, NewsOne, 112); 6) an increase in the level of insecurity of citizens (an increase in the number
of contract killings, harassment, etc.); 7) an increase in distrust of the authorities on the part of society. It is
obvious that EP will not solve many systemic problems in Ukraine (mainly the presence of oligarchic power
and a high level of corruption), but it definitely contributes to the development of pluralism of opinions and
modernization, initiating reforms and activating citizens to participate in them. And this, in turn, is a powerful
transformational force.

At the institutional level, it is worth highlighting 1) weak dialogue with the EU to resolve the military
conflict between the Russian Federation and Ukraine; 2) insufficient involvement of stakeholders
(stakeholders) in the implementation of reforms; 3) unsatisfactory state of anti-corruption policy (low
efficiency and discrediting of anti-corruption bodies); 3) lack of deoligarchization and deoffshorization;
4) insufficient reforms of the judicial system.

Situational reasons include 1) the elections in Ukraine and the revision of the reform agenda
and communication strategy with the EU by the new government); 2) the global quarantine, which made
it impossible to “live” communication with partners and led to the postponement of the implementation
of many projects.

As already noted, the least results in Ukraine were achieved in the energy sector. This is due
to 1) the construction of the geopolitical project of the Russian Federation “Nord Stream-27;
2) the introduction of changes to the energy legislation took place without prior consultations with the Energy
Community; 3) the delay of the Russian Federation in the negotiation process with Ukraine and the EU
on the conclusion of a new transit agreement based on European legislation [7].

A negative trend of reform in Ukraine as a whole may be the illusory nature of changes, a certain regime
of “extinguishing fires” through a fictitious orientation to development and a significant rush in its
implementation, which can turn state reforms into “fake” [8].

At the same time, it is worth noting that the weaknesses of implementing the goals of EP in Ukraine are
closely related to certain shortcomings of the EU policy within EP as a whole. In this aspect, S. Blokmans
identifies three strategic omissions of EP. They are 1) lack of consensus within the EU regarding the ultimate
goal of EP; 2) the EU does not seek to strengthen security support in the region; 3) different vision of EU
member states of relations with the Russian Federation [12]. According to S. Blokmans, the EU should
respond more clearly to these strategic challenges and not compromise its own values, endangering
the security and socio-economic progress of the EP member states. The same opinion is shared by expert
H. Maksak, referring to the weaknesses of the SP 1) the unwillingness of the EU to recognize the prospect
of membership for states that have declared such ambitions; 2) the presence of political differences
in the positions of 6 partners, weak cooperation between them; 3) the unjustifiability of the multilateral format
of cooperation, which in terms of dynamics and resource content significantly inferior to the bilateral level
of cooperation with the EU [12].
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New initiatives and concepts within the framework of EP, which provide Ukraine with great
opportunities on its European integration path of development, are becoming increasingly relevant. Worthy
of attention, in our opinion, are such as: 1) “Associated Trio”; 2) “Trio Strategy 2030”; 3) “Marshal’s plan
for Ukraine”.

It should be noted that the “Associated trio” is a fairly successful format of cooperation between Ukraine,
Georgia and Moldova, which, according to the EP Index, show the most positive developments on the way
to European integration. The trio believe that official Thilisi, Kishinev and Kyiv now have every reason
to officially get the prospect of joining the EU, which should be the ultimate goal of their cooperation within
the framework of EP. Issues of greater “promotion” often remain only the subject of discussion at the level
of the EU’s political leadership.

Regarding the second initiative — “Trio Strategy 2030, we note that this is a document of the Lithuanian
delegation to the European people’s party, which sees promising the introduction of a “Trio process”
in relation to Ukraine, Georgia and Moldova like the “Berlin Process” (2014), which contributed
to the rapprochement of the countries of the Western Balkans to the EU. In 2020, the Parliamentary Assembly
adopted a resolution calling on the EU to adopt this strategy. It is a positive example of a differentiated
approach that can contribute to the deepening integration of “associate” partners with the EU.
The governments of the three countries in public communications should emphasize the introduction
of symmetrical approaches to the states of the Western Balkans and the leaders of EP.

