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Korshuk R. M., Petrenko I. 1., Saltovskyi O. 1., Fedorchenko V. M. The issue of geopolitical allies of
Ukraine in the domestic political thought of the first half of the 20th century

The article is devoted to the analysis of the coverage of the issue of finding geopolitical partners and
allies of Ukraine in the geopolitical teachings of Ukrainian thinkers of the first half of the 20th century. The
problems of determining foreign policy priorities and Ukraine ’s participation in international alliances in
recent decades, the search for reliable partners, foremost in the security sphere, are outlined. It is
emphasized that the Revolution of Dignity and Russian aggression crystallized the geopolitical priorities of
Ukraine — the course for European and Euro-Atlantic integration was returned to the country’s
Constitution, and the Russian geopolitical threat became a fact of the collective consciousness of Ukrainian
society. It is noted that the theoretical work of Ukrainian political theorists of the first half of the 20th
century has not lost its relevance in our time. Furthermore, it is noted that in the interwar period, the Black
Sea region was the geographical space that aroused the greatest interest of Ukrainian geopoliticians and
which they considered decisive for the future of the Ukrainian state. In their opinion, the fact that Ukraine
is historically a part of the Black Sea-Mediterranean communication space, and also ensured the trade
relations of this region with the Baltic States, determines the area of search for partners and allies.
However, not only countries located in the region are among Ukraine’s potential allies, but also states that
have significant geopolitical and economic interests there. The attitude of theorists of Ukrainian geopolitics
to the idea of the Baltic-Pontic Federation and the list of countries that can join it is analyzed. The
Ukrainian thinkers’ understanding of the peculiarities of the attitude towards the idea of the union of the
countries of Eastern Europe and the creation of the Ukrainian national state within its ethnographic
boundaries of the main geopolitical subjects of Europe — Great Britain, France, Germany, Italy and Soviet
Russia — is revealed. The significance of the interaction of the Ukrainian state with Poland and Romania is
emphasized. It is emphasized that the ideas of Ukrainian geopoliticians of the first half of the 20th century
have not lost their relevance and require further study and understanding.

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Lendel M. O. Modern approaches towards research of the cross-border cooperation in Europe

The effect of the "storm of the system", which began on a global scale and in particular in Europe
after the deployment of the process of closing borders under the influence of the COVID 19 pandemic and
reaches its peak under the influence of the crisis of the world order, provoked by the aggressive actions
and global blackmail of the Russian Federation, dictates the need to quickly systematize the concepts
proposed by researchers, which effectively describe the new situations and practices that have arisen
at the borders of the European Union (hereinafter — the EU) and within the community during the last three
years. Therefore, the purpose of the study is to systematize modern theoretical approaches to the analysis
0 cross-border cooperation in Europe, which were formed under the influence of new global and regional
systemic challenges that destroyed the existing order of international cooperation, including cross-border
cooperation.

At the present stage, the concept of "border" is used in classical interpretations formed during
the 20th century, at the same time, interacting with the categories "borderland", "border zone", which
received new meanings under the influence of radical changes in the economic, socio-political, cultural and
security landscape of Europe The multiplicity of theoretical and practical challenges that arise in the
practice of border functioning, and, therefore, the need to generalize them led to the formation of a new
scientific direction, namely "border research”.

As of now, border research can be divided very tentatively into two groups: the first, in which
traditional methodology is used, which is based on historical, legal and geographical approaches,
research on the political and administrative status of the territories that interact, their socio-economic
analysis, the influence of the EU on these processes and those where the authors doubt whether in modern
conditions of international instability it is possible to use old tools for studying and designing cross-border
cooperation.

Further applied studies of cross-border interactions in the Central European region require the
involvement of the latest theoretical and methodological tools, which, in turn, change under the influence
of the latest changes in international relations, including the emergence of new influential actors
of interaction on the European periphery.

If we generalize the various approaches used to develop a methodology for researching the levels
of cross-border cooperation, then there is reason to conclude that, given the research task, the socio-
economic, socio-cultural, and sociological approaches are the most used.

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Natalina N. O. The subjectlessness of the empires’ lifecycle and the prospects of the modern world
order

The article reviews the lifecycle models of 15 key imperial centres over the past 800 years to highlight
general evolution trends and extrapolate them to the prospects of Putin’s Russia after the start of the full-
scale war in Ukraine. The analysis of past and present empires as complex non-linear systems allows the
author to conclude that their paths are not rather the result of decisions and actions of individual actors
(leaders, elites or macro-groups) but a subjectless sequence of cycles of prosperity and decline, which are
interrupted by short periods of chaotic behaviour.

The lifecycle models of most of the considered empires have virtually the same trajectory:
from the formation and consolidation of the imperial centre, the conquest of internal territories and active
external expansion to the period of maximum power (prosperity) followed by internal destabilisation,
competition with other imperial players and collapse. The imperial centres of Russia and China can be
considered as a case study, as they have undergone several evolutionary waves, with periods of short
(from a historical perspective) disintegration followed by the restoration of the imperial lifecycle.
Currently, the autocratic nature of the regimes in these states does not burden their rulers with the need
to consider public opinion and allows them to direct state resources towards external expansion.
The author concludes that the military aggression against Ukraine (since 2014) has started another crisis
phase of Russia’s lifecycle, which the Kremlin leadership mistakenly perceives as a period of imperial
flourishing. The current state of the world order, also evolving within the framework of subjectles
evolutionary cycles, is characterised by decentralisation, polycentricity of power, and multilevel
interrelationships between key actors. Challenging this new world, the Kremlin regime is trying to act
through hard power, typical of previous stages in the evolution of the imperial systems. At the same time,
the overall course of the war in Ukraine demonstrates that the rigidly hierarchical Russian autocratic
empire is the relict in today ’s decentralised world. And it is losing to a network society that is able
to mobilise resources much faster and more effectively and is much more motivated to victory.

The article determines key characteristics of a “hromada” as a key element of local self-government. It
describes main concepts and categories that are mentioned in the course of decentralization reform
implementation and introduction of changes to the structure of local self-government. The article describes
the legislation that regulates the operation of hromadas (communities) and establishment of territorial
hromadas (communities) in the context of decentralization. While analyzing the legislation, special
attention was paid to differentiation such terms as “hromada” and “territorial hromada”. The study
analyzes historical preconditions as it has been so historically formed in Ukraine that a hromada
(community) was the basic territorial unit, which, having its own governing bodies, has performed a
number of important functions. It has been determined that there are many different opinions as to the types
of communities and their functions. While analyzing the rights and obligations of hromadas (communities)
of a territorial hromada (community), the following spheres were selected: social, economic, cultural-
spiritual, political, judicial and defense. It has been proven that a territorial hromada, as a subject
regulating the socio-economic development of a territory, is vested with function, which generally coincide
with the power and functions of local self-government. The authors states that in the course of the
decentralization reform, it was impossible to establish territorial hromadas (communities) on the occupied
territories of the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts (since 2014), thus military-civil administrations were
established on these territories. In addition, it has also been analyzed that since the beginning of a full-
scale intervention on the russian federation on February 24, 2022, part of territorial hromadas
(communities) in Ukraine are defined as territories that are temporarily occupied; territoriesthat are
surrounded (blocked); territories where active hostilities are ongoing.

Ostapets Yu. O., Ostapets I. Yu. Features of formation of party systems of Tropical Africa countries

The peculiarities of party building in the countries of Tropical (Sub-Saharan, Black) Africa are characterized.
It is emphasized that party building takes place within the framework of a non-Western type of political
process. The main features of the political process for the countries of Tropical Africa are highlighted:

1) a specific way of organizing power, which combines the principles and institutions of old (traditional,
colonial) and new forms of autocracy and democracy; 2) the institution of elections is the only full-fledged
democratic institution in Africa, although the procedures for their holding are constantly violated;

3) a long stay in power of one party and the constancy of political leaders; 4) presidential-parliamentary
form of government, which is essentially presidential; 5) lack of stabilizing rational bureaucracy;

6) significant (sometimes dominant) influence of the army on the political process; 7) underdevelopment

of civil society; 8) weakness of political parties, their clan nature, evolution towards the regime of personal
power, populist strategies of their activities; 9) tribalism; 10) hybrid political regime.

The main periods of the development of political parties in the countries of Tropical Africa are
distinguished and studied: the first: between the First and Second World Wars (the birth of political
parties); the second: 1945-1970 (formation of multi-party system); the third: the 80s of the XX century.
(dominance of one-party systems); the fourth: starting from the 1990s, the main characteristic of which is
the transition to multipartyism.
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The main characteristics of political parties in Tropical Africa are studied: the impossibility
of determining the number of parties; weakness of the organizational structure; narrowed program and
ideological spectrum of parties; great typological diversity. A typology of political parties is proposed:
1) Traditional parties of the local elite; 2) Customer batches; 3) Class mass parties; 4) Pluralist mass
parties; 5) Nationalist parties; 6) Mono-ethnic parties; 7) Polyethnic (congress) parties (union, coalition
of ethnic parties); 8) Religious parties; 9) Fundamentalist parties and neo-totalitarian religious parties;
10) Electoral parties; 11) Personalist parties; 12) Parties-movements; 13) Parties of "new politics"/ one or
two topical issues.

Conclusions are made regarding the peculiarities of the functioning of political parties in the countries
of Tropical Africa in the conditions of democratic transit, as a rule, this is a hybrid political regime.

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Polovyi M. A., Tarasiuk V. O. The concept of a political process density and the possibility of its use
in modeling political crises

The article is devoted to the presentation of the author ’s concept of a density of political process and
the explanation of some possible ways of its use to model the dynamics of modern political processes
in the digital era. A system of indicators suitable for qualitative and quantitative measurement of the state
of the political process is proposed, including the density of social relations, the share of political interactions
in the total mass of social interactions, the number of translators of a political text, the translation of a political
text and the relative number of political translators, the average density or "integrity" of political actors,
the level of political responsibility of political actors. The definition of the indicators is proposed, and the
peculiarities of their interrelationships are substantiated. It is substantiated that the central concept
of the entire system of concepts is the notion of political volume, which is a multidimensional space limited
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by the borders of some state and political relations within it. It is substantiated that if the number of political
subjects increases and the aggregate political responsibility remains at the previous level, the share
of political responsibility of each of these subjects decreases. That is, the more political actors within
a certain scope of political life, the less political responsibility of an individual actor. The fundamental
possibility of using the proposed system of concepts to build a model of the political process to predict
the onset of a political crisis is demonstrated. It was determined that at a moment of a political crisis would
be a sharp increase in the number of political translators aimed at the state and state policy, that is, there is
a sharp increase in the density of politics. And this sharp increase in the density of politics, in conditions
of simultaneous increase in the number of actors, an increase in their level of irresponsibility and a great
simplification of a content of political discourse, can serve as an indicator of the onset of a political crisis.
The possibility of applying this system of concepts to model the dynamics of the political regime within
the continuum "authoritarianism — democracy" is also demonstrated. It was determined that the quantitative
assessment of the dynamics of politics’ density can be used as an indicator of the movement of the political
regime towards democracy or, on the contrary, authoritarianism. An indicator of the movement of a regime
towards democracy will be an increase in the density of politics, and evidence of a movement towards
authoritarianism will be a "thinning of the political atmosphere" —that is, a decrease in the density of politics.
According to our proposed model, an authoritarian regime is characterized by less density of politics than
a democratic regime.