The third initiative is the economic “Marshals plan for Ukraine”, approved in 2017 by the relevant
resolution of the European people’s party. One of its authors, Lithuanian A. Kubilius, said that over 5 years,
25 billion dollars should be invested in the Ukrainian economy. This, according to experts, would raise its
growth to 6-8% from the current 2%. In addition, the plan provides for the allocation of about 30 billion euro
for Ukraine. It is likely that the same economic assistance plans will be formed for Georgia and Moldova,
which may become a new economic tool of the strengthened “Eastern Partnership plus” [6].

According to the results of the 6th EP summit, which took place on December 15, 2021 in Brussels,
a new agenda of the initiative was fixed, which sets out such goals for the recipient countries as 1) increasing
trade, accelerating economic growth and creating jobs in the participating states, strengthening democratic
institutions and the rule of law, supporting the transition to “green” and digital technologies, as well
as supporting fair, gender-equal and inclusive societies. There is also an economic and investment plan
for 2 2.3 billion. euro and investments of more than 17 billion euro [4].

For their part, within the framework of this summit, the trio of participating countries presented a joint
statement in which they noted the following positions on further opportunities for cooperation: 1) approved
the Economic and Investment Plan; 2) expect the EU to recognize the European perspective for the trio
countries; 3) noted the importance of the common security and defence policy (CSDP) and the common
foreign and security policy (CFSP) [16].

On the one hand, Ukraine, as an associate partner of the EU, more resolutely defends its European
integration aspirations and achieves considerable results on this path, and on the other hand, instability in the
Donbas and the loss of Crimea by Ukraine for EP are new threats to which there are no unambiguous
counteractions. This creates some future uncertainty and gives grounds to theorize about the likely trajectories
of Ukraine’s cooperation in EP as a whole. In view of these circumstances, international experts presented
4 scenarios for the development of Ukraine as a member of EP [22]: 1) “quiet integration”, which does not
provide for the prospects of Ukraine’s membership in the European Union, but only Economic Cooperation,
which will certainly be beneficial to Russia; 2) “Russian hegemony”, that is, the actual return of Ukraine
to the full influence of Russia, the realization of the “imperial dream” of the latter; 3) “cooperation between
the EU and Russia”, which provides for their unification in contrast to the global leadership of China, and
Eastern European countries will turn into components of the geopolitical interests of the Russian Federation;
4)’Resolute civil society or civil impulse”, when thanks to citizens it will be possible to integrate the region
into the EU. The latter scenario is the most optimal and allows EP to become a full-fledged and independent
subject of international relations, and the participating countries, in turn, to move to the level of self-reliance,
that is, the ability to independently finance their development goals.

At the same time, it should be noted that these scenarios are rather abstract, since they do not take into
account various regional and global trends. Polish analyst P. Havlicek noted on this occasion: “trends range
from domestic political events in 6 EP to the Russian Federation and the EU, from regional and global
geopolitics to the participation of the United States and China, from security and energy issues to economic
dynamics, technological changes, demographic problems and from the information space to social problems”
and they cannot be predicted [23]. In particular, in his opinion, there is another scenario — “dark”, according
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to which the EU will be drawn into itself — experiencing a period of chaos, and will accept the status quo
of its foreign relations.

According to many scientists, the prospects for the development of EP now significantly depend
on a clear definition of the boundaries of this European project. The EU should clearly define its borders
where EP begins and only then form its long-term strategies with partner countries. Avoiding this only
changes the views of Eurosceptic people and increases criticism of the EU itself. However, it is too
heterogeneous internally and such ambitions still remain unfulfilled. In this situation, Ukraine expects gradual
integration into the CES, which will give a more concrete form to the original idea of a neighbourhood policy
with the East, which Romano Prodi described as “everything but membership” [22].

Summing up, we should focus on recommendations for improving the effectiveness
of the implementation of EP initiative, in particular in Ukraine. Thus, experts I. Ciolan and A. Paul give
the following recommendations to improve the effectiveness of the EP [19]: 1). “Soft pillar of security” —
inits future strategic compass, the EU should focus on the importance of stabilizing the eastern
neighbourhood and start a dialogue on security and defence issues, strengthen its participation in protracted
conflicts; 2). “Eastern Partnership at two speeds” — the EU should promote integration processes with the
Associated troika with the simultaneous involvement of other EP states. “Improved EU strategic
communication” — the EU should improve informing recipient countries about the achievements and benefits
of the joint venture; 4). “Increased resistance to disinformation” — official Brussels should strengthen
measures to counter online disinformation campaigns and help partner states create sustainable strategies
to combat disinformation and fake news.