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POLICING CIVIL DISORDER IN PANDEMIC-DRIVEN BULGARIA

The coronavirus pandemic and numerous restrictions introduced have fostered numerous gatherings
and protest actions. Citizens expressed dissatisfaction with the restriction of their rights and freedoms,
while at the same time demanding a solution to the problems that took place before the pandemic occurred.
In Bulgaria, the problems included corruption, dissatisfaction with the government, and the failure to
respect the independence of the judiciary. For this reason, from July 9, 2020 to April 16, 2021 there were
protests of citizens who demanded, among others, changes and resignation of the government. The analysis
will provide answers to two research questions: what actions did the protesters take between July 2020 and
April 20217 How did the security services deal with civil disorder during the protests? The main research
problem relates to the impact of repression on mobilization or demobilization and the use of violent actions
by protesters. By delving into actions, the study will differentiate between violent and peaceful actions.

In turn, by evaluating the security services’ actions, the study will differentiate between repressive and

non-repressive protest policing. The method used in this study is the qualitative source analysis. It draws

on the technique of content analysis of specifically media coverage of the activities of the police and protest

participants during the indicated period. The analysis rests on the reports that appeared on the most

important websites and Internet portals reporting on the course of the protests. Based on the analysis,

it was found that the main demands and goals remained unchanged, the actions taken by the protesters

included many types of violent and peaceful activities. On the side of the security services, a division was

also made into repressive and non-repressive activities. The protests ended naturally with the end

of the government’s term. Repressions had no impact on mobilisation and fuelled violent protests.

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Introduction

The emergence of the pandemic and the introduction of numerous restrictions have been conducive to
limit the rights and freedoms of citizens. It has also contributed to accelerating the process of erosion of the
rule of law and the application of a militant democracy rule [1], which began to be very visible after the 2008
financial crisis in all European Union (EU) Member States [2]. The category militant democracy had already
been used by Karl Loewenstein, who sought the reasons for the defeat of the Weimar Republic in the clash
with Nazism [3]. The current crises have only confirmed that there is still a process in which parliament [4]
and the judiciary are equipped with legal means to restrict individual democratic freedoms in order to defend
democracy, and thus their survival, against those who are considered its internal but also external enemies
[5]. However, nowadays there is more talk of neo-militant democracy or quasi-militant democracy. Many
works discussed this topic in the context of contentious politics i.e. M. Skrzypek [6], R. Backer [7], J. Rak
[8], K. Rezmer-Ptotka [9] and others. Importantly, as a result of the introduced restrictions peculiar to quasi-
militant democracy, there were a huge number of protests and gatherings of citizens opposing the restrictions
imposed by governments. Assemblies often took place during a period when they were temporarily banned
or could only be held to a very limited extent [10, 11]. The outbreak of the pandemic has caused public
attention to focus primarily on health and safety issues. Over time, when the restrictions were loosened and
introduced periodically, problems that were previously described as the most important recurred.

In Bulgaria, corruption was one of the key problems immediately before the outbreak the pandemic
afterwards. In indexes relating to the level of corruption, it ranks very high and exceeds the average indicators
for Europe [12]. In 2019, at the beginning of the coronavirus pandemic, the average for the world was
43 points out of 100. In used scale of 100 points means a state that is practically free from corruption
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and 0 is the highest corruption rate. Bulgaria scored 74 points, ahead of Hungary and Romania, among
others [13]. The judicial system is also not free from corruption, as indicated by EU reports [14]. This means
that Bulgaria will remain high in the rankings on corruption as long as it does not deal with the restoration
of the independence of the judiciary. Restoring the transparency and independence of the courts is very
important because it guarantees respect for the democratic rights and freedoms of citizens. In the case where
both the political elites and the most important democratic institutions are corrupt in Bulgaria, can talk about
the process of democracy backsliding.

Researchers point to a high level of corruption in Bulgaria but the scale of the corruption is difficult
to estimate, which is why O’Brennan uses the term ‘shadow power’ for determining the power
of oligarchs [15]. Ana Krasteva for example claims that Bulgarian populism is a typical example of post-
communist East European populism, to a very large extent imitates it, while “extremism is not a spontaneous
internal attitude but is a learned political game” [16]. This might confirm that the populist political discourse
is used for the purpose, as is pursuing the interests of the governing and oligarchic groups.

John O’ Brennan claims that the mechanisms by which oligarchs exercise power over the state have
never been fully discovered. By contrast, the media, which usually allows the disclosure of what it described
as ‘shadow power’, are also heavily subordinated to the oligarchic class [17]. This article takes the definition
of distinction between corrupt forms of governance for Stefan Antonov who points out that ,,One main
distinction between corrupt forms of governance and the <<rule of oligarchy>> is that only organizations
considered being a part of the coalition between the oligarchy and the political elite are able to arrange tailored
legislation” [18]. Here, as an example, we can recall the reluctance of the media, and the unification of
oligarchy against Boiko Borisov (who has been Prime Minister of Bulgaria since May 2017), at a time when
he and his political party began to aspire to play a greater role in the economy, as Antonov also mentioned
in his paper [19]. Despite the lack of clear evidence of manipulation by oligarchs and incitement to anti-
government protests at that time, it is difficult not to see that the actions of the then government were not
in the interest of oligarchic groups.

The main research problem relates to the impact of repression on mobilization or demobilization
and the use of violent actions by protesters. For this reason, the purpose of the study is to analyze the activity
of protesters and the actions taken by the security services during protests in Bulgaria from July 9, 2020
to April 16, 2021.

Background and Methodology

According to Jennifer Earl ,,The repression of social movements refers to attempts by individuals,
groups, or state actors (e.g., militaries, national police, and local police) to control, constrain, or prevent
protest” [20]. When these attempts are made in an unjustified way, with high frequency they can lead
to an intensification of the activity of these movements. Numerous studies on repression indicate that
the escalation of repression of protest can trigger radicalization and impact negatively on civil liberties [21].
As a result, observations of the processes of repression and radicalization reveal the existing interactions
between contentious politics and the erosion of the rule of law mentioned in the introduction [22].

However, it is possible to maintain peace and order during protests thanks to proper identification
of de-escalating interactions. According to Anne Nassauer, it consists of:

— focusing on communication and on effective police management;

— respecting territorial boundaries;

— avoiding escalation signs;

— recognizing the emotional dynamics for violent outbreaks [23].

In this way, instead of excessive repression, the peaceful nature of the assemblies can be maintained.
The security services prevent instead of reacting and additionally lead to an escalation of moods. This is
important because, as the researchers show, the use of repression is an ineffective deterrent for protesters.
In addition, it often leads to the use of violent actions by protesters who have to use other means to make
their concerns heard [24]. Christian Gobel also noted from the example of China that repression is closely
correlated both with the cost of concessions for local governments and protest intensity [25].

In Code of Ethics for Officials of the Ministry of the Interior with Police Functions was created
in Bulgaria in connection with the Co-operation programme to strengthen the rule of law. Part V stipulates
that the police may use of force:

,,84. The police shall not abuse the rights given to it by the law to use physical power, auxiliary
devices and weapons. The police shall use physical power, auxiliary devices or weapons only
in cases, provided by the law, in case of unavoidable necessity, proportionate to the risk, and
to a degree, which is necessary in order to achieve a lawful goal.
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85. The police on a crime scene is in the position to make an assessment whether to use physical
power, auxiliary devices or weapons, and to what extent.

86. The police uses physical power, auxiliary devices and weapons only as a last chance and
stops using them immediately after the necessity to use them has ceased to exist.

87. The police offers help immediately to persons, against whom physical power, auxiliary
devices or weapons were used, after the reasons for their use has ceased to exist and the purposes
of their use were achieved.

88. Threatening with weapons, beyond the methods determined by professional rules
of intervention, is an example of irresponsible behavior by the police, which contradicts
the principles of professional ethics” [26].

The cited passage from the Code of Ethics for Officials of the Ministry of the Interior with Police
Functions indicates that the use of repression must be justified and proportionate to the offenses. Mainly
because the abuse of force or coercive measures can lead to a weakening of the rule of law in the state and
the legitimacy of the government and security services.

Paul A. Passavant, referring to the example of protests referred to as #BlackLivesMatter, stated that they
revealed that the policing of protest is becoming increasingly militarized and increasingly using control
technologies. In this way, police actions can become an institutional practice that treats protesters as more
than criminals [27]. For this reason, it is important to undertake research on policing protest and assess the
legitimacy of the actions taken. Especially that in a democratic state the costs of repression are higher and it
iS necessary to legitimize these actions [28].

The purpose of this article is to analyze the activity of protesters and the actions taken by the security
services during protests in Bulgaria from July 9, 2020 to April 16, 2021. The method used in this study is the
qualitative source analysis. It draws on the technique of content analysis of specifically media coverage of
the activities of the police and protest participants during the indicated period. The analysis rests on the reports
that appeared on websites and Internet portals: U.S.News, BNR Radio Bulgaria, The Sofia Globe, absNEWS,
Euroactiv, Balkan Insight, DW, VESTI, Reuters, Dnevnik, Novini, Novinite, Dnes.dir, Nova, 24chasa and
others popular websites. On the indicated pages, the most important information about daily protests and key
events were searched. However, in order to accurately follow the course of the daily protests and to get to the
details, reports appearing on local news websites and other European news agencies were also used.