Similarly, Ukrainian experts focus on such recommendations [3] 1). The EU should replace the practice
of “carrot and stick” in favour of carefully defining political goals, establishing balanced relations with EP
partner countries and giving them greater responsibility for policy implementation; 2). The principle
of “variable geometry” should be applied to EU joint venture countries, which provides for various formats
of cooperation depending on the goals set; 3). Civil society, in particular the national platforms of the EP
Civil Society Forum, should become equal participants in the implementation of reforms; 4). The next
roadmap should take into account all the shortcomings and be clearer and more ambitious.

Thus, based on the analysis, we present a table of SWOT analysis of the implementation
of the EP initiative in Ukraine:

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We can say that Ukraine’s long-term membership in EP has led to positive changes and results,
but de facto, the goals of EP are not realized due to the presence of internal and external determinants.
Ukrainian and international experts are also unanimous in the fact that the implementation of EU norms and
values in Ukraine is taking place: first, simultaneously with Russia’s opposition to this process; secondly,
in the context of growing political and economic instability, slow reforms and democratic backwardness,
corruption, etc .; third, in the conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian war in the East. These factors significantly
reduce the effectiveness of the implementation of EP initiative in Ukraine.

Thus, the effectiveness of the implementation of EP initiative in Ukraine depends on three key factors —
internal problems, regional security and the EU’s determination. Contradictory conflicts between these
factors, their interrelation and interdependence slow down the implementation of Ukraine’s declared
European integration aspirations. Consequently, the prospects for further scientific research will be to find
out the specifics of promoting reforms in the “Associated trio” format, as the countries that are the recipients
of EP initiative, which today demonstrate the most progressive dynamics in terms of ongoing reforms and
relations with the EU.

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GEORGIA’S FOREIGN POLICY UNDER THE NEW BALANCE OF POWER
IN THE SOUTH CAUCASUS AFTER THE SECOND KARABAKH WAR

The article examines the specific features of Georgia’s foreign policy in the South Caucasus.
The key interests that shape the foreign policy orientation of Thilisi (European and Euro-Atlantic
integration; liberation of the occupied territories; use of the state ’s transit potential) are determined.
The article analyzes the position of Georgia in relation to the current regional initiatives, which form
the agenda of the South Caucasian politics after the events of the Second Karabakh War. The readiness
of Georgia to play the role of a mediator in the peace process between Armenia and Azerbaijan is
emphasized — however, at the same time, the limited potential of Thilisi in this matter is pointed out.
Concerns from some of the Georgian experts about the prospects of unblocking the Armenian-Azerbaijani
border are describes, as such scenario may deprive Georgia of its exclusive role as a transit hub.
The impossibility of Georgia’s participation in the work of multilateral regional formats, which include
the Russian Federation, is explained. Also, the influence of the internal political factor on the foreign policy
of Thilisi is considered in the article. Aggravation of the confrontation between the authorities (“Georgian
Dream”) and the opposition (“United National Movement”) exacerbates the situation, threatening
the interests of the state. At the same time, the critical approach of certain Western experts to assessing
the activities of the Georgian authorities is noted, as they see signs of a deliberate undermining
of the pro-Western course from Thilisi. These fears do not affect the immutability of European and Euro-
Atlantic integration, which is being implemented by Georgia. No alternative for such course is determined
by public opinion, which demonstrates an extremely high level of support for the idea of membership
in the EU and NATO. However, a clear pro-Western orientation at the same time limits Thilisi s regional
potential. In fact, it is difficult for Georgia to find its place in the region in the context of an intensified
competition for influence between the Russian Federation and Turkey, as well as under the conditions
of decrease of Western influence in the South Caucasus.

Keywords: South Caucasus, foreign policy, Georgia, European and Euro-Atlantic integration,
Second Karabakh war, 3+3 Platform.