The analysis will provide answers to two research questions: what actions did the protesters take between
July 2020 and April 2021? How did the security services deal with civil disorder during the protests?
The main research problem relates to the impact of repression on mobilization or demobilization and the use
of violent actions by protesters. By delving into actions, the study will differentiate between violent and
peaceful actions. In turn, by evaluating the security services’ actions, the study will differentiate between
repressive and non-repressive protest policing.

Civil disorder during protests in Bulgaria

The protests in Bulgaria began on July 9, 2020 and lasted until April 16, 2021. The protests finished with
the end of Borisov’s 4-year term of office and his formal resignation. This confirms the observations made
by Sidney Tarrow. He claimed that protest waves are not sufficient to produce significant reforms, because
equally important is the presence and entrepreneurship of well-placed reformists who can turn the impetus
for change [29]. In the case of Bulgaria, these key reformists were missing, which is why the protesters’
demands were not implemented.

Based on media reports, it can be noted that contentious performances were held practically every day
in different cities, but the largest of them took place in the capital of Bulgaria. Throughout the period, the
postulates of the protesters, who demanded the resignation of the Borisov’s government and the prosecutor
general, and the fight against corruption, have not changed.

During the period considered, civil disorder included a wide variety of activities. For this reason, a
division has been made that will allow a better illustration of the protesters’ activity:

Blockades of key points, buildings, streets, etc.: blocking the center in the capital and blocking buses
with GERB supporters (counter-protests were held); blocking streets; blocking the National Assembly
building and for a short time the metro system; blockades of boulevards, bus and tram lines; trenches of
barricades, beach protests and a call for Ahmed Demir Dogan to withdraw his support for members of the
government; blocking the bridge between Bulgaria and Romania on the Danube; On 16 September, they
entered the parliament building and barricaded themselves with a disabled person; organizing a car parade,
during which the trumpet was honked, a low speed was maintained; blockades combined with the setting up
of tents and camps at intersections
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Protests in front of important institutions: protests in front of Bulgarian embassies, e.g. in London

Acts of vandalism: attempts to break into parliament, throw fireworks, bottles, stones and red paint at
police officers, throw tomatoes; attack on the building of the Ministry of Justice; throwing tomatoes, toilet
paper and eggs at the building of the Ministry of the Interior

Verbal calls for protest: On July 18, a call by protest leaders to show civil disobedience and besiege
all government-owned buildings

Support for citizens in exile: migrant protests in various European cities

Preventing the free movement of key politicians: protesters attempting to detain Borisov at Sofia
airport in order to prevent his departure; during a conference of the ruling parties on 5 August, protesters tried
to block representatives of the government coalition from leaving their headquarter

Turning to external institutions: march to the European Commission and demanding attention
to the protests

Cooperation with other protest groups i.e.: joining representatives of the tourism industry to adopt a
crisis plan against the effects of COVID-19, joining the association of the disabled and demanding the
resignation of the government, marching on the Prime Minister’s house; joining protests fighting for LGBT
rights and anti-racism

Petitions, organizing into more formal structures: the creation of a citizens’ parliament on 2 August
and the collection of signatures for a petition for the resignation of the government

Support from academia: signature of an open letter on 11 August by scientists regarding the resignation
of the government

Performance protests: chaining to make it harder to remove protesters; laying dead fish before
the Council of Ministers; On February 13, he gathered in front of Borisov’s house and on March 6 once again
and painted with chalk in front of his house inscriptions such as "resignation”, "prison", "thief", etc.

Confrontations with the police: On September 2, demonstrators tried to break the police cordon and
storm the assembly, clashes with the police, throwing firecrackers, bales of hay and bottles at the police,
including arson, riots, insults.

There were also frequent mixed actions, such as the simultaneous blockade of roads, intersections
on 24 July, throwing garbage cans and bottles to get to the Bulgarian national television. The largest anti-
government protests took place in Sofia on July 29. Among the distinguished protest actions, violent actions
include: some blockades, acts of vandalism, partly preventing the movement of politicians, clashes
with the police. In the case of peaceful actions, the following can be classified: emigrant protests in other
European countries, verbal appeals addressed to protesters, addressing external institutions, cooperation with
other assemblies, petitions and the creation of more formal structures, support by scientific circles,
performance protests.

Policing civil disorder during protests

A separate classification has also been created for police activity during the protests of Bulgarians.

Distribution of counter-demonstrations: on July 10, the police distributed counter-demonstrations

Arrest: arrests of protesters, e.g.: on 11 July; On July 20, the arrest of an MP who was supposed
to be co-responsible for blocking the metro system

Use of force: On July 14, the accusation of beating protesting students, on September 3, violent clashes,
arrests, dismantling tents, pushing protesters so that they do not block the boulevards

Interacting with protesters: police removed their riot shields in gratitude to the protesters

Police detention other than persons: the arrest of a truck that was supposed to be supplying technical
and audio equipment to the protests in Sofia

Elimination of tent towns and protests blockades: police dismantled protesters’ tents and dismantled
roadblocks

Locks: police cars blocked the vehicles of protesters who wanted to block the highway; police set up
checkpoints to control the flow of people

Imposition of financial sanctions: e.g. fines

Use of security measures: use of tear gas, water cannons, pepper spray, batons, arrests

This is a very conventional classification, because as in the case of civil disorder, often
the activity undertaken by the security services was mixed. Repressive actions are primarily: use of force,
some stops and removal of blockades, imposition of fines, application of security measures, including
some of the blockades. Non-repressive activities are mainly: separating counter-demonstrations
that could otherwise lead to an escalation of moods and pose a greater threat, interactions with protesters
to express gratitude.
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Conclusions

The long-standing protests in Bulgaria were very dynamic and varied. Although the main demands and
goals remained unchanged, the actions taken by the protesters included many types of violent and peaceful
activities. Among them, the following were distinguished: blockades of various nature, including preventing
the movement of politicians, protests in front of key institutions, acts of vandalism, verbal declarations and
calls, including addressing external entities, writing petitions, confrontations with the police or symbolic
actions defined as performances. Also important for these protests was the involvement of protest groups that
wanted to achieve their own goals and support for citizens in exile in other countries.

The repressive and non-repressive activities that were distinguished on the part of the police included:
the distribution of counter-demonstrations, arrests, the use of force, interacting with protesters, detentions,
the liquidation of tent towns and blockades set up by protesters, the creation of police blockades,
the imposition of financial sanctions in the form of fines and the use of various security measures.

The protests analyzed revealed the great dissatisfaction of citizens with the situation in the state and
the rulers. However, despite the long duration of the protests and their dynamics, the main goals of the
assemblies were not achieved. The protests ended naturally with the end of the government’s term. What
was achieved in the period under review was a large social mobilization and the expression of a clear
disagreement with the lack of respect for democratic values. In addition, apart from a few examples of the
security services exceeding their powers, most of the actions taken were justified. The analysis of the
protests in Bulgaria presented in this article confirms the observations made by other researchers that the
use of repression had a significant impact on violent actions, and its abandonment did not affect the greater
mobilization of protesters. This does not mean that there were no acts of unjustified vandalism on the part
of the protesters. However, on the side of the security services, cases of abuse of force against peaceful
people have also been reported.

The article analyzes the process of conceptual renewal of global public policy under the influence
of factors that shape the new world reality and construct the meaningful content of the above-mentioned
type of policy. Modern global public policy is the interaction of various institutionalized and non-
institutionalized actors of the political process (domestic, regional and international) regarding
the identification and solution of problems facing the world community, based on the principles of hierarchical
organization "from above™ and self-organization of society "from below", freedom , broad communication,
interest and mutual responsibility of the parties, with the involvement of intellectual expert centers, resources
of states, organizations, global civil society and other international subjects. Global factors that influence
the dynamics of the development of the public process at the global level are analyzed. It is noted that
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in conditions of increased informatization, development of new technologies, ongoing globalization
of the world economy, blurring of national-state borders, increased conflict, emergence of new problems
in the field of ecology, health care, etc., the agenda is objectively expanding and becoming more complicated ,
transformation of international and state political institutions, change of roles and functions of most actors
at the national, regional and global levels, development of new strategies for collective problem solving.
In the course of the study, it was established that global factors influence the renewal of the conceptual
content of public policy and the objective renewal of national strategies for the development of systems.
It was noted that the structural factors and trends of social development will affect Ukraine to a greater
or lesser extent, and therefore it is necessary to focus attention on increasing national stability and
determining effective ways of countering a wide range of risks and threats.

Yagunov D. V. The Panoptic-Carceral State through the Prism of the Indicators of Prison Policy
of the XXI Century

The article is devoted to the study of quantitative indicators of the national prison policies in different
states of the world for the period 2000 — 2021. The article focuses on the issue of prison population growth
at the global and regional levels. This article is a continuation of the author’s research on the implementation
of the concept of a panoptic-carceral state in modern societies od the XXI century. That is why the study
of the policy of social control in the XXI century urgently requires the use of statistical data for empirical
testing of hypotheses regarding the greater incarceration of society in the XXI century. Fundamental for the
purposes of this study is the author ’s thesis of the further incarceration of society both at the global and
national levels and the failure of the classical goals of criminal punishment, which are considered traditional
within the framework of the formal approach to punishment and the goals of punishment. The above is
manifested in the continued growth of the number of prisoners in the world, despite external criticism of
extremely convenient imprisonment as a form of social control. The author s thesis is related to the further
legitimization of the failure of the prison in the prison policy of modern states and the transformation of
probation services, parole services and other non-institutional ‘attachments’ into de-facto camouflaged
branches of the prison. In addition, quantitative and qualitative statistical indicators of placement of deviants
under the supervision of national probation services, parole services or similar public and private structures
should be taken into account. Based on the results of the research, it is concluded that the number of prisoners
in the global context has increased over the past 20 years. Countries in Africa continue to show an increase
in the number of prisoners, although the African picture is very controversial given that a large number
of African countries, on the contrary, maintain a trend of decreasing the total number of prisoners.
As for the countries of America, it is precisely the countries of South America that provide such growth
in view of the parallel rather significant decrease in the number of prisoners in the United States of America
in recent years. As for Asian countries, in general, the situation is more or less stable in most countries,
although a small increase in the number of prisoners can be also noted. As for the countries of Oceania,
as can be seen, there has been no reduction in the total prison population at all. And finally, only European
countries, thanks to the long-term implementation of policies aimed at reducing the number of prisoners,
show significant progress in decarceration, replacing traditional mechanisms of social control with other,
more flexible forms.