Formulation of the problem. Georgia is an important foreign policy partner of Ukraine. The documents
that form the foundations of the foreign and security policy of our state define the strategic level
of the Ukrainian-Georgian relations. It is based on the presence of a common problem (Russian aggression
and occupation), as well as the commitment of Kyiv and Thilisi to a common geopolitical orientation
(a course towards achieving membership in the European Union and NATO). Partnership with Thilisi
remains an important element for the Black Sea and Caucasian policy of Ukraine, as well
as for the intensification of transcontinental ties, access to Asian and Middle Eastern markets. However,
the development of Ukrainian-Georgian relations requires an expert assessment of the main components
of Georgian foreign policy. This is especially true for its regional dimension.

An urgent task is to define the role of Georgia in the South Caucasus. This makes it possible to assess
the potential of Thilisi as a so-called “door” to the region for Ukraine. At the same time, the recent changes
in the regional balance of power caused by the results of the Second Karabakh War require close attention
to the South Caucasian problems in general. An assessment of the region’s prospects is of great importance
in the context of the Ukrainian-Russian confrontation (taking into account the interest of the Russian Federation
in maintaining its hegemony in the South Caucasus). Characterization of the regional position of Georgia is
becoming an important element in the study of the South Caucasus and the prospects for the implementation
of promising projects (transport corridors, multistate regional formats) within its borders.

The purpose of the article is to determine the main characteristic features of Georgian foreign policy,
formed by the current geopolitical balance of power and the state of the regional environment in the South
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Caucasus, understanding Georgia’s national interests and the domestic political agenda. At the same time,
the study focuses on the impact of the new status quo in the South Caucasus after Azerbaijan’s victory
in the Second Karabakh War on Georgia’s regional positioning. The assessment of Thbilisi’s position
regarding current regional processes (for example, the issues of the Armenia-Azerbaijan peace process and
the potential unblocking of transport routes) forms a specific part of the general problematics, which is still
not well represented in comprehensive studies of Georgia’s foreign policy.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The topic of the research is being studied in the works
of many experts. However, given the rapidly changing regional situation in the South Caucasus, some of them
are already significantly outdated. Modern tendencies and transformations of Thilisi’s regional policy were
reflected primarily in the works of Georgian researchers — such as G. Vasadze [2], Z. Anjaparidze [8],
V. Unanyants [6; 7]. Also, A. Gegeshidze and T. de Waal addressed certain aspects of this topic in the context
of regional processes [11]. A. Ayvazyan tried to characterize the conceptual foundations of Georgian foreign
policy on the eve of the Second Karabakh War [1]. It is worth mentioning the articles by B. Hodges [13],
J. Kelly and D. Kramer [14], in which American experts assess the current trends in Georgian politics,
expressing fears about the hidden sabotage of the pro-Western course by the authorities in Thilisi.

Main material presentation. The foreign policy of Georgia in general remained unchanged for many
years. It is formed by the geopolitical orientation of the state and the presence of urgent threats to its security
and territorial integrity. The key interests of Georgia in the foreign policy area remain: completion
of the processes of European and Euro-Atlantic integration; restoration of territorial integrity (de-occupation
of Tskhinvali Region and Abkhazia); maximum use of the regional balance of power in the South Caucasus
in one’s own interests (transit potential in the implementation of regional transport links).

Georgia adheres to a good-neighborly approach in its policy towards neighbors in the region. However, it
does not always find an appropriate response from partners. In general, the Georgian-Azerbaijani partnership
remains fruitful and mutually beneficial. In the conditions of the blockade of the Armenia-Azerbaijan border,
Georgia remains the most important route for ensuring the export of Azerbaijan’s energy resources and the
development of transport links with Turkey. Relations between Thilisi and Baku are somewhat clouded by
territorial disputes over border demarcation (the situation is complicated by the presence of religious sites
in these areas). However, the actualization of this issue lately has only internal reasons for Thilisi. On the eve
of the 2020 parliamentary elections, the Georgian authorities tried to use it to compromise the opposition,
promoting a narrative about “treason” by M. Saakashvili’s team, which made unreasonable territorial
concessions to a neighbor [5]. The situation does not have a significant impact on the real nature of Georgian-
Azerbaijani cooperation. At the same time, Georgia’s relations with Armenia remain ambiguous.
Communication between Armenia and the Russian Federation is carried out through the Georgian territory.
However, Georgia’s role as a “transport window” for Armenia does not lead to trust in interstate relations. For
a long time, they were undermined by the problem of Armenian separatism in Javakheti. During active
hostilities between Armenia and Azerbaijan in 2020, Thilisi adhered to neutrality, closing its territory for the
transit of military cargo to the parties to the conflict. However, this approach as a whole was rather beneficial
for Azerbaijan, complicating military supplies to Armenia, which was blocked from almost all sides.