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APRIORITY OF TIME AND SPACE PERCEPTION AS A SPLIT OF REALITY

While studying the mechanisms of information perception and relying on a priori theory by Kant,
questions related to visual communication are raised. If the subject, according to I. Kant, possesses a priori
contemplation due to which he percepts time and space, then how he uses this mechanism during visual
communication? When a transcendental subject uses the synthesis of judgments in visual texts, which is
the experience of perception of the real world time and space, whether the opposite effect is possible?
How the experience of perception of time and space in the real world influences the approximate practice
of the subject’s behavior in the virtual world? These questions allowed us to hypothesize the loss
of boundaries between the real and the virtual dimensions on the example of the visual text’s study.

In this study, we focused on the first stage of apriority — contemplation. The phenomena of space and
time, represented through certain variables in the visual text, have become the main research objects.

In the first phase of the study, we analyze these variables based on the concept of image analysis

by G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen. In the second phase, we turn to M. Foucault’s theory of heterotopia

to define how badly the subject loses the boundary between the real and the virtual. Thus, among

the methodological foundations of the study, we applied the theory of a priori by I. Kant, the heterotopia
theory of M. Foucault, as well as the analysis of images by G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen.

When a subject finds himself between two realities, it is difficult to prove where objectivity and where
subjectivity is, because the act of seeing is predictable. Apriority of contemplation used in the perception
of objects in different spaces gives impressions and emotions. And it splits the subject even more,
as the demarcation line between virtual and real spaces is lost. The predicted mechanical procedure
of reading visual texts can be not only a technique to influence the behavior, but indicate the personal loss
of the subject, which has already violated the boundaries between virtual and real worlds.

Keywords: apriority, visual communication, heterotopia, image, symbol, topos and chronos,
photographic media text.

Introduction

I. Kant analyzes the ratio between subjectivity and objectivity on the example of the attitude towards
the "object". The main stress here is made on the "subject". The philosopher introduces the concept
of "phenomenon”, which affects the knowledge regarding the object; and proves that the subject endows
the object with properties received exactly as a result of contemplation of this object’s phenomenon. That is,
we are dealing only with things we imagine but not with things that actually exist. Hence, the object,
as a thing, cannot be fully cognized as for the subject it remains unknown. His renowned theory of the "thing-
in-itself" is associated with representation, which determines interrelationships in society. To accept this fact
is to understand the imperfection of a subject, whose physiological mechanism is incapable of cognizing
the universe. Insofar as the subject is constantly dealing with phenomena, the "thing" will remain beyond
the subject’s knowledge. That is why the researchers should focus mainly on the subject’s mechanisms
of perception due to which the thing (or object) obtains its meaning. Exactly these meanings of the object’s
phenomenon affect the knowledge, development, and level of morality in society.

According to I. Kant, there is knowledge existing regardless of experience. This is what he called apriority.
The word comes from the Latin phrase "a priori", which can be translated as "from the earlier". A priori does
not rely on experience, it is a human feature and affects the process of knowledge acquisition. As the evolution
of past experience, a priori has its stages that affect the perception of personal and social things and phenomena.
At the first stage, there is only contemplation, which allows the subject to percept space and time. At the second

stage, there is mind, which develops analytical abilities of the subject. At the third stage, the mind separates
from contemplation and independently creates knowledge at the level of reason. If we consider three aforesaid
stages of cognition with regard to the perception of objects and phenomena, then the subject is dealing with
images, concepts, and comprehension but not with their very essence.

Among the three stages of knowledge acquisition related to the a priori characteristics of the subject, first
of all, we’ll focus on the first stage — contemplation. Due to this stage, the subject can sense space and time
regardless of knowledge. Sensitivity to the topos allows distinguishing one subject from another, or from the
things around him. This a priori property provides an opportunity to contemplate those objects in respect of
which the subject contraposes themselves, which is impossible without a sense of space. Along with
contemplating objects in the space where they change, the subject is able to feel the chronos. Objects’ change
in space provides a sense of time: close, far, near, which can establish some knowledge regarding the concepts
of past, future, and present. Thus, contemplation, in which sensuality as an a priori property of the subject
activates the knowledge of space and time, besides, depends on the objects as they affect the subject’s
reflection. Hence, not only the subject but the object as well has an impact on the very process of
contemplation that generates knowledge. And for the subject, this knowledge is more real than the object
itself because the subject relies on its own mechanism of knowledge processing. The physiological algorithm
involved in communication provides a limited result. Therefore, the knowledge obtained by the subject cannot
be true. A part of knowledge unable to be processed by the subject remains, since, according to 1. Kant, the
potential of the subject is quite narrow. Austrian zoologist Konrad Lorenz compares apriority with a camera
that exists independently of photographs. "The property "to be composed of pixels" does not apply to the
information reflected in the thing-in-itself, it comes from the features of the camera, stipulated by technically
inevitable limitations,"” — K. Lorenz writes (Lorenz, 2020).

Photography as a visual text

The analysis of visual texts, where space and time have their dimensions and actualize apriority of the
subject, is present in the works of A. Burger (Burger, 2005), H. Velflin (Velflin, 2018), G. Kress and T. van
Leeuwen (Kress, Leeuwen, 2006), P. Shtompka (Shtompka, 2010) and others. With the help of their
approaches, we could notice that visual communication and the information it produces are an array of data
representing society. This data can open up new dimensions of the subject that can be related to its apriority.
For example, photography, as a media, may not only be an intermediary between the author and the onlooker,
between the photographer and society but can provide objective knowledge about the mediation itself.
Without forgetting the apriority, which indicates the limited property of the subject to cognize, photography
is the outer shell of the reality that can be understood and perceived by the subject. Moreover, comprehension
of the photo will provide new information each time, however, it will remain incomprehensible until the end.
Same as Kantian "thing-in-itself".

The work “Reading images: the grammar of visual design” by G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen allows
the reader to see temporal and chronological dimensions that are translated from the real world to the virtual
through visual means. When the a priori sensibility of the subject’s time and space continues to dominate in
the virtual world, a certain logic of reality perception is being formed. Due to certain markers, built
on the contrasts between objects in the middle of the frame, that can be included in the visual text, the viewer
can feel the pressure of meaning hidden by the author of the photograph. Through visual images,
a photographic text allows not only to feel the past and future but to compare them with the present, to bring
the subject back to reality. During the analysis of “Reading images: the grammar of visual design”
by G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen, we have identified three markers that, in our opinion, will help to establish
the sensuality of space and time in the virtual dimension through visual text.

Narrative. The vector that symbolizes the action directed from one character in the frame to another
helps to visualize the story in the visual text. The fact that the viewer of the photo can become the other
character is felt through the story around which the plot is built. The vector allows not only to feel the action
but to understand the power of the characters in the frame. Through the vector, represented by a look or
a hand gesture, one can distinguish a passive and active participant in the narrative. «The naturalistic image,
whatever else it may be about, is always also about detail. It contains a multitude of embedded ‘analytical’
processes», — as G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen write (Kress, Leeuwen, 2006: 50). Due to the vector as
an action, visual metaphor affects the visualization of space through the narrative in the frame. The distance
between the participants of the dialogue, their emotions during the dialogue, as well as the symbols that
surround them, deepen the photographic semiotic reality. A subject that contemplates this reality is immersed
in a story. The construction of the narrative may occur similarly to tree-like structures, which can take
different forms and be parallel, inclined, or straight in vertical and horizontal dimensions.
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Owing to the participants in the narratives and tree-like structures of the story, the individual images and
forms are combined into a whole one. Thus, the interpersonal form of communication in the photographic
space can become a personal way of addressing the subject in the status of a viewer. Here, the vector, as an
action, provides a spatio-temporal structure of the story through symbolic attributes. G. Kress and T. van
Leeuwen provide their own features to the disposition of symbolic attributes in the frame, which affect the
spatio-temporal structure of the narrative:

1) placed in the foreground, which gives the privilege of size in the frame, of lighting, of clear focus,
of a noticeable color;

2) gestures in the frame, which through a vector demonstrate the primary meaning of the symbolic
attribute in the frame, or which are directed towards the viewer;

3) details that seem inappropriate;

4) symbolic meaning of the attributes themselves (Kress, Leeuwen, 2006: 105).

A contact established with the viewer can have two communicative functions: visual direct address and
visual indirect address. In this case, a smile, look, clothes and other details in the frame establish a social
approximation to the reality of the viewer. «What in language is realized by words of the category ‘action
verbs’ is visually realized by elements that can be formally defined as vectors» (Kress, Leeuwen, 2006: 46).
Thus, through an action that takes place between the characters in the frame or with the viewer, the subject
receives a story that becomes a trap for him\her. He or she is forced to plunge into it, to become a participant
in events. At this stage, their a priori interaction with objects begins to work and establishes his\her own place
in the narrative. The subject does not choose the script of the story but becomes a participant in the actions
that take place in the frame.

b) Topos. Another dimension of the photography’s impact on the viewer is related to the size of the
frame, objects in the frame, and the distance between them. When there is a choice between close-up,
medium, or long shots of objects that appeal to the viewer, the author of the photo decides which shot to use
when taking photos and making their post-correction. As well as a sight that can be directed both to the viewer
and in the middle of the frame, the decision on the size of the distance represents different relations between
the presented participants of the photo itself or with its viewers. The heroes of the photographic narrative can
be depicted as a full figure in the frame, or only part of their figure, which affects the size of the space.
For example, the extreme close-up of the hero, who looks directly at the viewer, significantly reduces
the distance between two spaces (real and photographic). A close-up photographic character creates
collaboration with the viewer’s personal space, resulting in excitement, fear, and unpleasant emotions from
such contact. The boundary of personal space is violated, which is a hint of intimate intervention. The distance
in the middle of the frame, the color, perspective, lines, and even the angle of the shot, create an emotional
acceptance/rejection of the message broadcasted by the photo. «If the represented participant is seen from
a low angle, then the relation between the interactive and represented participants is depicted as one in which
the represented participant has power over the interactive participant. If, finally, the picture is at eye level,
then the point of view is one of equality and there is no power difference involved. This is, again, a matter
of degree. A represented participant can tower high above us or look down on us ever so slightly» (Kress,
Leeuwen, 2006: 140). Consequently, throughout visual communication, we must not forget about the
influence of such details that determine our attitude to some things and topical issues that arise in society with
the help of photography. Visual composition can also represent space through its correlation with the center
around which symbolic attributes are formed, which can be understood as marginality. And even when there
is nothing in the center, what is around it will form the center. At this point, the concept of “zero sign"
by U. Eco is applicable, as emptiness is also a sign (see, for example: Eco,1998).