An active conflict between the states of the region is not beneficial to Thilisi. It threatens the stability
of the South Caucasus and creates preconditions for strengthening Russian influence in the region. Opposing
such a scenario, Georgia is ready to assume the role of mediator in the settlement of the Armenia-Azerbaijan
conflict. The Prime Minister of Georgia I. Garibashvili made a proposal on the anniversary of the start
of the Second Karabakh War to create a platform in Thilisi for negotiations between Baku and Yerevan.
Georgia refers to the successful experience — in June 2021 through its mediation it was possible to organize
an exchange of Armenian citizens detained in Azerbaijan for maps of minefields left by Armenian forces
in the liberated territories of Karabakh [15]. Georgia is interested in resolving the conflict and stabilizing
the situation along its southern borders. Also, Thilisi does not have excessive global ambitions that would
affect its mediating position. However, the lack of influence weakens Georgia’s ability to secure a real peace
process. It is extremely doubtful that the Georgian initiative will be successful, given Russia’s course towards
de facto “privatization” of the Armenia-Azerbaijan peace process.

In matters of regional policy Georgia takes a moderate position. It is an important participant
in the development of the transport corridor between Azerbaijan and Turkey (the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil
pipeline, the Baku-Thilisi-Erzurum gas pipeline, the Baku-Thilisi-Kars railway). However, in the trilateral
partnership it mainly plays the role of a transit state, not being an equal partner in terms of financing
the implementation of these projects. At the same time, it is making good use of its strategic position
in the absence of an alternative transport route within the East-West corridor. This is reflected in the tariff
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policy regarding the transit of goods, where Georgia’s approach sometimes displeases partners. Overall, it
can be argued that Thilisi has benefited from blocking the Armenia-Azerbaijan border. As a result, not only
the transport corridor from Azerbaijan to Turkey runs through the Georgian territory, but also the only road
from Russia to Armenia. The transport dependence of the parties on Georgia strengthened its geopolitical
position. It is an important achievement in conditions when the absence of significant reserves of natural
resources and the presence of a conflict with the Russian Federation threatens its regional status [9].

Georgia verbally welcomes the idea of unblocking transport routes in the South Caucasus. However,
in the matter of the practical implementation of such initiatives, Thilisi takes a restrained position. It is widely
believed that the potential functioning of the Zangezur Corridor will weaken the Georgian position
in the South Caucasus, undermining its potential as a transit hub in regional transport (both between
Azerbaijan and Turkey and between Russia and Armenia) [8].

One cannot deny the historical significance of Thilisi for the South Caucasus as a cultural and educational
center of the region. It defines the role of Georgia as a unifier of the regional space — the main source
of Caucasian identity. Thilisi verbally supports the idea of a multilateral regional format designed to solve
problematic aspects of interstate relations and ensure the establishment of stable cooperation between
the states of the South Caucasus. Georgia’s position on this issue is important in the context
of the actualization of the discussion around the Turkish initiative on the 3+3 Platform (proposed format with
participation of Armenia, Azerbaijan. Georgia, Iran, Russia and Turkey). The potential consent of Thilisi
to join this project could turn the existing foundation in the form of the Azerbaijani-Turkish alliance into
a real multilateral platform for dialogue, at the same time refuting fears about the anti-Armenian ideology
of the bloc. Initially, the President of Georgia S. Zourabichvili positively assessed the Turkish initiative
regarding the Caucasus “Platform of Six”, designed to create a platform for dialogue between regional
players. According to her, “... to bring all peoples together was and is the historical role of Georgia.
Therefore, I am deeply convinced that we cannot stand aside and be passive with regard to the “Caucasian
platform” ...” [6]. However, the Georgian Foreign Ministry quickly clarified the official position of the state.
Georgia is pinning its hopes exclusively on work in the narrow, trilateral format of the South Caucasian states.
Thilisi is not ready to participate in broader regional projects. The main reason for this remains the occupation
of 20% of the Georgian territories by the Russian Federation. Under these conditions, Thilisi cannot work
in the joint diplomatic platform with Moscow [3]. Also, Georgia is taking into account the position of its
Western partners. The creation of the 3+3 Platform means the final fixation of the removal of the West from
the South Caucasus. According to K. Gogolashvili, an expert at the Georgian Foundation for Strategic and
International Studies, Thilisi should not agree to the removal of the United States and Europe from regional
issues, because only these players are able to protect its interests [6]. Georgia is not interested in closing
the South Caucasus to Western influence — this puts it at a disadvantage. Thus, in practice, the participation
of Thilisi in the work of the Platform is currently excluded. As a result, it became the only state that has
already de facto rejected the Turkish proposal.