G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen write, that the empty center may be a hint of God’s absence.
Or, in the secular sense, to indicate the horizontal level of organization of social life, where each sector
(or institution of power) is self-sufficient, i.e. has the democratic foundations of society. Thus, the use
of different techniques during photography can both expand the photographic space and collaborate it into
the space of reality.

c¢) Chronos. Another peculiarity of photographic space, which correlates with the space of the real world,
is its division into parts. The upper part is related to the status, to the idea of a dream, that is always exploited
by ad posters’ creators, who offer a service or a product that brings you closer to your dream. Photography,
through symbolic attributes such as the sun, the sky, birds, and the treetops, also refers to images associated
with sensuality. In turn, the lower part is more rational, it is full of symbols that make you analyze the present,
rather than dream about the future. «In such texts the upper section visualizes the ‘promise of the product’,
the status of glamour it can bestow on its users, or the sensory fulfilment it can bring. The lower section
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visualizes the product itself, providing more or less factual information about it, and telling the readers
or users where it can be obtained, or how they can request more information about it, or order it», — G. Kress
and T. van Leeuwen write (Kress, Leeuwen, 2006: 186). These two spaces may have a conflict at the level
of contradistinction of symbolic attributes in each space separately, like opposition, and at the level
of dividing lines. These lines can be represented by a skyline, color contrast, or playing with the light. Due
to the opposition character of the upper and lower spaces in the visual text, the ideal and the real are
represented, which appeals to the real world.

Western civilization reads information linearly, following the features of the verbal text — from left to
right; visual texts, in their turn, allow the viewer to choose the sequence of contemplation. But, in fact, the
habit of linear reading dominates in the perception of visual texts. Thus, linear texts impose syntagmatics on
the reader, affect the sequence of perception, and form a connection between symbolic elements. Therefore,
according to the horizontal spatial photographic dimension, time is divided into "today" and "tomorrow", or
"yesterday" and "today". Interestingly, this approach is still used today when presenting a result after solving
a specific problem. When two photos are compared, a photo on the left is provided with the caption "before",
and a photo on the right is provided with the caption "after”. This technique is used when it is necessary to
present a new product or new service, which is usually located on the right as "new".

The division of photographic space into the top, bottom, right, left and center is inherent in any culture,
but the significance of each part of space depends on religious, cultural, and historical traditions. In addition,
we can’t say that all relations that may be realized linguistically or culturally can as well be realized through
visual reading. Accordingly, G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen repeatedly emphasize that their approach to image
deciphering depends on historical and cultural features, and does not claim to be universal. But the very fact
that the subject continues to apply the skills of information perception received in the context of certain
cultural traditions in the real dimension, is unconditional.

As for the influence of cultural development on the perception of visual texts, Heinrich Velflin once
noted that there are general patterns of perception of works. And, together with that, the same pattern exists
for creation and change of style in art (for example: from classical art to baroque). According to H. Velflin,
there are two styles of artistic vision: linear (relating to contour) and painterly (blurred mass). "Linear vision,
in this case, means that the meaning and beauty of things lies primarily in the contours — whilst the internal
forms have their own contours — the eyes move along the boundaries as if palpating the edges of objects,
while the vision in the masses happens when attention is diverted from the edges, when contour as a visual
path has become more or less indifferent to the eyes and objects as visible spots are the main elements of
impression” (Velflin, 2018: 34). So, a linear vision distinctly separates one form from another, whereas a
painterly vision brings to a set of objects. Understanding the demand for visual texts today and the
technological conditions of their creation, modern human applies linear and painterly vision when getting
acquainted with photographic text. But one’s own experience also establishes own prejudices. Therefore, an
important role in this process is played by intercultural communication, which should be taken into account
by authors of visual texts, if a question of images’ decoding arises. As Griselda Pollock writes, all the
paintings need is a careful look (see, for example: Pollock, 1995: 38-66).

A priori form of contemplation

A priori form of contemplation, due to its sensory properties, is reflected in different forms of information
transmission that is perceived as truth. At that moment, the natural ability of the subject to feel only the object
of imagination is not taken into account. Thus, we perceive and trust the results of contemplation conditioned
by the apriority mechanism. And we are dealing with interpretations and various forms of interpretations,
while the very object of contemplation remains beyond our knowledge. All information related to knowledge
is a field of individual and social ideas, which in general is an imitation of reality.

Certainly, long before Kant’s a priori theory, ancient philosophers identified the concept of "image" and
"picture™ as a negative determinant of perception of outward things. It was Plato who pointed out that only
thinkers can comprehend the truth through sensory images. In proof of his theory, the philosopher pointed to
ordinary people who, being "prisoners of the cave," see only shadows. To get rid of such deception, it is
necessary to develop the ability to see. Plato even gives instructions on how to do it: "You have to start with
the easiest: firstly, look at the shadows, then — at the reflection of people and various objects in the water, and
only after that — at things as they are; at the same time, for him, it was easier to see the sky and what is in it
not in the day, but at night, i.e., to look at the starlight and the Moon, and not at the Sun and sunlight” (Plato,
1971: 516). This is the way to find the truth that is hidden behind the appearance of things in the world. "The
ascent and contemplation of things in the heights is the raising of soul to the level of mind’s comprehension"
(Plato, 1971: 517). Since birth, a person has all the opportunities given from above. The most important thing
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is to develop them in the right direction, including the ability to see. However, according to Plato, people
look in a completely different direction and bring themselves in a world of emptiness. *Haven’t you noticed
that those called bad but intelligent people have a perceptive soul and an ability to see through what they
need? So, their vision is good, but it is forced to serve their vices, and the sharper they see, the more evil they
do (Plato, 1971: 518-519). Therefore, according to the philosopher, it is crucial to get cleansed of vices that
interfere with everything. Only in this way, the world will have more sages able to combine the ability to see
and not commit evil. Supporting Plato, T. Hobbes pointed to phantoms and illusions, which as "idols of
consciousness”, firmly fixed themselves inside human consciousness.

Based on research by G. Kress and T. van Leeuwen, who studied space and time in the visual text,
the moment of reflection of a priori sensuality of the subject is very important. Photography expands this
property, transfers it to another space. When the sensations of space and time of the real world are
represented in the photographic text, the phenomenon of heterotopia appears. The term was introduced by
M. Foucault; in post-structuralism the concept of "heterotopia” describes an alternative space that does not
correspond to reality, but has a connection with it. In his work "Of Other Spaces" M. Foucault gives
an example of a mirror: "...based on the data of the mirror, | find that | am not present where | am, as | see
myself in the mirror" (Foucault, 2006: 196). However, due to the mirror, the subject can percept the reality
in which he\she is present. Heterotopia, as an alternative space, communicates and influences reality
through images. Unlike utopia, which has no place, heterotopia has a location. We can assume that
photography is also related to another space that intersects with reality. It not just points to reality as its
imitation, but also returns the subject to reality. And through the analysis of space and time in the
photographic text you can see how the a priori sense of space and time in the real world of the subject is
actualized. This characteristic is explained by the fact that depending on the level of space and time
understanding in photographic space (a virtual one), in real life space and time can be understood even
more deeply. "Reading" — as they prefer to say now — of these different spaces, is at the same time mythical
and real contestation over the place where we live; such a description can be called heterotopology,” —
M. Foucault wrote (Foucault, 2006: 197).

Today, the digital age and technologies for creating and transmitting information through digital means
have influenced the communication system of society. At the same time, the algorithm of perception of reality
has changed, where the power of images has seized all areas of activity. With that, returning to I. Kant, society
forgets about the conditionality of information perception, where apriority is associated only with sensuality,
mind, and reason, and not the objects around which information is built. That is why, M. Foucault did not
have a clear answer to the question of why two forms of thinking in different planes can use each other, as it
is difficult to determine the point of presence of heterotopia. But he determined certain principles of
functioning of alternative space:

1) crisis heterotopias, where the subject due to superstitions and privileges experiences a crisis in
relation to society. Today, these are prevalently deviation heterotopias, which indicate not so much an internal
crisis of the subject, as their deviation behavior in relation to society (prisons, nursing homes);

2) society affects the functioning of heterotopias (cemeteries);

3) heterotopia combines several spaces that may be incompatible with each other in one place (theater,
garden);

4) heterochrony, which influences heterotopia during the split of the traditional chronos (museums,
libraries);

5) places that have openness and, simultaneously, certain insularity. They are open and isolated at the
same time (mill, barracks, church);

6) illusiveness of one space that indicates the illusiveness of another space (brothels, prisons).

Ultimately, according to Foucault, the political institutions themselves perform functions
of heterogeneity, because it is the ratio between elements of power that affects the level of political regime.
The establishment of a discursive object is a form of power. Objects are always discursive. Even non-
discursive ones become discursive when they get involved in interpretation. There is no standard that would
point to a symbol’s meaning but there is apriority of contemplation that affects the meaning. Hence,
in different realities, the subject uses a natural mechanism to obtain information during contemplation.
And photography is exactly that mirror through which the subject is able to make a "transition™ from one
reality to another, using his\her own mechanism of orientation in space and time. Thus, trough the narrative,
chronos, and topos in the visual text, symbols are able to involve the subject in a "journey" to other realities
and to uncover the reality in which the subject is. Intersubjectivity acquires new features as a result of such
"journeys".
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Conclusion

Sociologist Michel Maffesoli writes about the modern loss of a subject who has become a person
(Maffesoli, 2012). As even the ability to percept time and space disappears under the influence of digital
areas of life. The multidimensionality of a person affects the multidimensionality of his\her thoughts,
which are constantly changing. The scholar introduces the concept of "tribes”, personifying sensuality
(he writes about the territory, taste, and the return of the eternal child). The social, as a connection of
time, is formed in a locality where a person obtains traditions and skills of solidarity, mutual assistance,
and compassion. The sense of territory, influenced by tastes, obtains features of the world. "A world,
where a commonality of taste is a legitimation, a full-fledged rationalization of the pleasure
of coexistence, of living together" (Maffesoli, 2016: 285). Locality and taste also influence the behavior
of a modern person, who in the conditions of the territory under the influence of modern tastes (like
fashion), turns into an "eternal child". "Everyone tries to talk as a youngster, dress as a youngster, stay
young, and such examples are countless. Meanwhile, it becomes absolutely obvious that the natural
mechanism of such an "eternal child" is a mechanism of fusion [une structure fusionnelle] or even
confusion [confusionnelle]™ (Maffesoli, 2016: 286). If modernism is built on the principles of unity,
where identity (and the state) must conform to the established canon, a modern man is disunited and can
belong to different tribes territorially and in time. This gives rise to a form of communication that is
mainly emotional than rational. Territoriality in the skills of the subject does not disappear, it remains
but with properties of instability and non-equilibrium.