It is difficult for Georgia to find its place in the current balance of power in the region. At the moment,
two camps have been formed in the South Caucasus. On the one hand, Turkey and Azerbaijan formalized
their union by signing the Shusha Declaration on June 15, 2021. On the other hand, Russia continues
to increase its influence on Armenia, essentially depriving it of its real sovereignty. According to the head
of regional programs of the Georgian Strategic Analysis Center G. Vasadze, in these conditions there is
simply no place for Thilisi in regional formats of relations [2].

The emphasis on the implementation of the European and Euro-Atlantic integration policy contributes
to a kind of Georgia’s departure from regional self-identification in favor of strengthening relations with
the states of Eastern Europe that have similar ambitions (Ukraine, Moldova). This approach was formalized
in 2021 in the form of the “Association Trio” format. Also, Georgian experts are considering options
for strengthening security policy through the development of regional partnership in the Baltic-Black Sea
region — with Ukraine, Lithuania and Poland [2]. Thus, the regional policy of Georgia is actually subordinate
to its global positioning, based on a consistent orientation towards the West.

There is no alternative to the implementation of a pro-Western political course for Georgia. It is clearly
visible from broad public support for this direction of foreign policy. A consolidated position regarding
the European future of the state has been formed in Georgian society. According to sociological research,
since 2012 the level of support for EU membership has not dropped below 61% (in August 2015).
In December 2020, it reached 80%. There is also a consensus on NATO membership. The lowest level
of support for the ideas of Euro-Atlantic integration for the same period was in November 2016, and also
amounted to 61%. At the end of 2020, 74% of Georgian citizens supported the idea of membership
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in the Alliance [16].

The Russian threat remains an important factor determining the popularity of the pro-Western foreign
policy course in Georgian society. The key challenge to the security of Georgia is the occupation of a part
of the territories (Abkhazia, Tskhinvali Region) by the Russian Federation. The issue of the territorial
integrity of the state remains one of the priorities for the Georgian society. There could be no compromises
on it for the majority of population. The Georgian authorities continue to declare the invariability of their
position regarding territorial integrity at the diplomatic level. A new elite has formed in Georgia. It is
completely oriented towards the West and clearly defines the Russian Federation as an aggressor state [2].
This is confirmed by the low electoral support of political forces promoting the clear pro-Russian agenda (for
example, the “Democratic Movement — United Georgia” party of N. Burjanadze). Part of society retains
extreme antagonism towards Russia due to the Russian occupation of Georgian territories. It is illustrated
by mass demonstrations (for example, the protests on June 20, 2019 against the presence of State Duma
deputy S. Gavrilov in the building of the Georgian parliament) [1, p. 88].

At the same time, the last decade has seen a gradual de-escalation of the confrontation caused
by the coming of moderate politicians to power in Georgia (whom the opposition accuses of having ties with
the Russian Federation). Thilisi does not have the potential to resolve the issue of restoring territorial integrity
by force. Also, Georgian opportunities to respond to Russian provocations (the phenomenon of “creeping
occupation”) are limited. As a result, it can be stated that for the current Georgian authorities, the issue of de-
occupation de facto fades into the background. In practice, the focus in state policy is made on strengthening
the capacity of Georgia and implementation of the integration ambitions in a “limited” form (without full
control of the state’s territories).