When a subject finds himself between two realities, it is difficult to prove where objectivity and where
subjectivity is, because the act of seeing is predictable. Apriority of contemplation used in the perception
of objects in different spaces gives impressions and emotions. And it splits the subject even more,
as the demarcation line between virtual and real spaces is lost. The predicted mechanical procedure of reading
visual texts can be not only a technique to influence the behavior, but indicate the personal loss of the subject,
which has already violated the boundaries between virtual and real worlds.

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Neprytska T. I. Shaping Value Orientations in a Society in Conditions of War: Reality of Ukraine

The article actualizes the concept of values and value orientations of a society and analyses the
influence of war on the shift of the value paradigm. The author has determined that during the last seventy
years (after the end of World War I1) the values of peace, tolerance, multiculturalism and non-violent
interaction were propagated and promoted in Western societies, including the Ukrainian society after
an independent Ukraine was established. The values of aggression, expansion and violence in all its
manifestations were presented in an extremely negative light and were condemned. With the start of the
Russian-Ukrainian war, value orientations of the Ukrainian society had to change as the country faced the
threat of physical destruction. The purpose of the article was to determine on the example of Ukraine the
peculiarities of shaping and functioning of values and value orientations in a society in conditions of an
armed conflict. The article describes the two most popular approaches to classification and structuring
of values, namely, the Schwartz s theory of basic human values and the Milton Rokeach’s Model of
terminal and instrumental values. In the course of the study, the author concluded that basic values, once
formed in an individual or a group, do not disappear, however the changes of external circumstances and
factors may cause the change of value hierarchy, thus causing a change of behavioural patterns and beliefs
of an individual or a group, but these changes are not permanent. The article analyses the data of the
Ukraine in World Values Survey 2020 Analytical Report, which shows an increase (compared to the figures
of 2011) in the number of Ukrainians who are ready to accept authoritarian presidential rule or even army
rule, however, at the same time the average score indicating the importance of living in a country that is
governed democratically has increased. This may be explained by the fact that in situations when survival
became a priority for mankind, such values as group solidarity, traditionalism, rejection of otherness and
submission to strong leaders are being actualized. However, when the threat passes, the value system
restructures and returns to the previously formed value hierarchy, which manifests itself in behavioural
patterns and beliefs.

The scientific article investigates techniques and models of neurolinguistic programming. Particular
attention is paid to the Milton’s popular metamodel, which is often used in politics. The manipulative
nature of modern NLP expert techniques during election campaigns increasingly indicates the use of
metamodels in politics. The relevance of the research topic is due to the great need to study the
manipulative technologies used during election races, in particular the linguistic system of manipulation.
The aim of the research is to study the basic techniques of neurolinguistic programming used in politics.
Objectives: to analyze the linguistic elements of Milton’s metamodel on specific examples; to find out the
theoretical basis and the basis of the metamodel; explore the strategies and stages of Milton’s model.
Research methods: a set of methods is used in the work, namely: synthesis and analysis in clarifying the
basic terminology used in the field of neurolinguistic programming; comparative analysis in the study of
NLP models; discourse analysis in the application of Milton’s model on specific examples. To achieve the
goals in the work, discourse analysis is chosen as the main research method. Additionally, general
scientific and special scientific methods, classification and grouping, system-structural, hermeneutic,
prognostic were used. Research has attempted to investigate, analyze, and structure neurolinguistic
programming techniques, namely Milton’s models. This paper substantiates the theoretical and practical
foundations of NLP technologies on the example of use in politics. The practical significance of the
obtained results of the work is that they can be used in research for further research on this topic, as well
as used for NLP analysis for other political campaigns. The study presents the main suggestion strategies
used in Milton’s model, as well as analyzed linguistic techniques. Techniques and techniques of linguistic
manipulations are considered on concrete examples (speeches, slogans of politicians and political
campaigns).

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Steblyna N. O. A Crisis Narrative Construction in Ukrainian Media During the Full-Scaled
Invasion of the Russian Federation

The full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation was a reason to construct a crisis narrative
by Ukrainian political actors. The key issues for the narrative were not only the reasons for the invasion,
but Ukraine’s readiness for it, as well as the ability to resist the Russian occupation. It’s additionally
important to consider the constant attacks of Kremlin propaganda on Ukrainian public opinion and
attempts to undermine the narrative proposed by the military-political leadership. In this context, it is
relevant to monitor the crisis narrative as it appears in the mass media. The purpose of this study is to
observe the construction of the crisis narrative through the analysis of the functions of the leading political
actors (narrators) in it. Research material: news publications of «Ukrayins'ka pravdax. Period: January —
June 2022. Methods: content analysis, as well as modified narrative analysis based on NLP — natural
language processing. The collection of material, as well as its processing was possible with the help
of computer programs (Python language). It was found that attention to the leading political actors
indicates that the media narratives before the invasion, during the first and second phases were changing.
The significant presence of Ukrainian political actors in the media indicates that it was they who shaped
these narratives. It was revealed that in January-February, attention was focused on internal events, and
the threat of invasion was considered unlikely. Instead, in March-April, most hopes were placed on the help
of the West and Western leaders, who were supposed to stop Russia. However, already in May-June,
internal Ukrainian political actors came forward, which indicated a desire to act independently, and the
very idea of «appeasementy with Russia was mostly rejected. Kuleba, Zelensky and Biden were the most
popular speakers. Instead, attention to Macron’s quotes decreased over time, and Putin’s words were
almost not of interest to the media at all. As for the more specific roles of political actors, Zelenskyi and
Kuleba were the leading storytellers shaping Ukrainian crisis narrative.

The relevance of the study is determined by the fact that, despite the relative elaboration of such topics
as “soft power” and “cultural soft power” in China’s foreign (and internal) policy, the focus of previous
studies was not directly focused on cultural and educational strategy of the PRC s foreign policy.

The goal of the study is to analyze the cultural and educational strategy of the PRC s foreign policy.
The study is based on systemic and interdisciplinary approaches. There were also used general scientific
methods such as induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, comparison and analogy, generalization
and abstraction, as well as such special scientific methods as descriptive and prognostic, sociological and
content-analysis, historical-genetic and problem-chronological. Their use allowed us to reveal the nature
and the prospects of educational and cultural strategy of the PRC s foreign policy.

It was clearly demonstrated that according to Chinese researchers and Chinese leadership, the core
of PRC’s «cultural soft power» should be the elements of China’s socialist and traditional culture, adapted
to modern times. They believe that, while China’s «cultural soft powery is being built, it should be
maintained the necessary balance between socialist and traditional national values, modern elements
of mass culture and universal human values, which all together will most effectively ensure inside and
outside the country the attractiveness of China’s national culture.

It was established that PRC s cultural foreign policy relies on various resources and is deployed
in various fields, including social, humanitarian and natural sciences, literature, art, television, radio,
cinema, sports, tourism, etc. The forms of such cooperation are also characterized by considerable
diversity: Chinese language courses, cultural festivals, scientific schools and conferences, holidays,
exhibitions, exchanges of delegations and creative teams. Great importance is attached to humanitarian
exchanges: cultural (in particular, the promotion of national “cultural brands”, including Beijing opera,
Chinese circus and martial arts) and educational (including creation of most favorable conditions for
foreign students and professors in PRC).

The article makes a brief excursion into the history of international relations and focuses on the search
by the world community for uniform rules of international life and relevant mechanisms for its regulation.
It is noted that this epochal search was implemented during the formation of the first system of
international relations in the XVII century. After each of the 5 established systems of international relations
had been formed, peoples agreed on the rules of international coexistence and created relevant
international security institutions. The most renowned are the League of Nations and the United Nations
Organization.

The article claims that it was the UN, created after World War 11, which functioned as an universal,
legitimate and official mechanism for regulating relations between states.

The author emphasizes that after the collapse of the USSR, the Yalta-Potsdam system of international
relations ceased to function. The old UN still continues to operate, albeit under new geopolitical
conditions. Examples of inefficiency of the UN in exercising its authority in modern circumstances are
given; most importantly, we are talking about ineptitude in the prevention of international conflicts.

The inefficiency of the UN structures and their leaders in the context of the treacherous attack of the
Russian Federation on Ukraine and the unleashing of a full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war is clearly visible.
The visit of UN Secretary General A. Guterres to Ukraine and its results are described. The principal
approaches and models for reforming the UN proposed by states, regions, groups of diplomats are
considered. The contribution of domestic diplomats to the renewal and reform of the UN is highlighted and
specified. The conclusion is justified that Ukraine will play leading role in creation of post-war
international security system.

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GEOPOLITICAL IMPORTANCE OF THE BLACK SEA REGION
IN GLOBAL POLITICS

The issue of the Black Sea region security is becoming more and more relevant. It has always had an
important geopolitical and strategic meaning. Exactly this region is a point where the interest of Russia’s
and the West is intersected. It can be said that the Black Sea region is the place of competition between
Russia and the West, as the two main players, for the future of Europe.

Researchers call this region “critical™ which needs strengthening collective security and stability.
While speaking about the Black Sea region, we mean eight different countries. They have different political
tastes, interests and perspectives. Three countries are NATO members, and some are NATO partner
countries. The two countries have a continuous conflict with Russia. Considering the latter, it turns out that
NATO has not only interests in the Black Sea region, but also an obligation to ensure security. Therefore,
NATO cannot remain as a simple observer considering the actions carried out by Russia in the region.

Considering the events developed in the last decade, the issue has become more relevant, as Russia has
used military force several times against the countries of the Black Sea region since 2008 and is still
carrying out military actions. There are new challenges present that the modern world has faced.

The frequently unsuccessful policy of both security and crisis management in the geographic division
of East and West is not new. The existing security policy mostly refers to the prevention of threats and
minimizing them, which is a particularly big challenge for Georgia, as our country has to implement the
Western choice while dealing with the threats coming from the neighborhood.

In the process of studying the security issues of the Black Sea, we deemed it necessary to observe the
evolution process of security as a concept, as well as a number of modern approaches in the field of
security. A number of structural changes that have taken place in the architecture of world governance
during recent decades, have gained our attention.

Keywords: global politics, Black see region, NATO, EU, Russia, Georgia, Ukraine, Turkey.