At the same time, fears are expressed that the ruling forces in Georgia — the “Georgian Dream” party —
are deliberately implementing a policy aimed at covertly blocking the integration ambitions of the state. First
of all, it is about reducing foreign investment flows and undermining relations with the West. According
to B. Hodges, the government’s position on the construction of a deep-sea port in Anaklia raises questions.
Implementation of this project should significantly increase the transit potential of Georgia and strengthen its
position in the region. Despite the fact that in words the project enjoys the full support of the authorities,
some analysts argue that the delay in its implementation is caused by Tbilisi’s unwillingness to irritate
Moscow. The Georgian authorities also tried to block the sale of the Georgian company “Caucasus Online”
(an operator of an optical cable running along the bottom of the Black Sea) to Azerbaijan. In 2020 special
amendments were made to the legislation, which complicate the execution of the deal. In both cases, we are
talking about slowing down the implementation of projects that strengthen Georgia’s ties with other states —
and thus contradict the interests of Russia [13]. The West’s relations with Georgia are also undermined
by the conservative positions of the Georgian leadership, for example, on the rights of sexual minorities.
The beating of the participants of the LGBT march in Thilisi in early July 2021 caused a negative reaction
from the American embassy, provoking a confrontation with Prime Minister I. Garibashvili [14].

The internal political balance of power in Georgia has a significant impact on the foreign policy potential
of Thilisi. It is characterized by a confrontation between two key political poles — the ruling “Georgian
Dream” party of B. Ivanishvili and supporters of the former President of Georgia M. Saakashvili, united
in the “United National Movement” party [11] (“dreamers” against “mishists”). The former came to power
on the wave of dissatisfaction with Saakashvili’s policies in 2012, and continues to hold the lead. However,
the absence of real qualitative changes in the development of the state — contrary to loud promises —
contributes to the disappointment of a part of the electorate. At the same time, Saakashvili remains a toxic
politician for a significant part of the Georgian population. His attempts to return to active political activities
are causing an extremely ambiguous reaction. Due to internal disagreements, several influential figures
who advocated reducing Saakashvili’s influence in the party (D. Bakradze, G. Ugulava) broke away from
the UNM in 2017.

In general, “Georgian Dream” manages to retain the leadership in the political life of Georgia. The last
elections in the state brought her success. In 2018, the “dreamers” managed to secure victory
in the presidential race for the formally independent candidate S. Zourabichvili, who enjoyed their full
support [4]. In the 2020 parliamentary elections, “Georgian Dream” also celebrated its victory. However, it
should be borne in mind that the parliamentary successes of the party in the last elections are primarily due
to the total domination in single-mandate districts. At first, in 2012, “dreamers” received only 41
out of 73 mandates from them, while 32 mandates went to their opponents from the UNM [17, p. 60]. But
then the situation changed dramatically. In 2016, “Georgian Dream” won elections in 71 of 73 single-mandate
districts [18]. In 2020, it achieved victory in all 30 single-mandate districts (their total number was reduced
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at the insistence of the opposition) [10]. The very nature of the electoral process according to this scheme
leaves wide space for subtle manipulations and machinations, when state resources are used to support
a candidate from the ruling party. Overhauling the Georgian electoral system in favor of eliminating single-
mandate districts could change the balance of power.

The last important battleground for the Georgian authorities and the opposition was the local elections
scheduled for October 2, 2021, which were intended to resolve the internal political crisis. On April 19,
a preliminary agreement was signed on possible early parliamentary elections through the mediation
of the president of the European Council C. Michel. According to its terms, if the opposition succeeds
in the local elections, “Georgian Dream” agreed with the need to re-elect the parliament in 2022. In order
to avoid such a scenario, lvanishvili’s party must gain at least 43% of the vote. However, at the end of July,
it refused to comply with the terms of the agreement. The chairman of the “Georgian Dream” 1. Kobakhidze
said that the party does not deny the possibility of re-elections. However, it is ready to do this not
as a fulfillment of an obligation, but solely as an act of goodwill ... if from the actions of opposition political
parties we will see that our political system is ripe for effective coalition government and such a regime will
not harm its interests” [7]. At the same time, the non-signing of the agreement by the radical opposition and
Europe’s inability to influence it were named as the reasons for the cancellation of the previous agreements.
This approach of the Georgian authorities has sharpened the criticism of the West against them.