When discussing various issues in the field of security, we take into account that individual states are not
players with no alternative in the international field, since the main actors in this regard are military blocs,
regional and international organizations. For example, we will refer to the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization, which serves to ensure the security of member states, which in turn implies that stable national
security and order is a prerequisite for international security.

In the light of the mentioned, we believe that the states should become more interdependent. The regional
unity implies exactly the circulation of ideas and values, which naturally goes beyond the old system based
on national barriers, the main goal of which was to maintain state power. With such an approach of
interdependence between countries, we get a picture where the issues related to security are transferred from
the national to the global level.

During the Cold War, the Black Sea region was "divided" between, on the one hand, Turkey as a member
of the military alliance, and on the other hand, the former Soviet Union and Warsaw Pact* member states:
the Socialist Republic of Romania and the People’s Republic of Bulgaria. Taking into account the above, the
security of the Black Sea in the mentioned period was based on the balance of interests and forces between
NATO and the Soviet Warsaw Pact.

After the end of the Cold War, the strategic balance in the Black Sea region has changed significantly.
That is, the mentioned change is connected to several stages of NATO and EU expansion.
One of the important steps was that two new member countries of the alliance appeared in the Black Sea
region, along with Turkey. We refer to the Republic of Bulgaria and Romania, which were also EU member
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states. After Bulgaria and Romania joined NATO, their security is guaranteed by NATO capabilities
and the Washington Treaty.

As a result of the above-mentioned historical events, the geopolitical economic importance and role
of the Black Sea has increased significantly. Considering this, new challenges appeared before the coastal
states of the Black Sea region. Among them, Georgia and Ukraine were given new opportunities and
new geopolitical role.

Nowadays, the Black Sea is an intersection of major geopolitical interests in terms of intersection of
national interests of different countries. In global politics, the Black Sea region is not in the first place in this
regard, as the Middle East, which is overloaded with hot conflict areas, should be taken into account. It must
be said that we have many other interesting circumstances in the Black Sea: 1. Problems raised after the
collapse of the Soviet Union and unanswered questions. 2. Taking into account the geopolitical situation of
the country, the Black Sea is a potential for economic, political, cultural and military development for us, as
well as it is a source of foreign threats; 3. The Black Sea is considered as the southern part of the eastern
direction of NATO, the situation of which is quite delicate nowadays, due to the recently expressed position
of Turkey in the alliance and the strained relations with the USA and Britain [1, p.33-34].

After the annexation of Crimea by Russia, taking into account the growing trend of militarization in the
Black Sea basin and the strengthening of Russia’s positions in the region, the Black Sea basin has been given
an even greater strategic importance for NATO and the European Union, both politically and militarily.
Special attention was paid to the importance of the Black Sea for NATO and the European Union at the 2016
NATO Warsaw Summit. Moreover, at the NATO Parliamentary Assembly held in Bucharest in 2017 and in
the "Black Sea Strategy" of 2011, which was adopted by the European Parliament.

Considering the above-mentioned circumstances, the current situation in the region should be discussed
in the light of the interests of its main political players and their positions. In this regard, one of the most
important factors for us is Russia, which has always shown great interest in the Black Sea region (and not
only). After the events developed in recent decades, especially after the annexation of Crimea by Russia, its
representation in the Black Sea region has increased significantly, and the interest remains unchanged. It
should be noted here that the USA shows more interest and at the same time, activity in the Black Sea region
than the European countries, which can be said to have even replaced them.

We believe that the USA’s interest in the Black Sea region is caused by the two main factors. The first
is its well-known policy and attitude towards Iran, and the second main issue is the neutralization of the
aggressive aspirations of the Russian Federation in the Black Sea region. The latter became especially
noticeable after Russia expanded the Black Sea coastline at the expense of the Crimean Peninsula.

When discussing the geopolitical importance of the region in global politics, the issue of China’s interest
in the Black Sea region should be taken into account. As it is known, Beijing has launched several new global
projects — the "Silk Road Economic Belt" and the "21st Century Maritime Silk Road", which together form
the "One Belt, One Road" initiative. It should be noted here that this initiative includes Europe and Asia-
Pacific, Central Asia, South-East Asia, South Asia, West Asia and Africa[14, p.4]. It should be said that the
possibility of increasing China’s role and influence in Eurasia made the issue of understanding and discussing
the theoretical construction of Chinese "Eurasianism™ relevant, which, in our opinion, requires a separate,
special study.

It should be noted that the geographical location of Georgia is favorable for the above-mentioned
initiative of Beijing, both in terms of the risks caused by foreign threats and in terms of the country’s
development opportunities. The reason for such conclusion is that, from a geopolitical point of view, our
country is in the so-called buffer zone, and actually is between two strongest, but legally, politically and
economically different states — Russia and Turkey. The interesting issue here is how the interests of these two
states crosses Georgia. When discussing the latter, the following issue is important: the political and economic
interests of Russia and Turkey coincide in some cases (Turkey’s apparent confrontation with the USA
in 2016) and sometimes they differ radically, these two countries have often faced political confrontations, a
clear example of this is the case of Syria (Turkey attacked the Kurdish forces in the north of Syria in 2019,
and in response, the Syrian and Russian armies began to protect the Kurds). In such case, a kind of deterrence
line between them crosses the Black Sea and then crosses the territory of Georgia[1, p.33-34].

As for regional actors, we will start speech with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization. "NATO"
became an actor in the Black Sea region in 2004, after Bulgaria and Romania joined the alliance.
After which, the security of the region became a priority of the NATO agenda. However, after Romania
and Bulgaria joined it, it took ten years for the alliance to begin to focus on the Black Sea regional policy
and security strategy.
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During the last decade, NATO has had many military initiatives in the Black Sea Basin. Among them, it
should be noted, NATO’s desire to act in the Black Sea basin within the framework of Operation Active
Endeavor (OAE). This initiative is a direct response to the terrorist act of 2001. However, due to the
opposition of Russia and Turkey, the mentioned initiative could not be implemented in the Black Sea.
In addition, NATO’s activity in the region can be considered within the framework of the Partnership Action
Plan (PAP) and the Individual Partnership Action Plan (IPAP)[2, p.4-5].

The Black Sea is of strategic importance for NATO, as it occupies a special place in the European
collective defense system from a military point of view. At the same time, it represents one of the fronts
for dealing with Russia and represents an important challenge for the stability of the Euro-Atlantic area
considering the various conflicts. The threat of terrorism and the escalation created in the Middle East
(in particular, in Syria) have added an even greater strategic meaning to this region. In this regard, it should
be said that for the ongoing military actions in Syria, the Black Sea basin was a strategic area for the
deployment of NATQO?’s, Turkish and Russian military ships and other weapons|[2, p.3].

In light of the challenges in the Black Sea region after the events in Crimea, the security issue of the
region took a priority place in NATQ’s political agenda. considering the militaristic and aggressive policy
carried out by Russia, opposing the West is interesting. In this regard, we will highlight several issues: the
deployment of NATO on the eastern flank is asymmetric, the latter is clearly visible on the example of the
Baltic and Black seas. This situation has received appropriate names from the military point of view: in case
of the Black Sea, it is called "tailored forward presence", and in case of the Baltic Sea, it is called "enhanced
forward presence". This means that NATO’s security system in the North-Eastern part is more organized and
at the same time, more infrastructurally equipped, while its collective security system in the Black Sea area
lags behind in almost all parameters. The reason for this is the relationship between the USA and Russia, as
well as the legal factor of the Black Sea. This refers to the Montreux Convention, according to which the
issue of unrestricted passage of military ships of the Black Sea countries through the straits is determined.
This treaty is international, but its implementation largely depends on Turkey and its goodwill[1, p.33]. That
is, Turkey will decide the issue according to how favorable it is for it in a specific political situation.

Considering the development of events in Crimea, NATO was forced to take countermeasures to
maintain the alliance’s positions and representation in the region, which was reflected in the document
adopted at the 2014 NATO Wales Summit — "Readiness Action Plan". The military representation of NATO
in the Black Sea increased instantly in the indicated period. The alliance conducted more than twice
the planned military exercises in the Black Sea basin. Their number increased in 2015[5]. In addition,
NATO’s representation in the Black Sea has increased significantly with the arrival of USA ships
in the region. Two American destroyers were added to the NATO sea fleet, which were transferred from
Spanish waters to the Black Sea. The purpose of these ships is to provide ballistic defence (BMD) in the Black
Sea region[9], as well as to support alliance trainings and missions.

A NATO summit was held in Warsaw in July, 2016, where a communique was adopted[11]. The Black
Sea security issues takes an important part in the document. The communiqué noted that the Black Sea is of
strategic importance, and Russia’s destabilizing actions and policies include provocative actions at NATO’s
borders, including in the Black Sea region. The military pressure carried out by Russia on the region many
times is considered a significant challenge for security. The document also emphasizes that due to the
deterioration of the security situation, the Black Sea region is included in the approaches and policies of the
Alliance[2, p.5].

It should be noted that Turkey’s policy towards the Black Sea region is greatly influenced by Russian-
Turkish relations. When the relations between the two countries are settled, it is completely unacceptable for
Turkey to involve non-regional actors in the dealing with the internal regional issues. The observation showed
that when mutual cooperation between Turkey and Russia deepens and their positions are reconciled, at such
a time the discussion of regional security of the Black Sea in broad international formats loses relevance
for Turkey.

Considering the mentioned analysis, it can be said that Turkey does not have a coherent, established
vision towards the Black Sea region. This does not necessarily mean that the security issue of the Black Sea
region is less important for it. But due to the vital importance of the issue for Turkey, this naturally causes
Turkey’s inconsistent reactions in some cases. Similar approaches in the Black Sea basin reflect
the interrelationship of various regional interests in Turkey’s foreign vision, as well as its interests and desire
to establish the status of a regional leader.

Taking into account a number of factors, it should be said that Turkey is quite an important and
accountable player in the regional security policy of the Black Sea. It is a member state of the North Atlantic
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Treaty Organization, however, its position in the region is expressed by several specific elements, namely:
Turkey tries to use the different interests of NATO and Russia to implement its own national interests. At the
same time, it does not hide that the strengthened representation of NATO in the Black Sea region is not in its
interests. Pursuing such a policy in the region does not allow Turkey to pursue a linear policy, and in many
cases it is forced to oppose Russia. It must be said that Turkey is one of the influential states of the region at
present, and its status is clearly manifested in various politically active regions: the Middle East, the
Mediterranean, and the South Caucasus. Turkey’s dominant position in the mentioned regions emphasizes its
influence in politically key and hot conflict regions.