The election results showed that “Georgian Dream” secures a confident leadership in the state. It gained
more than 46% of the vote, and also won the mayoral elections in almost all cities of Georgia [12]. However,
this does not mean the end of the internal crisis in the state. The return of Saakashvili to Georgia on the eve
of the elections and his detention becomes a new reason for the intensification of the political struggle.
The “Saakashvili factor” was unable to influence the electoral process. However, mass demonstrations
organized by the opposition in support of the politician show that it can be used. At the same time, it plays
arole not only for the domestic political agenda, but also for the Georgia’s foreign policy. Saakashvili is
becoming a kind of “banner” or “symbol”. The criminal case against him is presented as an example
of political repression, on the basis of which the opposition is trying to discredit the Georgian authorities
in the eyes of its Western partners. The fact that he still has a high reputation in the West complicates
the situation for the “Georgian Dream”, whose representatives have taken a fundamentally tough stance
towards their political opponent.

Conclusions. Analysis of the regional policy of Georgia shows a certain limited potential of Thilisi
in the South Caucasus. Georgia views the development of good-neighborly relations with the states
of the region as an important area of foreign policy designed to ensure the most beneficial use of its
geopolitical position. However, the key direction of Georgian foreign policy remains the implementation
of the course towards achieving membership in the EU and NATO. It is extremely difficult for Georgia to
find a place in the new regional environment, which is characterized by a competitive struggle between
external players (Russia, Turkey) and a decrease in the influence of the West. Thilisi cannot get involved
in the development of new initiatives and projects identified after the end of the Second Karabakh War.
Participation in the 3+3 Platform is impossible for Georgia because of the conflict with the Russian
Federation, and the unblocking of transport links in the region rather worsens its geopolitical position.

The situation for Thilisi is complicated by the internal political crisis, which affects relations with
partners. Some controversial decisions of the Georgian authorities negatively affect the state’s foreign policy
positions, undermining its relations with Western partners. One of them remains the criminal prosecution
of the former President of Georgia M. Saakashvili. It must be taken into account in the development
of Ukrainian-Georgian relations. Despite the intensification of cooperation within the framework
of the “Association Trio” format, Kyiv and Tbilisi are still far from achieving a real strategic partnership.
At the same time, the softened position of the Georgian authorities in relation to the Russian Federation,
as well as the limited potential of Georgia in the South Caucasus, raise concerns about its prospects. Georgia
remains Ukraine’s companion on its way to the EU and NATO. However, in the Caucasus, it should
not be viewed as an exclusive, priority partner of our state.

Propaganda is one of the defining components of Russia’s security policy. In order to understand
the intentions and specific goals of propaganda, it is important to identify the thematic structure
of propaganda messages.

The study is devoted to the analysis of the thematic structure of analytical reports on the website
of the RF network of information channels RT in a certain period of Russia’s hybrid warfare against
Ukraine (namely, from September 2018 to April 2020). Thematic modeling based on STM model makes
the research methodological basis.

The results of the study have made it possible to identify at least 12 hidden topics that do not intersect
in content and are easy to be interpreted unambiguously and clearly. For each of them the list of the most
probable topics outlining words is defined. The range of topics covers both exclusively domestic issues,
problems, and Ukraine’s relations with Russia and its western neighbors.

The most frequently used methods of presenting thematic material have been singled out, specifically,
the use of "long-playing record", "linking" topics to specific events or the context of individual messages /
set of messages, updating old messages in a new context, etc. The analysis has enabled to identify
a thematic network of topics that appear in one document, or documents close in time, thus increasing
the overall impact on the audience. The same effect is achieved through the alternate use of mono-topic
and multi-topic documents. The analysis of propaganda messages in the time-thematic dimension is also
important. It is shown that in the researched period in terms of content and goals of propaganda
two periods are clearly distinguished, i.e., the period of P. Poroshenko ’s Presidency and the period
of V. Zelensky ’s Presidency, each can also be divided into two subperiods with their characteristic
messages. However, despite their differences, the thematic constant remains, that is the discrediting
of politicians, experts, the country’s Armed Forces, and the imposition of a one-sided pro-Russian
worldview on the target audience.