The growing interest of various countries and international actors in the Black Sea is an important
challenge for Turkey. The Montreux Convention, signed in 1936, allows Turkey to restrict the movement of
warships in the Bosphorus and Dardanelles Straits during wartime. Shortly after the start of the 2022 Russia-
Ukraine war, official Ankara announced that it would implement the part of the Montreux Convention that
restricted the entry of Russian ships from the Mediterranean Sea to the Black Sea. In general, it should be
said that this convention gives Turkey a special role, through which the country tries, on the one hand, to
maintain this power. On the other hand, it is impossible not be worried about the aggressive and conquering
policy conducted by Russia in the region.

It should be said that the Montreux Convention contains certain restrictions regarding the use of the
Black Sea Straits during wartime (Articles 19-21). We will also draw attention on one issue, recently there
has been a discussion about removing the restriction by amending Articles 19 and 20 of the Montreux
Convention. From the procedural point of view, changes may be made. However, we must take into account
that any changes to the Montreux Convention directly or indirectly affect the security of Georgia.
Accordingly, the change will affect the occupied Abkhazia and the Russian military bases located there.
Taking this into account, the Georgian side should seriously consider[6]. It is even necessary to make changes
to the Montreux Convention, unsuccessful attempts of which have been made many times in recent decades.
However, we believe that the changes should ensure a reduction of militarization and confrontation level
in the region.

Reducing the level of militarization of the Black Sea is more beneficial for the security of both the region
and Georgia. Possible changes in the Montreux Convention should also serve to avoid conflict in the Black
Sea. Any Black Sea state, which carries out armed aggression against another Black Sea state, occupies and
annexes its territory, should be deprived of the right to free passage of both military and merchant ships in
the Black Sea Straits within the framework of the above-mentioned changes[6]. Naturally, the same norm
should be established for the non-Black Sea state, which will be in a state of war with any of the Black Sea
basin countries. Making changes to the convention in the appropriate manner will help to relieve tension in
the Black Sea region, demilitarize it, and establish a stable and just peace.

As for the approach of the Russian side, they believe that the Black Sea is the shortest and easiest way
for the opponents of the country’s interests to enter the Russian area. Due to this, the Black Sea and the
Turkish Straits are a sensitive topic for Russia. That is, it is an opportunity to enter the area of Russian
influence and to export Russian interests to the Mediterranean countries, especially to geographical regions
rich in energy carriers, from which the most essential and strategically important is the Middle East with its
transport corridors and ore deposits[6, p.33-34]. That is, for Russia it is not only the Black Sea waters and a
simple space, but it is an exit both from the outside into the space of Russian influence and vice versa.

The democratic development of the countries of the region is fundamentally incompatible with the
interests of the Russian side, at the same time their close military cooperation with the member states of the
alliance is unacceptable. It is also unacceptable for the Russian side to implement alternative gas and oil
projects in the direction of Europe through the region. Accordingly, in order to stop the countries of the region
from getting closer to the Western unions, Russia maintains control over the conflict centers of the region. It
is Russia’s interests and control that unites the conflict regions of Abkhazia, Tskhinvali, Karabakh and
Ukraine, despite the fact that the conflicts in these regions have a different nature.

Strategically, Russian forces in the region, including non-military security organizations (such as the
Federal Security Service), have several objectives, the first being to protect Russia’s southwestern flank from
threats and to intimidate its neighbors, in order to avoid implementation of policies against Moscow’s
interests. In addition to security interests, Russia has political interests in all the countries that belong to the
Black Sea basin[4, p.48].

In addition to European countries, in the early years of Putin’s Russia, it sought to establish cooperative
relations with the United States and its allies. For example, not long ago, there were some negotiations
between Russia and the West in the field of security of the Black Sea region. The need for negotiations
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between the parties became more apparent after the accession of Bulgaria and Romania to NATO
and the European Union.

After the Russian aggression in Ukraine, it became clear that Russia is trying to strengthen its influence
in the Black Sea region. With the illegal annexation of the Crimean peninsula and the military aggression it
has shown in Ukraine, Russia, as one of the permanent members of the UN Security Council, has violated
about twelve bilateral and international agreements. Including, the UN Charter, the Charter of Paris and the
Helsinki Final Act, which guarantee the territorial integrity and sovereign equality of states, the abstinence
from the use of force or the threat of force, the inviolability of borders, and also one of the important rights
to determine or change their own security measures at national, as well as at the regional level.

Thus, the illegal actions carried out by the Russian side undermine and threaten not only the territorial
integrity and sovereignty of Ukraine, but also the security of the entire region. The Black Sea is also
an important issue for it and of course, it fits into the concept of maintaining Russia’s strategic depth.
Considering the above, this kind of interest in the Black Sea carries more challenges for us, as we are also
an integral part of this region, and the fight between two different camps (Russian Federation — military
alliance) is always dangerous and disadvantageous for a small country like ours.

Russia’s activation in the Black Sea increased NATQO’s interest in the region. NATO experts have been
actively observing and discussing the so-called "The dimension of the Black Sea" in recent years. We refer
to the necessity of forming a new strategy for the region. This is manifested in establishing closer ties with
local partners, increasing the capabilities of NATO and its member states at sea, increasing the number of
visits by military ships to the Black Sea and, in general, resisting Russia’s military supremacy.

The western maritime connection with the Black Sea countries is one of the bases of tension between the
United States of America and Russia. The fact is that the status of the Black Sea depends on political
perception. The USA considers that it is a sea and therefore can have maritime traffic with allied countries,
including ships and warships. On the other hand, Russia views the Black Sea as a lake, where landlocked
countries should not have the opportunity to enter the sea with military ships[17, p.1]. In this context, naval
power can be defined as a state’s ability to achieve political goal and influence in the region. The latter,
in turn, is a mean of protecting national interests[15].

In this context, it is important to talk about the interest of the European Union in the Black Sea region.
For Europe, the Black Sea is a natural bridge that connects it with the Caspian region and at the same time,
with Central and South-East Asia. The Black Sea is of strategic importance for the security of the Central and
Eastern European (CEE) countries as the central core of the European Union. The energy security of the
European Union is becoming more and more dependent on the successful pipeline projects that cross
the Caucasus, Turkey, Ukraine and the littoral states of the European Union.

The accession of the two coastal countries of the Black Sea — Bulgaria and Romania** — to the European
Union gave the organization the ambition to play a more consolidated role in the region. In the process
of development and strengthening of the Black Sea region, the European Union tried to use various
instruments of enlargement, pre- accession assistance to Turkey, which was expressed in granting the status
of a "candidate" country; Strategic partnership with Russia and the creation of the "Eastern Partnership",
as the eastern dimension of the European Neighborhood Policy. As we are aware, the region faced many
challenges, there were security challenges, conflicts. During the indicated period, the intervention of the
European Union as a security actor significantly increased its influence in the Black Sea region. The European
Union’s Neighborhood Policy (2003), Black Sea Synergy (2007) and Eastern Partnership (2009) facilitated
approachment of regional players closer to the EU and had a significant impact on the region’s democratic
transformation and internal consolidation.

Conclusion

At present, it is deemed impossible to define the field of security within strict methodological
or disciplinary frameworks. The list of threats that modern players (Securitizer) consider important is
rapidly changing. The current picture of security in the Black Sea region can be presented in the first place,
as conflicting discourses grouped around specific cases, the main goal of which is to avoid (prevent)
threats.

In the light of the discussed issue, we can say that the political interest in creating zones of influence and
dividing lines in the region has a negative impact not only on important security aspects of the region,
but also on its political and economic situation. Russia’s military aggression against both Georgia and
Ukraine dramatically changed the security balance in the Black Sea region. On the other hand, these actions
created a significant threat to the security and stability of Europe.
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Georgia, as a country interested in peace and stable development, should continue active cooperation
with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and the European Union. Properly formulated and effectively
implemented neighborhood policy is of particular importance for regional security, as well as internal security
and stability.

In the light of the discussed issue, we have formulated our vision regarding the strengthening
of the security of the Black Sea region, as well as the role of Georgia in this regard.

First of all, we will say that taking into account the organic interrelationship between security issues and
the economy, it is necessary to pay more attention to the modernization of transport and energy routes crosses
the Black Sea region, including the digital infrastructure necessary for it. Otherwise, talk about the military
alliances and other connections necessary for security will not be sufficient for valid global competitiveness
and regional stability.

As for the involvement of the Georgian side, we believe that it should be more proactive. Although our
vision for the security of the Black Sea is reflected in various strategic documents, it is necessary to develop
a more detailed and specified policy, within the framework of which state agencies (Ministry of Internal
Affairs, Ministry of Defense and Ministry of Foreign Affairs, etc.) will act in a coordinated manner.
Considering the relevance of the issue, a special agency (perhaps in the form of a department) should
be formed at the Ministry of Defense, which will coordinate the implementation of relevant policies and
the development of a coordinated approach related to the security of the Black Sea region.

Special importance for the security of the Black Sea region is given to the development of a consistent
and thought out policy by NATO, which will involve the regional member states of the alliance. At the same
time, it is important that NATO conducts an active dialogue with both Georgia and Ukraine in the process
of developing initiatives.

It is important to determine the degree of involvement of the European Union in the way of strengthening
the security of the region. Georgia should pay attention to the ongoing reform processes and democratization
within the Black Sea region in the context of the European Union. It is desirable that the European Union
develops a macro-regional strategy for strengthening stability and prosperity in the region. It should
be emphasized that this idea is actively supported by Bulgaria, such an approach is already valid in relation
to the Baltic Sea, the Alps, the Danube and other regions.

It is necessary to take into account the fact that Georgia is connected to the European Union through
the Black Sea. Attribution to the Black Sea region should be perceived as part of the European identity.
At the same time, within the framework of this region, the two leading countries of the Eastern Partnership —
Georgia and Ukraine — are given opportunities to conduct relations with the European Union in a new format.

In order to strengthen regional security, it is important to hold regular high-level summits, preferably at
the level of leaders of the leading states, representatives of the EU, USA, Great Britain and other strategic
partners, in order to ensure the necessary coordination. The main purpose of regular summits should be
supporting the sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of the countries of the Black Sea region.
Within the framework of the summit, it is desirable to discuss regional security, actually geopolitical (not
"ethnic") conflicts, cyber security, illegal migration, international terrorism and other current issues and
challenges.
