The relevance of the research is based on the theoretical foundations of the migration of Ukrainian
refugees from the war during the aggression of the Russian Federation in 2022-2024 and their role in the
political processes of our time as a sequence of events caused by certain circumstances. They have their
own peculiarities and require careful research by scholars. A number of scientific studies and public
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discussions have been dedicated to this topic. However, at the theoretical and practical level, there is no
consensus among researchers on the formation of the image of migrant refugees from the war in Ukraine in
2022-2024 in the political processes of our time. These processes have been significantly altered by the
forced movements of Ukrainian citizens to safe territories of other states under the influence of constant
shelling by the racist aggressor. These events were spontaneous, which determined the expediency of
scientific research based on the opinion of citizens of host countries regarding migrant refugees from the
war in Ukraine in 2022-2024. The generalisation of the research materials showed that refugee migrants
from the war in Ukraine in the globalisation political processes of our time in the context of Russian
aggression in 2022-2024 became the object of research. The subject of the research is the regularities of
efficiency and rationality of assistance to Ukrainian migrant refugees from the war in the EU host
countries, challenges and positive aspects of refugee migration from Ukraine abroad. The main directions
of the globalisation political processes of our time, which could not take into account the unpredictability
of mass refugees from the war in Ukraine, the new influx of refugee migrants from the war in Ukraine to
the host countries of the EU and the world, are also debatable. The study summarises the opinions of
citizens of host countries regarding refugee migrants from the war in Ukraine in 2022-2024 and draws
conclusions based on which recommendations are proposed for the EU Council to adopt a decision on the
guaranteed allocation of funds from the EU state budget and the EU and world host countries to support
Ukraine and its refugees until the end of the war and the restoration of Ukraine after its completion.

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MOSCOVIAN MILITARY AGGRESSION: THE IMPACT OF THE WAR ON CRIME IN
UKRAINE IN THE LIGHT OF STATISTICS FOR 2013-2024

The paper focuses on the 2013-2024 crime trends in Ukraine subjected to changes and challenges due
to the 2022 Moscovian military invasion of Ukraine. The article demonstrates that the number of crimes
committed in Ukraine in 2022, 2023 and 2024 exceeded the number of crimes committed in 2021. The
author concludes that continuous attacks on Ukrainian cities by Russian drones and missiles and
destruction of the infrastructure left many people without their homes, incomes, hopes and perspectives.
Therefore, the number of crimes increased significantly in 2023-2024 considering the ruination of all
aspects of economic and social life in Ukraine. All these factors, including further mass migration of people
from the frontline areas, increased crimes rates significantly. In addition, the crime landscape took new
forms and characteristics having received the injection of purely wartime crimes (crimes against military
service, war crimes and crimes against national security). For example, in 2022, law enforcement agencies
registered five times more crimes against national security as compared to the whole period of 2013-2021.
The author found that the Moscovian military invasion had brought an increase in numbers of crimes in the
sphere of protection of state secrets, inviolability of state borders, provision of conscription and
mobilization. Additionally, crime rates resulting from illegal use of firearms rose after February 2022. The
War also increased the number of crimes committed with the use of explosives. These crimes have indicated
a dualistic trend: 1) the number of crimes increased; 2) the number of criminal proceedings with suspects
decreased. The author argues that all material and human resources of Ukraine have been directed to the
needs of the defence of the state from the Moscovian military aggression, including the police. Therefore,
the quality of investigation of crimes and the preventive effect of criminal punishment decreased
proportionally. The War made criminality more rural and ‘cut’ the numbers of detected crimes against
human life and health. The author argues that police statistics on torture occupy a very controversial place
in the analysis of the general structure of crime in Ukraine. The number of officially registered crimes of
torture determines many questions concerning the latent nature of this type of crime as well as the
effectiveness of investigation of torture by state agents which become known to the society. At the same
time, sex crimes decreased significantly in 2022, as could be expected from the wartime society. The article
is also focused on the trends of domestic violence which became an interesting phenomenon of the crime
landscape in wartime Ukraine. In the light of the absence of both victims and perpetrators due to mass
migration of potential victims and participation of many potential perpetrators in military actions, crime
rates go up. No less interesting picture one can find in the case of drug-related crimes. Even in the light of
further escalation of military actions, the state continues focusing even on minor drug crimes, what raises
the question of the effectiveness and efficiency of crime prevention during the War. While considering
property crimes in wartime Ukraine, the first hypothesis appears that the absence of properly organised
policing would lead to a serious increase of the number of property crimes. However, the number of
property crimes decreased significantly. In contrast, the crime of fraud demonstrates absolutely another
trend. Additionally, economic offences and ‘white-collar’ crimes also demonstrate how crime has adapted
to wartime conditions.

Keywords: Ukraine, crime prevention, crime trends, police statistics, criminology, the 2022 Moscovian
military aggression against Ukraine, full-scaled aggression of Russia against Ukraine, the police, policing,
law enforcement agencies.

Introduction. This paper aims at research of the crime trends in Ukraine in the period of 2013-2024
where the focus is made on the impact of the 2022 Moscovian military aggression (the War) on criminality

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in Ukraine and the national crime prevention policy.

In addition to the previously developed and published author’s research and conclusions, this paper is
focused on the issues of the characteristics of offenders where special attention is paid to trends in personal
and social characteristics of offenders occurred during the War.

This paper is based on the previous author’s papers focused on crime trends in Ukraine in different
periods of 2022 (Yagunov, D. (2022). Crime prevention policy in Ukraine in the light of crime statistics for
the period of eight months of 2022. Bulletin of the Vasyl' Stus Donetsk National University. Series Political
sciences. Volume 4. P.p. 28-45; Yagunov, D. (2022). Criminal justice system of Ukraine in the wartime:
impacts and challenges. European Political and Law Discourse. Volume 9, Issue 4. P.p. 33-51; Yagunov, D.
(2022). Impact of the 2022 Russian military aggression on crime trends in Ukraine (analysis of crime
prevention policy in the light of crime statistics for ten months of 2022).

Terminology. According to Article 276 of the Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine, notification of
suspicion shall be necessarily issued in the following cases: 1) apprehension of an individual at the scene of
a criminal offence or immediately after the commission of a criminal offence; 2) enforcement of a measure
of restraint against an individual as prescribed by this Code; 3) availability of sufficient evidence to suspect
a person of having committed a criminal offence.

Therefore, in this paper, we describe 2013-2024 crime trends in Ukraine based on two main indicators
of the Ukrainian criminal justice system: 1) the general number of criminal proceedings opened and registered
by the Ukrainian law enforcement agencies (the number of crimes); 2) the number of criminal proceedings
where concrete suspects were given the notifications (notes) of suspicion.

In corresponding tables and diagrams, we use the term “notifications”, which reflects the number of
criminal proceedings with concrete suspects (the number of notifications of suspicion).

Crime Rates. In 2022, the Ukrainian law enforcement agencies (hereafter — LEA) registered 362636
crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings where the above-mentioned numbers reflect both criminal
proceedings with concrete suspects and so-called “factual” criminal proceedings (without concrete suspects).

It should be noted that the number of registered crimes even for the period of ten months of 2022
almost reached the level of 2021 (a whole year). Consequently, the number of crimes committed in Ukraine
in 2022 exceeded the number of crimes committed in 2021 (321443 crimes) and the number of crimes
committed in 2020 (360662 crimes) (Figure 1). The above-mentioned facts seem to be of a great importance
due to the general presumption that negative social and economic consequences of the War would lead to
increasing crime trends in Ukraine.

At the same time, in 2023, the LEA registered 475595 crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings
where notes of suspicion were given in 189292 proceedings

Correspondingly, in 2024, the LEA registered 492479 crimes with corresponding criminal proceedings
where notes of suspicion were given in 194688 proceedings.

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At the same time, as police statistics demonstrate, the number of criminal proceedings with suspects in
2022-2024 dropped significantly as compared with the pre-War period, which serves as an indicator of the
decreasing effectiveness of the national criminal justice system. It could also be noted that the ratio between
the number of criminal proceedings and the number of criminal proceedings with concrete suspects has had
a stable trend towards decreasing until the 2022 Moscovian military invasion. As a result, the criminal justice
system of Ukraine has demonstrated one of the highest ratios in the last ten years (Figure 2).

Geographical Distribution of Crime. One of the main conclusions from research into crime trends
in 2022 is that the War made criminality in Ukraine more rural. In 2013, the ratio between crimes committed
in urban and rural areas was 4,04. However, in 2022, the same ratio decreased to the point of 3,45 with further
decrease to the point of 2,35 in 2024 (Figure 3).

In the period of 2013-2021, urban crimes occupied 77 — 78% in the general structure of criminality in
Ukraine. The beginning of the War has brought the minimum level of urban crime (74,14 %) and maximum
level of rural crime (22,97 %) for the last ten years of national history of crime prevention. Moreover, in
2024, police statistics demonstrate the lowest level of crimes in urban areas (67.6%) and the highest level of
crimes in rural areas (28,7%). It appears that such changes have resulted from the 2022 Moscovian military
aggression, where many crimes were committed by Russian soldiers and officers in rural areas (Figure 4).

Nationality. As previously, crimes committed by foreign nationals in Ukraine occupy an insignificant
segment in the general structure of criminality (Figure 5).

At the same time, the War has led to a reduction in crimes committed by foreign nationals (Figure 6).
Probably, police statistics do not cover crimes committed by Moscovian military agents during the 2022 War.
Nevertheless, there is no reference in the police statistics that the mentioned indicator does not cover crimes
committed by Moscovian occupiers.

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Age. One of the surprising conclusions drawn from police statistics is that the percentage of crimes
committed by persons at the age of 18 — 59 years has changed since 2021. In other words, the War has led to
changes in the percentage of crimes committed by adults under 60 years (Figure 7).

During the War, crime has become ‘older’ in Ukraine. The percentage of crimes committed by
offenders over 60 has increased, which can be partly explained by involvement of such persons in
collaboration with Moscovian occupiers before and during the War. However, the main number of
passionaries who could commit crimes were recruited into the Army or join the Army voluntary (Figure 8).

Police statistics demonstrate a decrease in involvement of persons over 60 in crimes against property,
against public order (including illegal keeping of firearms) or drug-related crimes. In contrast, police statistics
demonstrate an increase in involvement of persons over 60 in crimes against human life and health (1083
crimes in 2022, 145 crimes in 2023, and 1590 crimes in 2024) (Table 1).

Age. One of the surprising conclusions drawn from police statistics is that the percentage of crimes
committed by persons at the age of 18 — 59 years has changed since 2021. In other words, the War has led to
changes in the percentage of crimes committed by adults under 60 years (Figure 7).
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During the War, crime has become ‘older’ in Ukraine. The percentage of crimes committed by
offenders over 60 has increased, which can be partly explained by involvement of such persons in
collaboration with Moscovian occupiers before and during the War. However, the main number of
passionaries who could commit crimes were recruited into the Army or join the Army voluntary (Figure 8).

Police statistics demonstrate a decrease in involvement of persons over 60 in crimes against property,
against public order (including illegal keeping of firearms) or drug-related crimes. In contrast, police statistics
demonstrate an increase in involvement of persons over 60 in crimes against human life and health (1083
crimes in 2022, 145 crimes in 2023, and 1590 crimes in 2024) (Table 1).

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At the same time, in 2022, offenders over 60 committed many more crimes against national security
as compared with the whole period of 2016-2021 (the ratio is 2,89) (Table 2, Figure 9).

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Police statistics demonstrate that in relative numbers, persons under 60 committed many more crimes
against national security and war crimes as compared with other types of crimes (Table 3, Figure 11).

Offenders under 18. Police statistics show that the number of offenders under 18 having committed
property crimes had reduced until 2022. Moreover, the number of such crimes dropped significantly in 2022-
2024 as compared to 2021. In contrast, the number of offenders under 18 who committed crimes against
human life and human health has reduced insignificantly (Figure 12).

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In contrast, the number of offenders having committed drug-related crimes does not show such rapid
trends to the decrease, which can prove a hypothesis that the War had no influence on the illegal drug market,
which is informally controlled by the police (Figure 13).

Offenders at the age 18 — 28. Police statistics show that the number of offenders at the age of 18 — 28
years having committed property crimes has also had a trend to reduce until 2022. The number of offenders
having committed crimes against human life and human health has increased (Figure 14).

As in previous example with drug-related crimes committed by persons under 18, the number of
offenders at the age of 18 — 28 who committed drug-related crimes does not demonstrate such rapid trends
towards the decrease, which can also prove the hypothesis that the War had no influence on the illegal drug
market, which is informally controlled by the police.

Offenders at the age 29 — 39. As far as offenders at the age of 29 — 39 are concerned, the corresponding
crime rates reflect the general crime trends typical for Ukraine.

We can also point to reduction in persons at the age of 29 — 39 who committed crimes against human
life and human health in 2022 with further increase. At the same time, numbers of drug offenders seem to be
not influenced by the War, which gives us additional grounds to argue about the illegal control of the police
over the illegal drug market and its ‘customers’ (Figure 16).

As far as crimes against public service and against justice are concerned, the number of offenders at
the age of 29 — 39 having committed the above-mentioned crimes dropped significantly in 2022, which can
also be explained with the impact of the War on normal life of Ukrainian society (Figure 17). However, in
2023 and 2024, the number of crimes against public service and against justice increased, mainly due to
crimes of not-execution of judicial decisions.

The conclusions presented above could also be used in relation to
offenders at the age of 40 — 54: reduction in crimes against human life and human health, as well as serious
reduction in property crimes in 2022 (Figure 18).

In line with previous conclusions, it is not surprising that the number of persons at the age of 40 — 54
committed drug-related crimes had increased.

In contrast, the number of persons committed crimes against public security, public service and justice
had decreased in 2022 with further increase in 2023-2024 (Figure 19).

The same conclusions could be drawn from the police statistics in
relation to offenders at the age of 55 — 59 (Figure 20).
As it was argued before, the crime trends of drug offences seem to be not influenced by the War, which
gives us additional grounds to argue about the control of the police over the illegal drug market (Figure 20).

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In contrast, the number of persons having committed crimes against public order, public service and
justice has decreased in 2022 with further increase in 2023 and 2024 (Figure 21).

Offenders over 60. Finally, the number of offenders over 60 years who committed crimes against
property decreased significantly after the War started, with further increase in 2023. At the same time, the
number of offenders over 60 years who committed crimes against human life and human health increased
significantly in 2023 and 2024.

The number of persons who committed drug-related crimes, as could be predicted in the light of
previously drawn conclusions, has decreased insignificantly (Figure 23).

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As far as we have paid special attention to offenders having committed drug-related crimes, we have
decided to present the numbers of the above-mentioned offenders graphically in a separate Figure (Figure
25).

Here, we can observe the numbers of offenders of the mentioned category for the period of 2016 —
2024.

If we exclude the pick of such persons at the age of 29 — 39 registered in 2017, we can conclude that
there had been no rapid changes in this number until the War started. In other words, the War has significantly
impacted the number of such persons after the War started.

The same generally could be said in relation to drug offenders under 18 years and drug offenders over
55 years. It is obvious that the War has impacted the numbers of such drug offenders: people in the age of 55
— 59 became involved more in drug crimes, people over 60 became involved less in drug crimes (Figure 26,
Table 4).

With an aim to compare trends in numbers of offenders having committed drug-related crimes (Figure
25, Figure 26), we can demonstrate the same figures but with offenders having committed property crimes
(Figure 27, Figure 28).

Here, we can note how the War significantly impacted the numbers of property offenders where the
average numbers of such persons remain unchanged in 2024 as compared with 2022 (Figure 27, Figure 28,
Table 5).

Educational Background. The wartime period has put on the agenda an interesting aspect concerned

with educational background of offenders (Figure 29, Table 6).
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The percentage of offenders with professional (technical) education for the period of twelve months
of 2022 was the same as compared with 2021, while the percentage of offenders with a university degree
increased to the level of 13,73 % (Figure 29, Figure 30, Table 6).

Moreover, for the period of 2016-2022 there was a trend of increase in the proportion of offenders with
a university degree. After the 2022 invasion, the number of of offenders with a university degree remains
mostly unchanged. In contrast, for the period of 2016-2024 there was a trend of decrease in the proportion of
offenders with no education.

As far as offenders with technical education are concerned, the War has not impacted significantly on
their percentage in the general number of offenders (18,71 % in 2021, 18,05 % in 2022, 17,86 % in 2023,
17,92% in 2024) (Figure 30).

As far as offenders with secondary school education are concerned, the War has decreased their
percentage in the general number of offenders (68,63 % in 2021, 66,69 % in 2022, 67,47 % in 2923, 67,57
% in 2024) (Figure 31).

Crimes against Human Life and Health. We can observe how the War “cut” the number of detected
crimes against human life and health in March 2022 because of the reasons mentioned above. As a result, in
July 2022, the number of crimes against human life and health, previously dropped seriously in March 2022,
has reached the level of January 2022 in July 2022.

In 2021, 33657 crimes against human life and public health were committed. At the same time, notes
of suspicion were given only 22524 criminal proceedings.

In 2022, 43199 against human life and public health were committed. At the same time, notes of
suspicion were given only 16559 criminal proceedings.

In 2023, 63766 crimes against human life and public health were committed. At the same time, notes
of suspicion were 22920 criminal proceedings.

In 2024, 80054 crimes against human life and public health were committed. At the same time, notes
of suspicion were given only 23365 criminal proceedings (Figure 32).

In contrast, only 5% of perpetrators were identified in 2022, only 2,8 % of perpetrators in 2023, and
only 1,9 % of perpetrators in 2024 that indicates an obvious operational weakness of the national criminal
justice system in the wartime (Figure 35).

One most important conclusion from the above-mentioned comparative analysis is a big difference in
numbers of intentional homicides, which is obviously concerned with the 2022 Moscovian invasion of
Ukraine. At the same time, it is difficult to separate the number of murders committed by Moscovian military
agents from those which were committed by Ukrainian ‘civilian’ criminals.

Minor Crimes against Human Health. As far as interaction between victims and the LEA is
concerned, after the 2022 Moscovian military invasion, Ukrainians applied much less to the LEA with claims
of minor injuries (Figure 36).

These trends can also be explained by that people generally understood the priorities of the law-
enforcement system in the wartime period, where the police officers would probably be expected to sabotage
registering minor crimes and minor offences.

Here, we present police statistics of all minor crimes against human health committed in 2013-2024
(statistics of 2020 — 2022 include data on minor crimes and minor offences against health, according to Article
12 of the Criminal Code (“Classification of criminal offences”)).

Another important conclusion from the above police statistics is that the Ukrainian criminal justice
system has adapted to the wartime conditions and challenges and “swum out” from the deep crisis. At least,
the fact that the police have turned back again to registering minor crimes and minor offences against human
health can be considered as a normalization of the police routine (Figure 36).

Torture. Police statistics on torture (Article 127 of the Criminal Code) occupy a controversial place
in the analysis of the general structure of crime in Ukraine. On one hand, systematic torture by the police and
prison officers has shaped corresponding views on torture practices in the Ukrainian society and media. The
Ukrainian society has a strong view that ill-treatment by the police and prison officers is a wide-spread
phenomenon. On the other one, the number of officially registered crimes of torture determines many
guestions concerning the latent nature of this type of crime as well as the effectiveness of investigation of
torture by state agents in Ukraine which become known to the society (Table 7).

The police statistics indicate the next trends of crime of torture in Ukraine: 1) before the 2022 War,
there was a decline in number of crimes of torture registered by the LEA; 2) after the War started, the number
of crimes of torture increased rapidly and reached the level of the 2020 indicators.

At the same time, both the pre-War and the War periods demonstrate a strong trend that only 40% of
criminal proceedings had a clear judicial perspective (28 % before the War (2016 - 2021) and 50% in the
period of 2022—-2024).

Additionally, the percentage of dropped criminal proceedings stimulates additional questions about the
effectiveness of pre-trial investigation of tortures. The specific feature of crimes of torture is that the victim
can identify a perpetrator or at least to provide the information that he or she was subjected to torture in a
concrete police department or in a concrete prison (Table 8).

In general, after 2022, a positive trend can be detected when notes of suspicion were given in more
criminal proceedings and less criminal proceedings were dropped. However, such even positive trends are
far from the appropriate state of things: too many criminal proceedings are ‘factual’ (without suspects), too
many criminal proceedings in torture cases are dropped (Figure 38).

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Domestic Violence. In recent years, domestic violence has become an object of special attention by
the Parliament, the Government and the society in general. Therefore, domestic violence could be an
attractive object for a criminological research in the context of the impact of the War on the society.

In 2017, the Criminal Code was supplemented by Article 126-1 according to the Law Ne 2227-VIII of
06.12.2017 and amended by the Law Ne 3342-1X of 23.08.2023, where the domestic violence was defined as
a crime.

According to the Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code, domestic violence is defined as intentional
systematic commission of physical, psychological or economic violence against a spouse or former spouse
or another person with whom the perpetrator is (was) in a family or close relationship, which results in
physical or psychological suffering, health disorders, disability, emotional dependence or deterioration of the
quality of life of the victim.

As the police statistics show, 4800 crimes resulted from domestic violence were registered in Ukraine
in 2021. The next year, after the War started, 3360 crimes resulted from domestic violence were registered.
Such a reduction could be explained by different factors like the mass migration of potential victims to other
European countries and the participation of many potential perpetrators in military actions. In any case, the
traditional social basis for domestic violence was minimised largely with the War (Figure 39).

However, in 2023, 6805 crimes resulted from domestic violence were registered in Ukraine. Moreover,
in 2024, 8900 crimes resulted from domestic violence were registered in Ukraine.

Two interesting facts are drawn from the analysis of official police statistics: 1) an average number of
crimes resulted from domestic violence in 2022 decreased 1,42 times as compared with 2021; 2) an average
number of crimes resulted from domestic violence in 2022-2024 is 2,9 times higher as compared with an
average number of the same crimes in the period of 20122021 (2189 and 6355 correspondingly) (Figure
40).

It should be noted that police statistics distinguishes two indicators: 1) crimes resulted from domestic
violence; 2) domestic violence as a separate crime.

Here, we can see the statistical data for both indicators:

- 2019: 2554 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1068 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code);

- 2020: 3972 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2213 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code);
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- 2021: 4800 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2432 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code);

- 2022: 3360 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1498 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code);

- 2023: 6805 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 1824 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code);

- 2024: 8900 crimes resulted from domestic violence (total), 2810 crimes of domestic violence (Article
126-1 of the Criminal Code).

Several conclusions could be drawn from police statistics.

Before the War started, there was a permanent trend that crimes of domestic violence constituted a half
of all crimes resulted from domestic violence (42% in 2019, 55% in 2020, 51% in 2021). However, after the
War started, the percentage of crime of domestic violence (Article 126-1 of the Criminal Code) reduced to
the level of 35% (45% in 2022, 27% in 2023, 32% in 2024) in favour of other crimes resulted from domestic
violence. We can presume that other crimes resulted from domestic violence could hide different forms of
ill-treatment by private individuals, which is hidden from real statistical representation. At the same time, it
is obviously problematic to separate domestic violence from other crimes resulted from domestic violence.

Crimes against Will, Honour and Dignity of a Person. At the same time, the number of crimes
against will, honour and dignity of a person has increased significantly — from 782 crimes in 2021 to 1535
crimes in 2022.

At the same time, the number of criminal proceedings where offenders were informed on suspicion
dropped significantly — from 412 criminal proceedings (2021) to 207 criminal proceedings (2022) (Figure
41).

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The highest indicator of crimes against will, honour and dignity of a person was registered in 2014
which could be explained with the political and social consequences of the 2014 Revolution of Dignity when
people were regularly arbitrary deprived of their freedom (Figure 37).

What is more important is the fact that after the 2022 Moscovian military invasion, the average level
of such crimes has doubled as compared with any year for the period of 2016-2021 (1535 crimes in 2022,
782 crimes in 2021, 712 crimes in 2020, 981 crimes in 2019, 939 crimes in 2018, 918 crimes in 2017, 734
crimes in 2016) (Figure 42).

Drug-Related Crimes. The situation with drug-related crimes partly refutes the thesis that the War
‘cut’ all indicators of the police statistics. The number of many crimes stated in numerous Chapters of the
Criminal Code, which was registered in March 2022, decreased sharply for completely understandable
reasons. Many types of crimes that might have been expected to increase after the start of the 2022 Moscovian
military invasion saw a sharp drop.

Nevertheless, it appeared that drugs, drug offenders (especially petty offenders) and drug-related
crimes (especially minor crimes) were absolutely another matter.

In 2022, more than 34 thousand drug-related crimes were registered in wartime Ukraine (34398
criminal proceedings in general, 22678 criminal proceedings with given notifications of suspicion) (Figure
43).

No less interesting is the fact that the ratio between the general number of registered criminal
proceedings and criminal proceedings with given notifications of suspicion in 2022 appeared one of the
highest for the last ten years (the exclusion is 2016 with ratio 1,66) (Figure 44).

It could also be noted that in 2022, the general number of criminal proceedings in minor drug-related
offences and minor drug-related crimes increased. At the same time, the general number of criminal
proceedings in grave and special grave drug-related offences decreased, but not significantly.

In contrast, in 2024, the number of criminal proceedings in minor drug-related offences, minor drug-
related crimes and special grave drug-related offences increased insignificantly. At the same time, the general
number of criminal proceedings in grave drug-related offences increased drastically (14806 crimes in 2023,
21713 in 2024) (Figure 45).

Accordingly, the general number of criminal proceedings with suspects in drug-related offences and
minor drug-related crimes increased (Figure 46).

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It can be concluded from observing Figure 47 that the biggest number of minor drug-related offences
and drug-related crimes was registered in 2024 (for the period of 2014 — 2024).

Here, we would like to draw some conclusions. The 2022 police statistics demonstrate that 34398 drug-
related crimes have already been committed in 2022. In 2023, the police registered 39124 drug-related crimes.
In 2024, the police registered 48233 drug-related crimes.

The importance of the fight against drug crime cannot be underestimated. However, the main question
here is: does the National Police of Ukraine effectively manage its personnel’s potential under wartime
conditions?

The question is on the surface: drug-related crimes are mostly the crimes of peacetime. Considering
closed borders, border checks, curfews and roadblocks, the number of registered drug-related crimes should
theoretically have decreased, not the other way around.

It seems that the mechanism of an artificial ‘market’ for drug-related crimes, where criminals are very
often victims at the same time, and where police officers know who, where and under what conditions will
commit the next ‘crime’, ‘should not stand idle’ even during the War.

Offenses against of Military Service (Military Crimes)

Expectedly, the number of offenses against military service (military crimes) has also increased
significantly in 2022-2024. The increase took place due to purely ‘wartime’ Articles of the Criminal Code
such as Article 407 (“Abandoning a military unit or place of service”), Article 408 (“Desertion”) and Article
402 (“Disobedience”).

Figure 49 demonstrates that increasing the personnel of the Military Forces of Ukraine expectedly led
to an increase of crimes committed by Ukrainian military officials. In 2023, military staff committed 28666

military crimes. The next year, they committed 93900 military crimes what is 3,3 times bigger as compared
to 2023 (Figure 49).

A special attention is paid here to the number of crimes of absence without leave from a military unit
or place of service (Article 407 of the Criminal Code).

The police registered 16515 crimes in 2023 and 66240 crimes in 2024. At the same time the number
of criminal proceedings with suspects were very law (2239 and 7398 correspondingly). The main conclusion
here is that the number of registered crimes has in parallel to the decrease of identified suspects in
corresponding criminal proceedings (Figure 50).

Partly the same could be said about a more serious crime — desertion (Article 408 of the Criminal
Code). If, in 2021, 117 crimes of desertion were registered, the number of crimes in 2022 increased up to the
level of 3214. Moreover, 7771 crimes were registered in 2023 and 23209 crimes in 2024 (Table 51).

Here, we should mention that in 2014, the ratio between the number of registered crimes (total number
of criminal proceedings) and the number of suspects (criminal proceedings with notifications of suspicion)
was 1,4.

The same ratio was 1,1 in 2015, 11,4 in 2022, 45 in 2023, and 36 in 2024.

So, the main conclusion here is that the criminal justice system of Ukraine is mostly oriented now on
the quantitative indicators rather than on the qualitative ones.

No fewer interesting criminological conclusions could be drawn from the analysis of crime foreseen
by Article 426-1 of the Criminal Code (Excess of power or official authority by a military official). While in
2016, 65 crimes were registered with 17 suspects, in 2022, we can observe the increase in the distance
between the number of crimes and number of suspects (Figure 52).

Police statistics indicate the following numbers: 426 crimes in 2022, 487 crimes in 2023, and 599
crimes in 2024.

As in the previous example with a crime of desertion, the ratio between the number of registered crimes
(total number of criminal proceedings) and the number of suspects (criminal proceedings with notifications
of suspicion) was 9,3 in 2021. In 2022, the same indicator increased to the level of 21, which also raises an
issue of effectiveness of the military justice system (Table 53).

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The 2022 Moscovian military invasion brought serious changes to practices of bringing military men
to criminal liability for the offence of unauthorised leaving of a battlefield or refusal to use weapons. For the
whole period of 2013-2024, only 2 criminal proceedings were registered (including 1 criminal proceeding
with a given notification of suspicion). In 2022, the LEA registered 150 criminal proceedings (6 criminal
proceedings with given notifications of suspicion) (Table 54).

The 2022 Moscovian military invasion brought serious changes to practices of bringing military men
to criminal liability for the offence of voluntary rendering oneself prisoner of war.

For the whole period of 2013 — 2024, zero criminal proceedings were registered. In other words, this
Avrticle of the Criminal Code was ‘dead’ from the practical point of view. In 2022, the LEA registered 16
criminal proceedings (with no concrete suspects). In 2023-2024, there were only 18 criminal proceeding
registered (Table 55).

No less ‘dead’ was Article 432 of the Criminal Code (Marauding). For the whole period of 2013-2024,
only 2 criminal proceedings were registered with zero suspects (one criminal proceeding in 2014 and one
criminal proceeding in 2022).

Property Crimes. While considering property crimes in wartime Ukraine, the first hypothesis appears
that the absence of well and properly organized policing would lead to a serious increase of the number of
property crimes.

Nevertheless, the number of recorded property crimes has in fact significantly decreased (Figure 55,
Figure 56). The impact of the War on property crimes is more than obvious: 158729 property crimes in 2021,
113137 property crimes in 2022, 178902 property crimes sin 2023, and 132910 property crimes in 2024.

The same way the War impacted the practices of crimes of theft: 113517 thefts in 2021, 69496 thefts
in 2022, 82123 thefts in 2023, and 55576 thefts in 2024 (Figure 56).

Surprisingly, crimes of fraud in 2022 demonstrated absolutely another trend: the number of crimes of
fraud in 2022 (32086) appeared much bigger than in 2021 (23847). The police registered 82609 crimes of
fraud in 2022 and 64978 crimes of fraud in 2024 (Figure 60).

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Here we can mention that in February 2022, many Ukrainians tried to restore order by themselves in
conditions of the War chaos through demonstrative corporal punishment of marauders. Namely, “there is a
War here, and they are making money here”. Many Ukrainians supported such inhumane methods, and what
is important, among these "many" there were lawyers.

Almost one year has passed, and the police statistics have proven that, it turns out, the problem of
Ukrainian society during the War was completely different, and official statistics convincingly proved the
existence of the problem of moral and ethical foundations of Ukrainian society during the War: 1) during the
2022 War, criminal behaviour was considered as less permissible by individuals who belonged to the
“criminally addicted” strata of the society; 2) criminal behaviour was considered as more permissible by
individuals who were considered less inclined to commit crimes due to the presence of higher education,
higher ‘social status’ and greater social adaptability (Figure 61).

Moreover, this trend is partially confirmed by the latest corruption scandals at the highest levels of
government, which proves that the War is by no means a guarantee of the quasi-elites' understanding of the
society's problems, where the moral demand of “the water law of the jungle during a drought” comes first
(Figure 62).

Yes, be that as it may, the statistics of 2022 demonstrate the violation of, using Rudyard Kipling’s
expression, the “water truce in our jungle”, namely: 1) a significant decrease in thefts (although, on the other
hand, the tendency to decrease thefts existed even before the beginning of the war); 2) an explosive increase
in cases of frauds; 3) a sharp decline in real estate fraud, which can be attributed to the war's impact on the
real estate market.

Since the real estate market during the War stopped in fact, it is not surprising that the number of crimes
of real estate fraud decreased rapidly (1312 crimes in 2020, 1356 crimes in 2021, 798 crimes in 2022, 1176
crimes in 2023, 1091 crimes in 2024) (Figure 64).

Economic Criminal Offences. It was predictable that the number of economic criminal offences
would be also decreased: 5469 crimes in 2021, 3414 crimes in 2022, 4840 crimes in 2023, and 5139 crimes
in 2024 (Figure 65).

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A much more interesting conclusion concerning economic criminal offences is that the ratio between
the general number of criminal proceedings in economic crimes and criminal proceedings in economic crimes
with notifications of suspicion remained mostly the same as in previous years. In 2022, this ratio increased
insignificantly to the point of 2,4 from the level of 2 in 2021 (the same ratio of 2,4 can be found in 2018)
(Figure 66).

Criminal activities concerned with the use of counterfeit money, government securities, state lottery
tickets, excise tax stamps or holographic security features (Article 199 of the Criminal Code) were also
impacted with the War and reduced (859 crimes in 2019, 686 crimes in 2020, 494 crimes in 2021, 215 crimes
in 2022, 328 crimes in 2023, and 288 crimes in 2024) (Figure 67).

The same could be said about illegal actions in respect of remittance documents, payment cards and
other means providing access to bank accounts, electronic money and equipment for their production (Article
200 of the Criminal Code): 1577 crimes in 2021, 933 crimes in 2022, 468 crimes in 2023, and 745 crimes in
2024.

On the other hand, it is surprising that the number of registered crimes of such a category did not
decrease more, as could be expected.

There were 724 crimes in 2022, 711 crimes in 2019, and 609 crimes in 2018.

If we exclude the 2021 indicator, the number of crimes committed in 2022 was the biggest one for the
period of 2013-2024 (Figure 68).

In 2022, in contrast, the number of crimes of legalisation (laundering) of property proceeding from
crime (Article 209 of the Criminal Code) increased: 348 crimes in 2020, 395 crimes in 2021, 437 crimes in
2022, 969 crimes in 2023, and 1132 crimes in 2024 (Figure 69).

It could also be said that the number of these crimes has been stable in its increase since 2018. The
2022 Moscovian military invasion, as it could be found, did not impact such a trend (Figure 69).

In 2022, crime of financial fraud (Article 222 of the Criminal Code) demonstrated a rapid reduction.
In fact, the War led to zero indicators of such crimes in Ukraine. However, in 2023-2024, the police registered
107 such crimes (Figure 70).

Crimes Committed with Firearms. While analysing crimes committed with firearms, it could be
expected that crime rates resulting from illegal use of firearms would extremely rise after February 2022.

Nevertheless, police statistics partly refute such a presumption. Yes, it is obvious that the number of
crimes with weapons has seriously risen for the twelve months of 2022 compared with 2021 or 2020. On the
other hand, Ukrainian history knows examples when the number of crimes with weapons was higher (for
example, in 2014). At the same time, it should also be noted that the number of crimes committed with the
use of firearms in 2015 (in the period of the continuing Moscovian invasion to Eastern Ukraine was less than
even for twelve months of 2022 (Figure 71).

Additionally, it should be noted that in 2022, alongside an increase in the number of crimes committed
using firearms, the number of suspects in the same criminal proceedings decreased, which could also raise
an issue concerning the effectiveness of LEA activities.

Police statistics of 2022 demonstrate to which extent the number of registered intentional homicides
committed with the use of firearms has risen:

- in 2021, there were 36 intentional homicides committed using firearms;

- in 2022, the same indicator increased to the level of 247 crimes;

- in 2023, the same indicator increased to the level of 909 crimes;

- in 2024, the same indicator decreased to the level of 295 crimes (Figure 72).

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The same could be said about intentional serious bodily harm committed with firearms.

Here, it should be noted that, on one hand, 2022 has brought a bigger number of such crimes.

On the other hand, the 2014 data show the same numbers of crimes even in the absence of full-scaled
Moscovian military aggression (Figure 73).

Figure 74 demonstrates the number of aggravated robberies committed with the use of firearms and
numbers of suspects in corresponding criminal proceedings.

On one hand, we can observe a significant increase in aggravated robberies committed with the use of
firearms as compared with 2021.

On the other one, police statistics for 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017 demonstrate much bigger
numbers of aggravated robberies even when Ukrainian society was not so deeply saturated with firearms as
in 2022 (Figure 74).

Figure 75 demonstrates data on the number of crimes committed with the use of explosives and the
numbers of suspects in corresponding criminal proceedings (Figure 75).

Here, it can be concluded that crimes committed with the use of explosives have indicate a dualistic
trend: 1) the number or crimes increased (63 crimes in 2023, 86 crimes in 2024); 2) the number of criminal
proceedings with suspects decreased (14 proceedings in 2023, 18 proceedings in 2024).

The saturation of Ukrainian society with firearms and an increase in numbers of military men in the
country is used by organized crime groups which commit crimes not only with the use of firearms but also
with the use of military or police uniform.

Here, it should also be stressed on one aspect of post-war life of any state. It is not only about social
rehabilitation of former soldiers who directly participated in military actions but also potentially possible
criminal activity of persons with post-war traumatic disorders where some of them will not find themselves
in post-war society.

Figure 76 demonstrates trends in different crimes committed with firearms and explosives in
comparison.

Here, we can conclude that if crimes with the use of explosives and aggravated robberies with the use
of firearms largely increased (in absolute numbers), nevertheless, most crimes committed with firearms are
intentional homicides (Figure 76).

Crimes against Peace, Security of Mankind and International Legal order (War Crimes).
According to official data of the Office of General Prosecutor, as of 7 August 2022, the Ukrainian authorities
were investigating almost 26 thousand criminal cases of suspected war crimes committed after Russia’s full-
scale invasion of Ukraine on 24 February 2022.
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In 2023, the number of war crimes increased 246 times as compared to 2021 (62128 crimes). In 2023,
the number of crimes was mostly the same (62667 crimes). However, in 2024, the number of war crimes
decreased two times as compared to the previous year (Figure 77).

Sex Crimes. As far as sex crimes are concerned, the number of mentioned crimes decreased
significantly, as could be expected from wartime society. At the same time, we have the lowest level of sex
crimes in the ten-year history of crime prevention in Ukraine (Figure 78).

Moreover, in December 2022, there were only 2 sex crimes registered in Ukraine: 621 sex crimes for
the period of eleven months of 2022, and 623 sex crimes for the period of twelve months of 2022.

It is obvious that 2021 brought many restrictions concerned with the COVID pandemics which led to
the closing of all nightclubs, discos and restaurants where sex offences were often committed. Nevertheless,
the number of sex crimes registered in 2021 was one of the highest in the previous ten years of crime
prevention. However, the number of sex crimes increased to 947 in 2023 with further decrease in 2024 (872
crimes).

At the same time, restrictions imposed due to the wartime period led to a rapid decrease in the crimes
of rape in Ukrainian society. The beginning of the War led to a rapid decrease in rapes (406 rapes in 2021,
250 rapes in 2022). However, 450 rapes were registered in 2023, and 410 rapes were registered in 2024
(Figure 79).

Crimes against National Security. No less interesting is official statistics of crimes against national
security for 2013-2024

In 2013, as many as 8 crimes against national security were registered, in which only one criminal
proceeding had a concrete suspect. The rest were so-called “factual” criminal proceedings. That is, the ratio
between all cases and cases with concrete suspects was 8.

Here, we have visual additional — current criminological — evidence of the anti-state orientation of the
political regime in Ukraine that was overthrown in 2014. A big country in the centre of Europe with great
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potential, having a dangerous neighbour to the East, could not have such performance indicators of the
Security Service of Ukraine and other LEA.

Immediately after the 2014 Revolution of Dignity, the annexation of Crimea, the occupation of Eastern
Ukraine by Russia and before the start of a full-scale military invasion of Russia in 2022 — and regardless of
which President was in power — both the number of registered crimes and the number of criminal proceedings
with suspicion had the same ratio (Figure 80).

Crimes in the Sphere of Protection of State Secrets, Inviolability of State Borders, Provision of
Conscription and Mobilization. It was clearly expected that the 2022 Moscovian military invasion would
bring a serious increase in the numbers of military forces of Ukraine and transportation of military units
within Ukrainian territory.

Consequently, it was clearly expected that the 2022 Moscovian military invasion would bring an
increase in the numbers of crimes in the sphere of protection of state secrets, inviolability of state borders,
provision of conscription and mobilization.

As a result, as we can observe, the number of the above crimes in 2022 is 2,6 times bigger as compared
with 2021. However, the number of the above crimes in 2023 is 2,3 times bigger as compared with 2022
(1000, 2624 and 6279 crimes correspondingly) (Figure 81).

A special look should be paid to the crime of illegal trafficking of persons across the state border of
Ukraine (Article 332 of the Criminal Code).

The police registered only 327 such crimes in 2021. However, the War stimulated a rapid increase in
such crimes when 1225 crimes were registered in 2022. Moreover, 2301 crimes were registered in 2023, and
3106 crimes were registered in 3106.

Crimes against Justice. During the War, crimes against justice have mostly gone into the shadows in
Ukraine. Police statistics demonstrate a rapid decrease in crimes against justice (more than two times as
compared with 2021) although we tend to analyse such a decrease in the light of factual sabotage of the LEA
in registering such crimes: 7198 crimes in 2021, 3663 crimes in 2022, 5308 crimes in 2023, and 7369 crimes
in 2024 (Figure 83).

Intentional Non-Execution of the Court Decisions. Non-execution of court decisions remains a
chronic problem of the Ukrainian justice system, which was repeatedly noted by the Council of Europe and
the ECtHR.

If 2021 was an exception, then during the entire period of 2013-2024, the number of criminal
proceedings opened under Article 382 of the Criminal Code, fluctuated at approximately the same level,
heaving reached the highest position in 2019 (4212 registered crimes against justice), after which the number
of registered crimes against justice of the mentioned type started to consistently decrease.

In 2023, the police registered 2065 crimes. The next year, the police registered even more crimes
(3537).

On the other hand, applying the classic approach that crime within certain limits (both upper and lower)
is a normal social phenomenon, one can conclude about the extent to which the 2022 Moscovian aggression
has hit the justice system in Ukraine, significantly destroying what had been worked on for years both
Presidents of Ukraine, legislators, executive power, international and national experts, international and
national NGOs (Figure 85).

However, the number of crimes registered in 2022 indicates the objective and obvious priorities of
wartime society, and here we have a dualistic trend.

On the one hand, we have a record low number of registered crimes under Article 382 of the Criminal
Code, where such a few registered crimes do not at all indicate an improvement in the situation in the field
of execution of court decisions.
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On the other hand, we have an interesting situation.

Thus, since 2017, there has been a consistent trend of decreasing the ratio between the number of
registered crimes and the number of criminal proceedings with concrete suspects. That is, there were
reasonable suspicions, and we assume that there were grounds for them. That is, the criminal justice system
began functioning better.

Since 2022, there has been a sharp upward jump in this indicator, which reflects how deeply
destabilized the Ukrainian justice system has become due to the escalation of the Moscovian military
aggression against Ukraine (Figure 86).

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Registering crimes under Article 382 of the Criminal Code has become much easy, and even in already
registered criminal proceedings, as police statistics prove, there are no prospects. Crimes under Article 382
of the Criminal Code has become much more latent.

Independence of judges of any democratic state is one of the pillars of the sustainable development
and protection of human rights. Interference in the work of the judiciary is defined as a crime in the Article
376 of the Criminal Code.

Pursuant to the first paragraph of the Article 376, interference in any form with the activities of a judge
with the aim of obstructing the performance of his/her official duties or obtaining an unjust decision shall be
punishable by a fine of one thousand to four thousand tax-free minimum incomes, or correctional labour for
up to two years, or probationary supervision for up to three years.

Pursuant to the second paragraph of the Article 376, the same actions, if they prevented the prevention
of a criminal offence or detention of the person who committed it, or were committed by a person using
his/her official position shall be punishable by deprivation of the right to occupy certain positions or engage
in certain activities for a term of up to five years, or probationary supervision for a term of up to five years,
or imprisonment for a term of up to three years.

In the light of the numerous complaints of Ukrainian judges on interference in their independence, it
is very surprising that in 2019 there were 168 crimes registered with zero criminal proceedings with the
concrete suspects.

In 2020, there were only 143 crimes with 2 suspects.

In 2021, there were only 122 crimes with no suspects.

In 2022, there were only 64 crimes with 2 suspects.

In 2023, there were only 102 crimes with no suspects.

Finally, in 2024, there were only 98 crimes with 2 suspects.

To sum up, for the last six years, 697 actions were declared as crimes of interference in the work of the
judiciary. However, only 6 criminal proceedings of the last four years had concrete suspects.

The answer could lie in two areas. First, it can be concerned with the absence of the proper
investigations by the corresponding LEAs. Second, it could be concerned with the false evaluation of the
conflict situations by the judges who, as usual, initiate such criminal proceedings.
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These crimes are not latent as compared to other crimes. Therefore, the key may lie in proper evaluation
of situation by judges to avoid stigmatising with the label of ‘crime’ the actions which could be of a conflict
nature during the court proceeding or concerned with sometimes emotional expression of thoughts by parties
during the trial.

Crimes against Public Services. Here, we provide an analysis of the police statistics related to Section
XVII of the Criminal Code (“Criminal offences in the area of official and professional activity related to the
provision of public services”), which are following: abuse of authority or office (Article 364), abuse of power
by an official of a legal entity of private law, regardless of the organizational and legal form (Article 364-1),
excess of authority or official powers by a law enforcement officer (Article 365), abuse of power by persons
providing public services (Article 365-2), forgery in office (Article 366), neglect of official duty (Article
367), accepting an offer, promise or receiving an improper advantage by an official (Article 368), (unlawful
enrichment (Article 368-2), bribery of an official of a legal entity of private law, regardless of the
organizational and legal form (Article 368-3), abuse of influence (Article 369-2), provocation of bribery
(Article 370) and others.

A significant decrease in crimes against public services points to the fact that most of such crimes have
gone into the shadows (Figure 88).

The police statistics is the following:

- 18330 crimes were registered in 2021 (5874 criminal proceedings with suspects);

- 11617 crimes were registered in 2022 (4355 criminal proceedings with suspects);

- 14820 crimes were registered in 2023 (6048 criminal proceedings with suspects);

- 16820 crimes were registered in 2024 (7682 criminal proceedings with suspects);

Crimes against public services are very latent ones by nature but the 2022 Moscovian military invasion
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made them less latent, which is surprising (Figure 89).

In 2022, crimes of receiving a bribe have also gone into the shadows: 1566 registered crimes in 2021,

and 988 registered crimes (Figure 90).

A crime of bribery reflects a dualistic trend — a decrease in registered ‘white-collar’ crimes and an
increase in the ratio between registered crimes and the suspects in related criminal proceedings (Figure 91).

Corporate Raiding. In the general structure of criminality in Ukraine, a special place is occupied with
crimes concerned with corporate raiding.
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Here, we focus attention on two articles of the Criminal Code: obstruction of legitimate economic
activity (Article 206) and illegal seizure of property of an enterprise, institution, or organisation (Article
206-2).

Firstly, it should be stressed that the mentioned articles are not concerned only with activities of big
corporations. Moreover, as practice shows, they are used for the aims of prevention of illegal “conquests” of
small legal entities.

Secondly, it should be stressed that Ukraine is a big agricultural country, which supplies food to many
states of the European Union. Ukraine is one of the three largest exporters of agricultural products to the EU
(the USA and Brazil occupy the first places). According to the European Commission’s statistics, Ukraine
has supplied production to the EU by 7 billion euros.

Therefore, the EU is interested in a transparent and stable agricultural market in Ukraine, which is
important from the point of view of safety of products and minimizing money-laundering in the agricultural
sector. At the same time, one of the most dangerous problems both for Ukrainian justice and the agricultural
market is the problem of corporate raiding.

Of course, this is an issue mostly of peacetime, but at the same time, the War also exacerbates this issue
as much as possible. If, in peacetime, national and local quasi-elites were highly interested in the existence
of the permanent phenomenon of corporate raiding in Ukraine, then during the 2022 Moscovian military
aggression this phenomenon hid even more in the twilight.

Every year the spring-summer-autumn news from Ukraine demonstrated numerous examples of
corporate raiding of lands, fields, enterprises, utility premises, agricultural machinery, plants, factories etc.,
which is often “supported” by violent actions and the use of firearms.

But what about police statistics?

Unfortunately, police statistics say nothing about corporate raiding in Ukraine. As a result, it seems
that there is no corporate raiding in Ukraine.

Instead of corporate raiding, there is only a Soviet-style shaped ‘unauthorised action’ (Article 356 of
the Criminal Code) which provides punishment for “unauthorised action, that is doing anything contrary to
the rules established by law, where the lawfulness of such acts is challenged by an individual citizen, an
enterprise, institution or organisation, and where such acts caused any substantial damage to the interests
of a citizen, state and public interests, or interests of the owner”.

Let us analyse an issue of the corporate raiding in Ukraine in the light of the police statistics.

Police statistics for the last 10 years indicate that, on average, for the period 2013-2021, notes of
suspicion were handed in almost 40% of all criminal proceedings open in Ukraine.

The same indicator for 2022 is 36,5%.

At the same time, the same indicator under Article 206 of the Criminal Code for the period of 2013-
2021 is 3,64%. The same indicator for 2022 is 3,57%.

A similar indicator under Article 206-2 of the Criminal Code for the period 2014 — 2021 is 10,04% and
6,66% for the period of twelve months of 2022.

Having analysed the percentage of criminal proceedings under Articles 206 and 206-2 of the Criminal
Code (in light of the total number of criminal proceedings), we receive disappointing conclusions, especially
considering that, firstly, these crimes are not latent (because of the activities of the victims), and, secondly,
the police investigators and prosecutors ‘drive’ the most crimes of corporate raiding under simple
‘unauthorised action’.

Here, we have another clear example that the presence in the Criminal Code related prohibitions does
not guarantee that quasi-elites will be interested in restricting themselves in the use of such an illegal source
of income.

As a conclusion to this part of our criminological analysis, we should point out that the problem of
corporate raiding is a ‘face’ of a broader problem of corruption in the field of justice and the LEA activities
(Figure 92, Figure 93).

Here, we would like to take a look at the percentage of criminal proceedings with suspects.

Corporate raiding is a crime where a victim clearly defines a perpetrator. Therefore, such crimes cannot
be defined as latent ones.

Criminal proceedings with suspects occupied 39,8% in 2023 and 39,5% in 2024 in general number of
all criminal proceedings registered. However, criminal proceedings with suspects in crimes of obstruction of
legitimate economic activity occupied only 3,2% and 3,5% in general number of all criminal proceedings
registered pursuant to Article 206 of the Criminal Code. Accordingly, criminal proceedings with suspects in
crimes of illegal seizure of property of an enterprise, institution, or organisation occupied only 25% and 7,1%
in general number of all criminal proceedings registered pursuant to Article 206 of the Criminal Code. The
answer lies in systematic failures in investigation of such crimes because of the corruption in the LEA.

Hooliganism. No less interesting for the aims of the analysis of the criminological situation in Ukraine
is the crime of hooliganism (according to Article 296 of the Criminal Code — “a serious disturbance of public
order based on motives of explicit disrespect to community in a most outrageous or exceptionally cynical
manner”’) which can be used as an example of impacts of harsh wartime restrictions with curfews, military
and the police patrols as well as roadblocks on normal social life.
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Generally concluding, criminal acts of hooliganism have had a permanent trend to decrease for the last
ten years when the 2021 restrictions resulting from the COVID pandemic should also be noted.

In 2022, a particular decrease of acts of hooliganism should be considered because of the next
Moscovian military invasion. If, in 2021, acts of hooliganism were widely prevented by closing public spaces
(shopping centres, cinemas, public transport etc.), the COVID pandemic was almost ‘forgotten’ by the general
population at the end of February 2022. Accordingly, the end of February 2022 has led to harsher physical
restrictions on possible actions aimed at violation of public order (Figure 94).

In general, 1939 crimes of hooliganism were registered in 2021, 1133 crimes in 2022, 1322 in 2023,
and 1434 crimes in 2024.

On the other hand, the number of acts of hooliganism almost disappeared from social life in February-
March 2022, has appeared again in April 2022 with a trend to further increase.

Correspondingly, such a trend should be considered an indicator of a partial stabilization of social life
in Ukraine, mostly in areas far from the front line.

Certainly, the last two months of 2022 will prove (or not) such a hypothesis. At least data for 2022 has
given reasonable grounds to shape it in the above form.

On the other hand, one more conclusion could be drawn from the above situation described. Yes, the
number of acts of hooliganism dropped to a particular extent due to the harshest social control measures in
Ukrainian history. For example, comparative analysis of crimes of hooliganism for ten months of 2021 and
2022 shows that the number of detected acts of hooliganism decreased.

Nevertheless, the drop was not too insignificant to make a statement that the harshest police restrictions
have resulted in decreasing such acts to a minimum level that could be expected from a point of view of
proponents of harsher police control over society.

Smuggling. Smuggling from Ukraine to the rest of Europe has been an obvious problem for the
stability of public order in the EU for a long time. Therefore, crimes of smuggling are no fewer interesting
cases for researching the impact of the War because they reflect the state of protection of the borders of
Ukraine, which, in its turn, reflects the general potential of the State to keep its territory safe.

The Ukrainian police statistics show that the crime of smuggling had occupied a permanent segment
in the general structure of the Ukrainian police until 2022.

In the period of 2016-2021, there has been an increase in detected crimes of smuggling with its highest
point of 135 crimes in 2021 (Figure 95).

In 2021, 151 criminal proceedings were registered. However, 71 criminal proceedings were registered
in 2023, 125 proceedings were registered in 2023, and 151 proceedings registered in 2024.

Here, it should be noted that in 2018, the Criminal Code was supplemented with Article 201-1
according to the Law “On the introduction of amendments to some legislative acts of Ukraine regarding the
preservation of Ukrainian forests and the prevention of the illegal export of unprocessed timber” which has
stated a criminal liability for smuggling of timber. Therefore, in this paper, data for 2020 — 2024 also reflect
the numbers of both crimes of smuggling — the ‘classical’ one and the smuggling of timber.

Additionally, we would like to make a conclusion that seems to be of great importance in the context
of analysis of smuggling in a broader context of Ukrainian criminality.

For the period of 2013-2021, the average ratio between all detected crimes of smuggling (including so-
called ‘factual cases’) and criminal proceedings with concrete suspects was 2,25.

In 2022, the same indicator increased to 3,74 (that is 1,7 times higher).

Considering the fact that crimes of smuggling are often concerned with concrete persons who are
crossing the border with smuggled goods, such a state of things poses reasonable questions concerning the
effectiveness of the LEA.

Moreover, in the wartime period when all law-enforcement bodies operate in a state of a heightened
alertness, such a gap between the mentioned indicators seems to be of an artificial nature (Figure 96).

Here, we would also like to analyse crimes of smuggling of drugs.

Drug-related offences have already been analysed in a separate chapter of this paper. Nevertheless,
here, a focus is made not on drugs but mostly on smuggling. Therefore, both crimes — smuggling and
smuggling of drugs — are discussed together in a broader context of immovability of the state borders of
Ukraine in the wartime period.
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The first conclusion that could be drawn from statistics is that the number of detected crimes of
smuggling of drugs decreased (183 criminal proceedings in 2021, 115 proceedings in 2022, 145 proceedings
in 2023, 201 proceedings in 2024) (Figure 97, Figure 98).

As in the previous example with smuggling, in the period of 2013-2021, the average ratio between
detected crimes (so called ‘factual’) and criminal proceedings with concrete suspects was 1,55. In 2022-2024,
the same indicator increased to 1,9 (Figure 99).

Human Trafficking: “New Markets, New Perspectives”. According to general stereotypes, which
are not far from reality, Ukraine has traditionally been used as a transit country for the aims of human
trafficking. In its recent judgment of 16 February 2021 in «V.C.L. and A.N. v. the United Kingdomy
(applications nos. 77587/12 and 74603/12), the European Court of Human Rights pointed at the similarities
in the route to the United Kingdom taken by the victims of human trafficking where Ukraine was defined as
a transit country to Poland, the Czech Republic, Germany and France.
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What is stressed in declarations of many political leaders from the EU, Ukraine and other Europeans
states that the 2022 Moscovian invasion of Ukraine has handed the future of many Ukrainian women and
children over to criminal elements because of the chaos in Ukraine that took place in the first period of the
2022 War.

The author’s personal sources prove that some humanistic initiatives of several NGOs and individuals
on bringing Ukrainian refugees to new homes or at least safe places in the states of the EU were halted
because new ‘opportunities’ of sheltering were proposed by persons who can be arguably suspected in human
trafficking and forced labour.

On the other hand, in academic sources, the authors rightly assert that shaped in mass-media
imagination about ‘an innocent victim’ of human trafficking, in fact, does not meet the reality (Haverkamp,
Rita (2019). Victims of Human Trafficking: Consideration from a Crime Prevention Perspective, in ‘What is
Wrong with Human Trafficking? Critical Perspectives on the Law’, R. Haverkamp, E. Herlin-Karnell and C.
Lernestedt (Eds.). London: Hart, 280pp.).

Accordingly, the 2022 Moscovian invasion of Ukraine has moved the concept of ‘innocent victim’ of
human trafficking more far from the reality.

It is generally accepted that human trafficking is mostly a well-organized criminal activity which
demands different forms of criminal ‘cooperation’ among perpetrators in different border states. At the same
time, with the beginning of the 2022 War, trying to control the wave of refugees, the Ukrainian Government
severely restricted border crossing for males while males were mostly involved in this criminal activity.

On the other hand, a new slave market was opened in occupied Eastern and Southern regions of
Ukraine, obviously under informal authorization and control of the Moscovian regime. There is mass
evidence of arbitrary arrests of not only military men but also civilians, with further putting them into a state
of forced military service. Moreover, there were further informal demands of a large sum of money for each
person (up to 30,000 US dollars) with corresponding formal letters from Russian officials that “N. resisted
the Special Military Operation conducted by the Military Forces of the Russian Federation in Ukraine.
Therefore, N. will be deprived of freedom for an unpredictable period until the Special Military Operation
ends”.

As far as Ukraine is concerned, police statistics show that a period of 2013 — 2016 was stable in the
aspect of numbers of registered crimes of human trafficking as well as of numbers of suspects in related
criminal proceedings.

In 2017, there was a rapid increase in human trafficking crimes, which slowly ended in 2021. The
Ukrainian police statistics say, even in 2022, 2023 and 2024, the average number of crimes was almost the
same as it was in 2013 — 2016.

However, one can conclude that the War impacted the crime rates significantly (232 crimes in 2021,
133 crimes in 2022, 147 crimes in 2023, 105 crimes in 2024) (Figure 100). At the same time, we can argue
concerning a factual increase in THB cases considering the fact that 6,5 million Ukrainians left the country
and ‘created’ new ‘opportunities’ for human traffickers.

However, it is difficult to say how human trafficking was affected by the 2022 Moscovian invasion.
On one hand, the number of registered THB crimes decreased to zero immediately after the Russian military
forces crossed the Ukrainian border. On the other hand, serious concerns arise around the fact that THB cases
continue to be registered in the light of closed borders, police checks, curfews and hundreds of military and
police roadblocks.

At the same time, it should be pointed that 133 THB crimes in 2022, 147 THB crimes in 2023 and 105
THB crimes in 2024 are more than insufficient considering 6,5 million Ukrainian refugees, which could lead
to the conclusion that something is obviously wrong with the police intelligence in the sphere of THB
prevention as well as with intelligence of the Ukrainian border service. It could be said that THB crimes are
more latent ones than the LEA officials declare.

The factor of corruption should also be considered — both in the police and border service. There were
many reports in numerous mass media that a ‘price’ for illegally crossing the Ukrainian border varies from
2000 to 5000 US dollars.

The situation with ‘satellite crimes’ is different.

Firstly, let us demonstrate the official statistics of a crime of creating or running brothels and
procuring.

The period of 2013-2021 could be described as a permanent decrease in the mentioned crimes where
the War ‘cut’ corresponding crime trends. Even considering an increase in this type of crime in 2023 (129
registered crimes), the next year has indicated a decrease (79 crimes) (Figure 101).

Comparative analysis of the police statistics proves the trend of decreasing numbers of crimes of
running brothels, which are traditionally considered as ‘shadow crimes’ or ‘satellite crimes’ in relation to
THB crimes.

The same could also be said about a crime of pimping or engaging the person in prostitution. Even
considering an increase in this type of crime in 2023 (348 registered crimes), the next year has indicated a
decrease (244 crimes) (Figure 102).

The War cut the official rates of crime of engaging minors in criminal activity (Article 304 of the
Criminal Code) (122 crimes in 2021, 79 crimes in 2022, 73 crimes in 2023, 91 crimes in 2024) (Figure 103).

At the same time, it is hard to say that the War cut the official rates of crime of use of a minor for
begging (Article 150-1 of the Criminal Code) (4 crimes in 2021, 3 crimes in 2022, 3 crimes in 2023, 1 crime

At the same time, it is hard to say that the War cut the official rates of crime of use of a minor for
begging (Article 150-1 of the Criminal Code) (zero crimes in 2021, 1 crime in 2022, 1 crime in 2023, zero
crimes in 2024).

Crime trends in Ukraine for the last ten years are a good example to prove the common social nature
of THB crimes and ‘satellite (‘shadow’) crimes’ discussed above. The common feature of all the mentioned
crime trends is the fact that they are changing almost the same way (Figure 106, Figure 107).

Analysing the problem of human trafficking, we guess it is necessary to have one more look at the
problem but from another perspective. As we mentioned earlier, during the War, the number of crimes of
illegal trafficking of persons across the state border of Ukraine increased drastically.

At the same time, the number of THB crimes decreased. Moreover, the number of such crimes was not
very impressive in the light of the official police statistics.

However, both mentioned types of crimes are strictly concerned with the state border. In the first case,
trafficking of persons across the state border is a compulsory element of crime. In the second case, most
persons in Ukraine are trafficked through the state border.

So, all perpetrators aim at the easiest points on the border to cross. They are looking for the most
appropriate ‘assistants’ for their criminal activity, including corrupted officers from the Army and the State
Border Guards Service. Demand generates supply: they do find such corrupted officers.

Therefore, the question arises: why the numbers of illegal trafficking of persons across the state border
are so large as compared with the THB crimes?

One can argue that it is much easier to transport the unpretentious males who wish to be trafficked and
who are not victims, as compared with mostly female victims of human trafficking. Such an argument should
be considered with no doubt. However, it does not explain the difference in numbers in the mentioned above
two types of crimes. Probably, the answer lies around corruption on the border and minimisation of the risks
of perpetrators being arrested. The answer could also be concerned with the more latent nature of THB crimes
during the War. In any case, if you can create the channel for transportation of males-perpetrators, you can
use the same channel for trafficking of female victims of human trafficking. Moreover, the police statistics
indicate that the last year, more perpetrators avoided charges for illegal trafficking of males across the border.

Law-Enforcement Agencies in the Light of the Police Statistics. Here are presented the numbers of
criminal proceedings opened by different law-enforcement agencies, with corresponding analysis.

In 2022, prosecution offices registered 9586 criminal proceedings (7870 criminal proceedings in 2021).

At the same time, the police registered much more criminal proceedings (2022 criminal proceedings
in 2022, 44027 criminal proceedings in 2021) (Figure 112).

The wartime period indicates a clear trend where the Prosecution Office registered fewer criminal
proceedings in 2023 (9584 criminal proceedings), and especially in 2024 (7399 criminal proceedings). At the
same time the police registered much more criminal proceedings in 2023 (61847 criminal proceedings) and
2024 (65478 criminal proceedings).

Investigators of the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) registered many more criminal proceedings in
2022 (11841 criminal proceedings) as compared with 2021 (5035 criminal proceedings) (Figure 113).

In contrast, investigators of the tax police registered much fewer criminal proceedings in 2022 (218
criminal proceedings) as compared with 2021 (1324 criminal proceedings) (Figure 113).

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From the 2023-2024 statistics, it is surprising that the number of criminal proceedings registered by
the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) decreased after 2022, especially considering the continuous threats
from Russia (11841 criminal proceedings in 2022, 11679 criminal proceedings in 2023, and 10956 criminal
proceedings in 2024).

At the same time, an increase in criminal proceedings by the tax police demonstrates that the economics
has adapted to the wartime conditions with corresponding adaptation of white-collar crime to challenges of
the War.

In 2022, investigators of the State Investigation Bureau (DBR) and detectives of the National Anti-
Corruption Bureau of Ukraine (NABU) registered approximately the same number of criminal proceedings
as in 2021. However, investigators of the State Investigation Bureau (DBR) demonstrated more activities in
2023-2024. They registered 2906 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 4971 criminal proceedings in 2024
(Figure 114).

As far as the situation with notifications of suspicions given to suspects in criminal proceedings, police
statistics provide us with the following results.

The police investigators decreased the number of notes of suspicion in 2022 (28633 notifications in
2022, 36562 notifications in 2021).

The number of notifications of suspicion given in criminal proceedings opened by prosecutors in 2022
was mostly the same as in 2021 (Figure 115).

The number of notifications of suspicion given in criminal proceedings opened by investigators by the
tax police and the Security Service of Ukraine is very controversial in the context of its transformation.
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In 2013, both LEAs started with the same numbers of criminal proceedings with given notifications of
suspicions (Figure 116).

In 2023, the differences between them have reached a historical point.

The indicators of the tax police almost reached zero level. At the same time, the indicators of the
Security Service of Ukraine reached its historical maximum (Figure 116).

Indicators of the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine (NABU), as statistics demonstrate, were
not significantly impacted by the War. In contrast, indicators of the State Bureau of Investigation (DBR)
increased more than significantly (Figure 117).

Quality and Quantity of Criminal Investigations during the War. No less interesting is the issue
of researching the impact of the War on the indicators of the work of Ukrainian law enforcement agencies,
where, according to statistical forms, we take as a basis two indicators — the total number of criminal
proceedings opened by one or another law enforcement agency (prosecutor's office, the police, security
service, tax police, the State Bureau of Investigation, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine), and
the number of criminal proceedings with concrete suspects opened by the relevant law enforcement agency.

It can be concluded that during the year of the Moscovian military invasion, the prosecutor's office
opened significantly more criminal proceedings (9586 criminal proceedings in 2022, as compared to 7870
criminal proceedings in 2021).
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However, the number of criminal proceedings in which suspicion was reported decreased (1420
criminal proceedings in 2021, 1354 criminal proceedings in 2022). However, prosecutors registered 1678
criminal proceedings in 2023 and 1693 criminal proceedings in 2024 (Figure 118).

In 2022, the police registered 39800 criminal proceedings (28633 criminal proceedings with concrete
suspects), which is less than in 2021 (44027 criminal proceedings, of which there were 36562 criminal
proceedings with suspects). However, the next year the police registered 61847 criminal proceedings, of
which there were 51373 criminal proceedings with suspects. In 2024, year the police registered 65478
criminal proceedings, of which there were 56014 criminal proceedings with suspects (Figure 119).

At the same time, for obvious reasons, the Security Service of Ukraine (SBU) registered 11841 criminal
proceedings in 2022, while only 5035 criminal proceedings were registered in 2021. The further wartime
period demonstrated further slight decrease in a general number of criminal proceedings registered by
the Security Service of Ukraine (11679 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 10959 criminal proceedings in
2024). However, there was an increase in criminal proceedings with suspects (4198 criminal proceedings in
2023 and 4258 criminal proceedings in 2024) (Figure 120).

If we discuss the indicators of the tax police, then, for objective reasons, the indicators have reached
almost zero level in 2022 (especially criminal proceedings with suspects). However, the next years
demonstrated an increase in the number of criminal proceedings registered (945 criminal proceedings in 2023,
1347 criminal proceedings in 2024). However, it appears that the quantity was not supported with the quality:
only 192 criminal proceedings in 2023 and 371 criminal proceedings in 2024 had suspects (Figure 121).

Since 2017, statistics on the results of crime investigations by investigators of the State Bureau of
Investigation (DBR) started to be published, which show quite indicative results. Thus, despite the annual
increase in the number of registered criminal proceedings, the ratio between the total number of cases and
cases with suspects increased every year, which proves the thesis of the transformation of the State Bureau
of Investigation into a body investigating mainly "factual™ cases. At the same time, the War left the indicators
at the same level as last year (1341 criminal proceedings in 2021, 1130 criminal proceedings in 2022). At the
same time, the beginning of the War further increased the distance between actual criminal proceedings and
criminal proceedings with specific suspects (672 criminal proceedings with suspects in 2021, 525 criminal
proceedings with suspects in 2022, 1053 criminal proceedings with suspects in 2023, and 1661 criminal
proceedings with suspects in 2024) (Figure 122).

In 2022, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine, on the contrary, demonstrated an increase
in both the total number of criminal proceedings and the number of criminal proceedings involving suspects.
In general, the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine has demonstrated stability in both indicators
since its establishment, which the war does not seem to have affected. However, the statistics demonstrate a
deeper gap between the general number of criminal proceedings and the number of criminal proceedings with
suspects (Figure 123).

Conclusions. Having summarized the above developments presented, we have come to the following
conclusions that reflect the 2013-2024 crime trends in Ukraine, heavily impacted with the wartime challenges.

Following up on our conclusions shaped in previously published papers, we have to stress again that
the 2022 Moscovian military invasion of Ukraine became the first full-scale war in the centre of the European
continent after World War Il with direct and open participation of the biggest European states which has
become an absolutely new broad field for criminological research on the impacts of a contemporary war on
contemporary digital and technological societies.

The crime trends in wartime Ukraine have become a much more interesting criminological
phenomenon for researchers due to the dualistic nature of such trends.

The number of crimes committed in Ukraine in 2022 exceeded the number of crimes committed in
2021 (321443 crimes). Mass attacks on Ukrainian cities by drones and missiles and destruction of the
infrastructure left many people without their homes, incomes, hopes and perspectives. Therefore, it is not
surprising that the number of crimes increased significantly in 2023-2024 considering the ruination of all
aspects of economic and social life in Ukraine (475595 crimes in 2023, 492479 crimes in 2024). All these
factors, including further mass migration of people from frontline areas, increased the crimes rates
significantly. In addition, the crime landscape took new forms and characteristics having received the
injection of purely wartime crimes (crimes against military service, war crimes and crimes against national
security).
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It is obviously that all resources of Ukraine have been directed to the needs of the defence of the state
from the Moscovian military aggression, including the police. Therefore, it is not surprising that the quality
of investigation of crimes and the preventive effect of criminal punishment decreased proportionally. In 2023,
there were only 189292 of criminal proceeding with suspects (40% from the total number). In 2024, there
were only 194688 of criminal proceeding with suspects (39% from the total number). In contrast, the same
indicator for 2021 was 53%. The latter can serve as an indicator of the decreasing effectiveness of the national
criminal justice system in the conditions of the wartime challenges and sometimes even chaos.

The War made criminality more rural in Ukraine. In 2024, police statistics demonstrated the lowest
level of crimes in urban areas (67.6%) and the highest level of crimes in rural areas (28,7%).

The War ‘cut’ the number of detected crimes against human life and health. In 2023, suspects were
found only in 36% of criminal proceedings. In 2024, the same indicators dropped to the point of 29%. Only
5% of perpetrators of intentional homicides were identified in 2022, 2,8% of perpetrators were identified in
2023, and 1,9% of perpetrators were identified in 2024 that indicates an obvious operational weakness of the
national criminal justice system in wartime.

Police statistics on torture occupy a very controversial place in the analysis of the general structure of
crime in Ukraine. On one hand, systematic torture by the police and prison officers has shaped corresponding
views on torture as practices in the Ukrainian society and media. The Ukrainian society has a strong view
that ill-treatment by the police and prison officers is a wide-spread phenomenon. On the other one, the number
of officially registered crimes of torture determines many questions concerning the latent nature of this type
of crime as well as the effectiveness of investigation of torture by state agents in Ukraine which become
known to the society. Additionally, the percentage of dropped criminal proceedings in torture cases stimulates
additional questions about the effectiveness of pre-trial investigation of tortures.

Domestic violence also deserves to become an interesting phenomenon of the crime landscape in
wartime Ukraine. In the light of the absence of both victims and perpetrators due to mass migration
of potential victims and participation of many potential perpetrators in military actions, crime rates go up.

No less interesting picture one can find in the case of drug-related crimes. Even in the light of further
escalation of military actions, the state continues focusing even on minor drug crimes It seems that the
mechanism of an artificial ‘market’ for drug-related crimes, where criminals are often victims at the same
time, and where police officers know who, where and under what conditions will commit the next ‘crime’,
‘should not stand idle’ even during the War.

Expectedly, the number of offences against military service (military crimes) has also increased
significantly in 2022-2024. The police registered 16515 such crimes in 2023 and 66240 in 2024. At the same
time the number of criminal proceedings with suspects were very law (2239 and 7398 correspondingly). The
main conclusion here is that the number of registered crimes has increased in parallel to the decrease of
identified suspects in corresponding criminal proceedings.

While considering property crimes in wartime Ukraine, the first hypothesis appears that the absence
of properly organized policing would lead to a serious increase of the number of property crimes.
Nevertheless, the number of recorded property crimes has in fact significantly decreased in 2022. The impact
of the War on property crimes is more than obvious: 158729 property crimes in 2021, 113137 property crimes
in 2022, 178902 property crimes sin 2023, and 132910 property crimes in 2024. The same way the War
impacted the practices of crimes of theft, car thefts, robberies, aggravated robberies and racketeering.

In contrast, crimes of fraud in 2022 demonstrated absolutely another trend: the number of crimes of
fraud in 2022 (32086) appeared much bigger than in 2021 (23847). Moreover, the police registered 82609
crimes of fraud in 2022 and 64978 crimes of fraud in 2024

It was predictable that the number of economic offences would be decreased (5469 crimes in 2022).
However, perpetrators adapted to wartime conditions, and crime rates almost reached the level of 2021.
Moreover, the ‘adaptation process’ was more than effective. As the example, we can consider the crime
of legalisation (laundering) of property proceeding from crime: 348 crimes in 2020, 395 crimes in 2021, 437
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crimes in 2022, 969 crimes in 2023, and 1132 crimes in 2024.

While analysing crimes committed with firearms, it could be expected that crime rates resulting
fromillegal use of firearmswould extremely rise after February 2022. Nevertheless, police
statistics partly refute such a presumption. For example, in 2021, there were 36 intentional homicides
committed using firearms. In 2022, the same indicator increased to the level of 247 crimes. In 2023, the same
indicator increased to the level of 909 crimes. However, in 2024, the same indicator decreased to the level of
295 crimes.

In contrast, the War increased the number of crimes committed with the use of explosives. These crimes
have indicated a dualistic trend: 1) the number of crimes increased; 2) the number of criminal proceedings
with suspects decreased.

As far as sex crimes are concerned, the number of mentioned crimes decreased significantly in 2022,
as could be expected from the wartime society. However, the number of rapes reached the pre-War indicators
in 2023. At the same time, we had the lowest level of sex crimes in the ten-year history of crime prevention
in Ukraine. Moreover, in December 2022, there were only 2 sex crimes registered in Ukraine: 621 sex crimes
for the period of eleven months of 2022, and 623 sex crimes for the period of twelve months of 2022. The
same can be said about the crimes of rape: the beginning of the War led to a rapid decrease in rapes (406
rapes in 2021, 250 rapes in 2022). However, 450 rapes were registered in 2023, and 410 rapes were registered
in 2024.

No less interesting is official statistics of crimes against national security. In 2022, the LEA registered
five times more crimes against national security as compared to the whole period of 2013-2021. However,
the number of such crimes dropped almost three times in 2023.

It was clearly expected that the 2022 Moscovian military invasion would bring an increase in the
numbers of crimes in the sphere of protection of state secrets, inviolability of state borders, provision of
conscription and mobilization. As a result, the number of the above crimes in 2022 is 2,6 times bigger as
compared with 2021. The number of the above crimes in 2023 is 2,3 times bigger as compared with 2022
(1000, 2624 and 6279 crimes correspondingly).

Economic offences also demonstrate how crime has adapted to wartime conditions. In 2022, the number
of crimes against public services decreased 1,6 times. However, the number of these crimes increased 1,3
times in 2023. Moreover, the number of these crimes increased 1,1 times in 2024 as compared to 2023. In
general, the number of these crimes increased 1,1 times in 2024 as compared to 2022.

As far as human trafficking is concerned, 133 crimes in 2022, 147 crimes in 2023 and 105 crimes were
registered in 2024. These numbers are more than insufficient considering 6,5 million Ukrainian refugees,
which could lead to the conclusion that something is obviously wrong with the police intelligence in the
sphere of THB prevention as well as with intelligence of the Ukrainian border service. It could be said that
THB crimes are more latent ones than the LEA officials declare.

As far as the effectiveness of the law enforcement agencies is concerned, they provided different
indicators depending on type of crimes they registered and investigated.

The importance of policing increased in the wartime society. The wartime period indicates a clear trend
where the Prosecution Office registered fewer criminal proceedings in 2023, and especially in 2024. At the
same time, the police registered much more criminal proceedings in 2023 and 2024.

It is surprising that the number of criminal proceedings registered by the Security Service of Ukraine
decreased after 2022, especially considering the increasing threats from Russia. At the same time, an increase
in criminal proceedings by the tax police demonstrates that the economics has adapted to the wartime
conditions, with a corresponding adaptation of white-collar crime to the challenges of the War. For obvious
reasons, the Security Service of Ukraine registered 2,4 times more criminal proceedings in 2022 as compared
to 2021. The further wartime period demonstrated further slight decrease in a general number of criminal
proceedings registered by the Security Service of Ukraine. However, there was an increase in criminal
proceedings with suspects.
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The tax police registered 4,3 times criminal proceedings more in 2023 as compared to 2022. In 2024,
the tax police registered 1,3 times criminal proceedings more as compared to 2023. However, it appears that
the quantity was not supported with the quality: only 10% of criminal proceedings registered by the tax police
in 2022 had suspects (20% and 27% correspondingly for 2023 and 2024).

Migration is a dynamic, continuous global phenomenon that drives population migration flows both
within and across borders. The relevance of studying migration policy as a subject of political research in
modern conditions stems from the increasing dynamics of migration processes, which pose significant
challenges to the demographic, socio-economic, and security factors of national development. Factors such
as economic inequalities, military-political instability, and climate change necessitate the development of
an effective and robust migration policy based on principles of social equity and adaptability to current
challenges. Accordingly, it is important to emphasize that studying the key determinants of migration policy
is critical given the growing trend of population movements. The purpose of this article is to explore
migration and migration policy as a subject of political research, considering both national realities and
international experience. The article analyzes the essence of migration policy by examining definitions of
this concept provided by various scholars, leading to the formulation of the author’s own definition of the
term. It elaborates on the directions for shaping migration policy as an element of political research and
examines the institutional framework for its formation. The impact of migration processes on demographic
and socio-economic aspects is evaluated, and both positive and negative factors of population migration
are identified. Examples are provided to illustrate the impact of migration waves on the economic situation
in specific countries. The article also explores the influence of migration on security conditions at
transnational and international levels. Prospective directions for shaping migration policy are specified
and substantiated, with a focus on achieving relevance between migration policy and socio-economic
development strategies; maintaining a proper balance between migration processes and security
standards; developing and implementing effective mechanisms for managing migration processes that
account for public interests; creating a high-quality institutional framework; and continuously adapting the
legal and regulatory provisions of migration policy to address emerging global challenges.

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CHALLENGES OF OLIGARCHIC RULE IN GEORGIA

This article discusses the phenomenon of oligarchic rule; examines and analyzes the causes and
characteristics of oligarchic governance in Georgia, the correlation between informal governance and
kleptocratic rule, the rise of billionaire businessman Bidzina Ivanishvili, founder of Georgia's ruling party
"Georgian Dream," within the country's power structure, as well as the stages and priorities of his
subsequent activities. It also addresses the European Parliament's resolution and Transparency
International's reports, which identify Bidzina Ivanishvili as the country's sole oligarch with a destructive
role in Georgia's politics and economy, the European Commission's report on the "de-oligarchization law,"
and the response of the ruling party and Bidzina Ivanishvili to these recommendations. In modern Georgia,
the main barriers to effective governance traditionally include elite corruption and "state capture.”
Moreover, while informal governance was previously considered mainly a domestic issue, since 2022, it
has gained an international dimension. Georgia’s accession to the European Union now depends, among
other factors, on overcoming oligarchic rule. Therefore, in the current political context, only the systematic
and in-depth reforms based on the recommendations of the European Commission can facilitate the
transformation of oligarchs into ordinary economic players, the "deoligarchization” of the state, and the
stability of Georgia’s European course and uninterrupted progress in the EU integration process. The
implementation of these processes will only be possible through the deep involvement of the international
community and the protection of the Georgian people's votes and will in the 2024 parliamentary elections.
At the same time, Georgia's illegitimate government is completely isolated from the free world. Its leaders
are not invited to any European countries and cannot participate in any significant international meetings.
Additionally, the process of sanctioning regime officials has already begun in certain countries. However,
collective EU sanctions against them are being opposed by Hungary and Slovakia, as they traditionally
stand against such measures.

Introduction. Research Objectives and Tasks. The aim of this research is to describe and scientifically
analyze the origins, development, characteristics, trends, and contemporary challenges of informal
governance in Georgia, based on various sources and literature.

The research tasks include:

* Analyzing the activities of Bidzina Ivanishvili, billionaire businessman and leader of Georgia’s ruling
party "Georgian Dream," and assessing his deviations from the principles of democratic political order and
steps taken toward the "state capture."

« Examining and analyzing the European Commission's recommendation regarding the "de-
oligarchization law."

Relevance of the Research. One of the most pressing issues in Georgia’s current political agenda is the
study of the oligarchic governance system and the analysis of strategies for its neutralization. Informal
governance has impacted not only the country’s domestic affairs but also its foreign policy, constitution, and
national interests, giving the issue significant political weight. At this stage, Georgia’s accession to the
European Union depends, among other factors, on dismantling the existing oligarchic governance. Therefore,
it is crucial to explore what Georgian oligarchy entails and its harmful effects.

At the same time, in searching for solutions to this issue, it is essential to consider the political, legal,
social, and economic context of informal governance established by Bidzina Ivanishvili in Georgia.

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Additionally, the research evaluates the methods chosen by the Georgian government to implement the
European Council’s de-oligarchization recommendation.

Key Research Questions. 1. What is the essence of oligarchic governance?

2. What factors contributed to the emergence of oligarchic governance in Georgia?

3. What does the European Commission’s recommendation on de-oligarchization entail, and
what steps has "Georgian Dream" taken in response?

To establish correlations between variables, the study defines the following key topics:

1. Oligarchy as a form of governance

2. The formation of oligarchic rule in Georgia

3. The European Commission’s recommendation on de-oligarchization
4. Conclusion.

Research Methods. The study employs various research methodologies, including case study analysis,
comparative analysis, systemic approach, problem-chronological method, and others.

Oligarchy as a Form of Governance. Oligarchy is defined as the rule of a small group of people (“the
rule of the few") (Shelly, 2019, 5). Discussions on oligarchy can be traced back to the works of Plato and
Avistotle, who considered it one of the most undesirable forms of governance alongside tyranny. According
to this concept, "rulers™ are not separate from society but govern it through institutions and norms (Shelly,
2019, 5-6).

Unlike Aristotle’s perspective, in modern times, oligarchy represents an informal social, political, and
economic influence within a state, without necessarily participating in its governance structures. Political
processes and economic systems systematically serve the interests of a small group of wealthy individuals,
regardless of whether they formally hold power (Shelly, 2019, 8). Oligarchy functions as a mechanism for
accumulating and, at times, simultaneously accumulating and protecting wealth.

The issue of oligarchy in the post-Soviet space emerged in the 1990s. Its rise was facilitated by the
sudden liberalization of weak state institutions, privatization of property, widespread corruption, and a
political party system that, at best, was ineffective and, at worst, almost nonexistent (Shelly, 2019, 209).

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union, a small group of individuals amassed vast wealth by seizing
control of various industries, creating a financial sector where most of their capital was concentrated. Unlike
their Western counterparts, who play a fundamental role in their countries’ economies, these individuals never
prioritized economic recovery. Furthermore, they lack innovation, having invented nothing, patented no new
technologies, and built no companies from scratch. Instead, they primarily acquired existing assets through
criminal methods and close ties to organized crime. Consequently, oligarchy does not support the
development of liberal democracy, as it relies on intimidation and coercion. Oligarchic states often experience
brain drain, high poverty rates, and limited opportunities for young people. For oligarchs, power represents
not only uncontrolled wealth but also their social standing and informal connections, including ties to state
institutions (Shelly, 2019, 208).

In political discourse within post-Soviet countries, the term "captured state” is frequently used to
describe extreme forms of oligarchy (Marandici, 2021, 67). Complete state capture occurs when oligarchs
exert extensive influence over society and all branches of government, as seen in Russia.

The "state capture™ strategy employed by oligarchs becomes effective under conditions of weak and
unstable state institutions. In the early stages—partial state capture—oligarchic influence remains somewhat
constrained by coalition forces, political opposition, civil society activism, and, in some cases, a weak but
still functioning judiciary. However, over time, oligarchs further weaken fragile systems and take complete
control.

In Georgia, oligarchic governance is closely linked to kleptocratic rule (from the Greek words "kleptes”
meaning "theft" and "kratia" meaning "rule"). Kleptocracy, often referred to as "thievocracy," describes a
system where the ruling elite exploits power for personal gain, owning privileged businesses, lobbying for
corporate interests, and controlling public funds. The existence of kleptocratic oligarchy in Georgia became
particularly evident following the results of the country’s parliamentary elections on October 26, 2024. These
elections further confirmed that the oligarch’s objectives go beyond merely protecting and expanding personal
wealth; they aim for the maximization of power, which involves seizing local resources and, ultimately, the
full exploitation of the state.

The Establishment of Oligarchic Rule in Georgia. In Georgia, the "oligarchic system™ emerged due
to the fragility of state institutions and the socio-economic and political dynamics of their formative period,
leading to its development into an extreme form of oligarchy — a "captured state.”
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Similar to Ukraine and Moldova, the category of Georgian oligarchs (who amassed their wealth in
Russia and were part of the Russian oligarchy at its peak (Kononczuk, 2017, 3) was formed in the 1990s.
However, until 2012, before billionaire businessman Bidzina Ivanishvili came to power, there was no
discussion of oligarchic rule in Georgia. Until then, oligarchic governance had never been a systemic problem
in Georgia, and the involvement of oligarchs in Georgian politics remained only a temporary characteristic,
unlike in Ukraine, where the composition of ruling blocs and their supporting oligarchs changed to some
extent (Pleines 2016, Yurchenko 2018). For example, a prominent minister of the previous government,
Kakha Bendukidze, was referred to in certain circles as a Russian oligarch due to the origin of his capital
(Woijciech et al., 2017). However, despite the controversial public attitude towards Bendukidze, discussions
about his control over any specific sector never took place. In the case of Badri Patarkatsishvili, although he
attempted to influence domestic politics by funding anti-government movements and running as a presidential
candidate, his death prevented the establishment of oligarchic rule in the country (Zurabishvili, 2022, 5).

In reality, discussions about oligarchic rule in Georgia began in 2012, with a specific addressee in the
form of the ruling party "Georgian Dream" founder, Bidzina Ivanishvili. This fact is confirmed by the
European Parliament's resolution and reports from Transparency International, in which Bidzina Ivanishvili
is identified as the country's sole oligarch, playing a destructive role in both politics and the economy
(Transparency.org 2021).

Bidzina Ivanishvili amassed his vast wealth through the privatization of Soviet-era state assets in
Russia during the 1990s. His business dealings were linked to many well-known Russian oligarchs of that
time, many of whom are currently sanctioned. Two of his four children, Uta and Bera Ivanishvili, still hold
dual Russian citizenship. Before returning to Georgia in the early 2000s, Bidzina Ivanishvili lived in Russia,
where he controlled several billion in assets. By the time he came to power in 2012, his fortune was estimated
at $5.5 billion, equivalent to approximately 20% of Georgia’s GDP at the time.

Despite announcing his intention to sell all his businesses and assets in Russia upon entering politics
to prevent unnecessary questions in Georgian society, Transparency International Georgia discovered that
between 2012 and 2019, he continued to own at least 10 companies through offshore-registered entities,
which in turn created an even broader network of subsidiaries.

Ivanishvili invested his enormous resources into Georgian politics in 2012. He founded the coalition
"Georgian Dream," united the opposition, and won the parliamentary elections. For several months following
his victory, he served as Prime Minister but resigned in 2013, making his first announcement about leaving
politics. Despite stepping down, over time, it became increasingly widely accepted that lvanishvili remained
the most influential political figure in Georgia, even though he did not officially hold public or party positions
for extended periods (Kononczuk, Cenusa & Kakachia, 2017, 4).

Over the following years, the coalition gradually disintegrated, and its core party, "Georgian Dream,"
won a constitutional majority in the 2016 parliamentary elections, further increasing Ivanishvili's influence.
This period marked the beginning of the rapid decline of democratic institutions and state functionality, which
soon led to a severe political crisis.

Despite declaring his permanent departure from politics in both 2015 and 2020, Ivanishvili returned
on both occasions and resumed his role as chairman of "Georgian Dream." In 2023, he appointed himself as
the party's "honorary chairman" and amended the party’s statutes to secure the authority to nominate the
Prime Minister, ultimately changing the Prime Minister in the spring of 2024.

At present, both locally and internationally, discussions about informal one-man rule in Georgia—
referred to as "Bidzina-ization"—are increasingly frequent. Without holding any official position, Bidzina
Ivanishvili maintains full control over Georgia’s political and economic levers through his party, the
government, and the judiciary loyal to him (Transparency.org 2019, Transparency.org 2021).

Ivanishvili preserves his control over the state by appointing individuals personally loyal to him to the
highest state positions, with a particular focus on law enforcement and security agencies. Specifically, the
Minister of Internal Affairs, Vakhtang Gomelauri, was formerly his personal bodyguard. His former company
executive, Grigol Liluashvili, became the head of the State Security Service. Another former company
employee, Irakli Karseladze, was appointed Minister of Infrastructure. Former Prime Ministers Irakli
Garibashvili and Giorgi Kvirikashvili were employees of Ivanishvili’s "Cartu" foundation. His personal
lawyer, Shalva Tadumadze, first became the Chief Prosecutor and later a Supreme Court judge. Additionally,
family-affiliated doctors Ekaterine Tikaradze and Davit Sergeenko held the Health Minister’s position at
different times.

This scheme allows Ivanishvili to exert nearly absolute control over the state without any formal
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accountability. His specific benefits include not only his and his family's guaranteed physical security but
also financial security, which lvanishvili maintains through a complex network of offshore companies and
trusts. Transparency International Georgia has identified over 20 offshore companies controlled by the
Ivanishvili family. In Georgia alone, these offshore companies own vast amounts of real estate and over 125
locally registered companies operating in various economic sectors. Ivanishvili has also made significant
investments in cryptocurrency mining.

Outside Georgia, Bidzina Ivanishvili's family assets include luxurious real estate in New York and
Paris. Investigative journalism has revealed that Ivanishvili owns two properties in Paris: a mansion
surrounded by forests at 29 Rue de la Princesse and an apartment on Boulevard Saint-Germain, registered
under his son Uta lvanishvili. Additionally, he owns an 8,300,000 USD 1,100 sq. m. mansion in Brooklyn,
New York, located at Dover St. 2.

His most profitable business projects are concentrated under the umbrella of the Georgian Co-
Investment Fund, a Luxembourg-registered private investment fund that operates around 25 projects in
Georgia, including shopping centers, cement factories, hotels, and more.

Anticipating possible sanctions, in April 2024, the Georgian Parliament amended the tax code to
exempt property transfers from offshore zones to Georgia from taxation.

The last quarter of 2024, particularly the post-election period, turned out to be disastrous for Bidzina
Ivanishvili and his regime. The most severe blows came from the outgoing U.S. administration, primarily in
the form of personal sanctions against Ivanishvili. On December 27, 2024, the U.S. Treasury Department
sanctioned billionaire ex-Prime Minister Bidzina lvanishvili, founder and honorary chairman of "Georgian
Dream." The sanctions also extended to his dispute with Credit Suisse. The U.S. Treasury's Office of Foreign
Assets Control (OFAC) added Ivanishvili to the SDN (Specially Designated Nationals) list, which effectively
freezes his U.S.-based assets and transactions. Several key figures of his regime, particularly security
officials, were also sanctioned by the U.K. (https://bm.ge/news/magnitskis-sia-ras-nishnavs-ashsh-is-es-
sangtsia-da-vin-khvdeba-iq).

European Commission’s Recommendation on '"Deoligarchization". As of today, foreign
publications (Ipn Press Agency, 2022), academic discussions (Kononczuk, Cenusa & Kakachia, 2017, lon,
2021, 63-89), and political statements made at the international level (https://bit.ly/3RWEG2M) indicate that
Georgia may in fact be a “state captured by an oligarch” (Ipn Press Agency, 2022), similar to Moldova before
2019, during the period of oligarch Plahotniuc
(https://socialjustice.org.ge/uploads/products/pdf/gmeogs®dobsgos_1668068720.pdf).

A few days before the decision on granting Georgia the status of a "candidate for EU membership," a
resolution adopted by the European Parliament stated that “European lawmakers express concern over the
destructive role of Georgia’s sole oligarch, Bidzina Ivanishvili, in the country’s political and economic life,
as well as the influence he holds over the government and its various branches, including politically motivated
decisions against political opponents and journalists” (https://bit.ly/3SS9e0c). The European Parliament
urged the European Commission to "consider the issue of sanctioning Ivanishvili for his role in damaging
political processes in Georgia" (https://bit.ly/35S9e0c).

According to the "European Commission's” report, besides the fact that individuals with past
professional ties to Bidzina Ivanishvili or those openly expressing loyalty to him are appointed to key
positions in executive and law enforcement agencies, undeniable signs of Ivanishvili’s "state capture"
include: major political decisions being made with the informal approval of a shadow ruler and the disregard
for constitutional institutions (JAM news, 2022); the absence of democratic mechanisms for checks and
balances on the executive branch; the lack of parliamentary oversight (https://bit.ly/3rryi20); the complete
control of the judiciary through an influential group of judges directly linked to the government
(https://bit.ly/3CurEPI).

Also noteworthy is the implementation of total surveillance by the State Security Service against
opposition-minded elements, which has been publicly exposed multiple times through the release of secret
recordings (https://bit.ly/3CtgcfW). Additionally, there is a trend of abolishing/weakening independent
institutions (https://bit.ly/3SJQNNI); precedents of violence and legal actions against critical media, civil
activists, and political opponents (https://bit.ly/3ydlyQN); potential cases of high-level corruption, including
within the judicial system, which remain unaddressed (https://bit.ly/3edydfM); and an unfair, unfree electoral
environment (https://bit.ly/3rorrGT).

In 2022, among the 12-point recommendations issued by the European Commission for Georgia,
"deoligarchization" was listed as one of the key points. According to the "European Commission’s

recommendation,” to receive candidate status, Georgia had to implement a genuine, not superficial,
"deoligarchization and eliminate the excessive influence of private interests in political, economic, and social
life" (European Commission 2022a).

Regarding the implementation of this significant recommendation, Georgia’s ruling political team
stated that the mention of deoligarchization did not apply to the party's founder, Bidzina Ivanishvili. However,
according to their own interpretation, it unequivocally applied to opposition political party leaders and their
financiers (Interpresnews.ge 2022a).

To comply with this recommendation, the ruling party "Georgian Dream" presented a
"deoligarchization™ bill in the Georgian Parliament (Parliament of Georgia 2022a), which was modeled after
Ukraine's deoligarchization law (President of Ukraine 2021). As a result, specific Members of the European
Parliament were later forced to clarify and explicitly state that in Georgia’s case, the demand for
"deoligarchization" specifically meant "de-Bidzinization" and "de-Ivanishvilization" (GeorgiaToday.ge
2021).

For his part, Bidzina Ivanishvili, contrary to the unanimous advice of Western partners, declared the
West an enemy during a pro-government rally in Tbilisi on April 29, 2024, and, in opposition to Georgia’s
constitutional requirements and the country’s recognized foreign policy course, announced a shift away from
the Euro-Atlantic path.

During the rally, where thousands of active public officials were systematically transported from the
regions, he also announced repressive measures against pro-Western actors, thereby effectively enforcing the
"Foreign Influence Transparency" law even before its official adoption. This law later became known as the
"Russian Law," as it echoed the spirit of a law passed in the Russian Federation in 2012 (Gogolashvili, 2024).

Such actions by Bidzina Ivanishvili could, to some extent, provoke Western countries to distance
themselves from Georgia, which could later be used as justification for deviating from the Euro-Atlantic path.

Conclusion. In modern Georgia, the main barriers to effective governance traditionally include elite
corruption and "state capture.” Moreover, while informal governance was previously considered mainly a
domestic issue, since 2022, it has gained an international dimension. Georgia’s accession to the European
Union now depends, among other factors, on overcoming oligarchic rule. Therefore, in the current political
context, only the systematic and in-depth reforms based on the recommendations of the European
Commission can facilitate the transformation of oligarchs into ordinary economic players, the
"deoligarchization" of the state, and the stability of Georgia’s European course and uninterrupted progress in
the EU integration process. The implementation of these processes will only be possible through the deep
involvement of the international community and the protection of the Georgian people's votes and will in the
2024 parliamentary elections.

Another significant factor is the actions taken by Georgian society against the regime: for over 100
days, Georgians have been persistently protesting against the prevailing injustice in the country, undeterred
by the repressions declared against them by the regime. Alongside the security forces, various paramilitary
groups operate in the country, brutally attacking peaceful protesters and causing severe physical injuries.
Furthermore, political prisoners have emerged—individuals who have been unjustly arrested based on
fabricated charges. Meanwhile, the illegitimate parliament is passing various draconian laws that restrict
freedom of expression and speech. Fines have been drastically increased, and the accounts of funds providing
financial assistance to citizens harmed by the regime have been frozen.

At the same time, Georgia's illegitimate government is completely isolated from the free world. Its
leaders are not invited to any European countries and cannot participate in any significant international
meetings. Additionally, the process of sanctioning regime officials has already begun in certain countries.
However, collective EU sanctions against them are being opposed by Hungary and Slovakia, as they
traditionally stand against such measures.

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Hordiichuk O. The Influence of Mentality and Political Traditions of Ukrainians on the Content
and Effectiveness of Political Communication

The article analyzes the content and tasks of political communication. Mentality and political
traditions have a significant impact on the content and effectiveness of modern political communications,
as they reflect the historical experience of state-building, interaction between the government and the
people, determine the level of trust between communication participants, public sentiment (likes/ dislikes)
and aspirations, peculiarities of information perception, markers of its importance (primarily, this applies
to current or historically sensitive discussion topics), the propensity of citizens to certain forms of political
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participation, etc is substantiated. The article examines the peculiarities of the mentality and political
traditions of Ukrainian society, which should be taken into account when building modern political
communications, interaction between citizens and political institutions, political actors at different levels.
The main ones are justified: weakness of the rational component and high level of emotional perception of
information and decision-making of a significant part of Ukrainian society; low level of trust in the
government, political institutions, politicians; high sensitivity to social problems (poverty, inequality, abuse
of power); local traditions and regional differences; paternalistic attitudes, a rather high level of tolerance
for corruption and abuse of power, inferiority complex (primarily among older generations associated with
being part of the Soviet Union). After the full-scale military aggression of the Russian Federation, the deep
patriotism of Ukrainians, the desire to preserve national identity and statehood, combined with courage
and bravery to defend the Motherland, continuing the traditions of the Cossack struggle, the UPA soldiers,
and all those who fought for the independence and identity of the Ukrainian state, can be observed on a
mass level.

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Osin V. Consumption of academic degrees in Ukrainian political science

The article describes the (new) patterns of obtaining PhD and/or doctoral in political science by
applicants from outside the higher education system during 1999-2022. The work is carried out within the
theoretical framework of politics of political science aimed at describing the impact of political regime on the
institutionalization of the discipline and the features of its knowledge. The hypothesis is that neopatrimonial
science, regime and credentialism (the general tendency of modern societies to provide formal evidence of
competence) have led to the consumption of academic degrees in Ukraine. The empirical basis is 1,735 PhD
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theses in political science, of which 428 (24.66%) were defended by applicants outside the Academy. The
main achievement of the article is the verification of the thesis that the consumption of academic degrees is a
socially and politically selective process, where the initial pattern is set by reference groups of top officials.
Within neopatrimonial science, obtaining an academic degree is considered as a manifestation of the success
in inter- and intra-elite competition at the regional and/or central levels. Accordingly, the processes of status
differentiation are limited to groups close to power which are distinguished by their ability to control the
administrative means of accumulating academic capital and thus obtaining prebendal income. This pattern is
subsequently copied and reproduced by lower ranks. Despite the significant symbolic component of the
academic degree, the reproduction of the pattern is associated with (economically) favorable conditions that
determine the transfer of academic regalia from the category of luxury items to consumer goods. The process
itself has its own peculiar features for different groups of applicants from outside the Academy, where the
position and rank of the applicant, the regional structure of the political regime, and gender are significant.

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Kravets A. Political Internet Space: Potential Opportunities and Real Challenges

The topic of the influence of Internet technologies on the political and social communicative space
remains one of the leading research topics of domestic and foreign scientists. It should be emphasized that the
available publications are usually devoted to a separate aspect of such influence or the features of the use of
social media in the political process. The purpose of the article is to systematize and deepen the existing
scientific knowledge regarding the potential opportunities and real challenges of the political Internet space.
Among the opportunities, the following are highlighted: first of all, the democratization of the process of
interaction between citizens and representatives of the political establishment; individual awareness of users,
their free access to any political information at any time; the possibility of holding online elections, etc. The
key characteristics of the political Internet space are systematized, which also demonstrate its advantages,
namely: coverage of different levels (from local to global); different nature (from mass to interpersonal), as
well as interactivity, anonymity, speed, absence of borders and boundaries, etc. It is emphasized that the
modern Internet space also carries certain risks, in particular, manipulation, disinformation, narratives,
informational insertions, cyberattacks, information overload, ignoring generally accepted norms of
communication, etc. Therefore, communication in the Internet space, including political, requires both self-
control (critical thinking) from the users themselves and control from the state. The lack of a clear definition
of key terms is noted. It is proposed to consider Internet communication simultaneously as part of the general
communicative space and as part of the virtual space. Accordingly, the political Internet space is part of the
Internet space, which, in turn, is a component of the social communicative space. At the same time, the
political Internet space is not limited to social media, but covers a wider field of communication.

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Polishchuk I. Authoritarianism as a geopolitical phenomenon

The article examines the geopolitical context and the main characteristics and examples of the main
modern world autocracies as subjects of opposition to democratic Western civilization. The geopolitical
law of fundamental dualism: the main mechanism of world history is the collision and confrontation
between tellurocracy - a terrestrial autocratic civilization and thalassocracy - a maritime democratic
civilization came into force during a new stage of human development in the 20s. 21st century. Because of
this, the focus of attention in political research is shifting to a comprehensive study of the features of the
leading modern authoritarian regimes as the main challenge to the existing international order. In the
modern understanding, tellurocracy is interpreted as a form of state organization, which is aimed at the
development of large continental spaces with the aim of joining neighboring states and colonizing regions
of the land. Along with democracy and totalitarianism, authoritarianism is one of the main types of modern
political regime. Autocracy is a tool for the exercise of state power, which is characterized only by the
formal declaration of political rights and freedoms of citizens, the narrowing of the influence of democratic
institutions and norms, and the disregard of public opinion and the will of the majority. In 52 countries of
the world, for almost 20 years, the trend towards authoritarianization of the political regime has been
developing. By 2023 38% of the world's population lives under authoritarianism. It is concluded that the
world's leading autocracies - China, russia and North Korea - are undergoing a transition from
authoritarianism to totalitarianism. The current stage of development of the world geopolitical process is
characterized by the attempt of the leading autocracies to change the world order in their favor, for this the
thesis of a multipolar world is put forward.

The article examines the domestic political development and foreign policy of the United States during
one of the acute periods of the presidency of R. Reagan. The purpose of the article is to highlight the
political crisis of 1986-1987 in the United States, known as «Iran-Contra» and «Irangatey. At the same
time, the author, relying on the analysis of memoir literature as the main and unique source of research,
solved the following tasks: to analyze the development of the political crisis and to make a comparative
analysis of the views on the problem of the participants and contemporaries of the events. To achieve the
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set goal and solve the tasks, comparative-historical and systemic methods were used, which allow for
objective coverage of the subject of scientific development. The key to the Iran-Contra affair, according to
the author, was this: starting in the 1950s, the United States wanted accessible Middle Eastern oil.
Securing the American economy with accessible Middle Eastern oil will remain an imperative for
subsequent administrations.The good desire of President R. Reagan to put an end to the practice of taking
compatriots hostage by terrorists had wide support among American citizens. But it was implemented in the
conditions of political life, when there was a fierce confrontation between the executive and legislative
branches of power, in the conditions of departmental struggle for influence on the president, and key
figures and their entourage, who received unlimited power, did not neglect the principle: the end justifies
the means, which ultimately resulted in a political crisis. At the same time, the political crisis of the mid-
1980s was a product of the course of the American leadership to restore the country's dominant positions in
the Persian Gulf and, in general, the policy of strengthening the global leadership of the United States. The
country's ruling circles did not consider it inappropriate to use illegal means to protect their economic and
strategic interests, as they understood them.

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Pashkov V. Pragmatism versus Democracy: Ukrainian-US relations under the presidency of V.
Yanukovych

The article highlights and analyses the development of bilateral relations between the United States
and Ukraine during the presidency of Viktor Yanukovych (2010-2013). It is determined that from the
beginning Kyiv and Washington sought to establish constructive and practical cooperation and
depoliticization of the agenda of relations. During this period, priority was given to issues such as energy,
nuclear safety, investment and trade, economic reforms, non-proliferation of weapons of mass destruction
and health care. Despite the decline in the intensity of the bilateral dialogue, relations with the United
States were considered by the Ukrainian leadership as one of the key foreign policy priorities within the
framework of the balancing between Russia and the West. In turn, B. Obama's administration in 2010-
2013. acted extremely passively in the post-Soviet space and did not offer its vision of Ukrainian-US
relations, which was the result of a policy of restarting relations with the Russian Federation. At the end of
this period, Ukraine de facto fell out of Washington's field of foreign policy attention. At the official level,
the United States reproduced traditional rhetoric regarding strategic relations with Ukraine, trying to keep
the Ukrainian leadership from rapprochement with Moscow and from an authoritarian rollback in
domestic politics, but at the same time avoided any practical actions to counter Russia's pressure on Kyiv.
The main obstacle to the development of bilateral relations between the countries under the presidency of
V. Yanukovych was the gradual deterioration of the democratic situation in Ukraine, which could not but
affect the attitude of the democratic US administration towards the new Ukrainian authorities. The turning
point in this regard was the arrest in October 2011 of the former Prime Minister and opposition leader Yu.
Tymoshenko. As a result, since mid-2011 Ukrainian-US relations have been on a downward trajectory,
accompanied by constant criticism from Washington of the Ukrainian authorities' departure from
democracy, and after the October 2012 parliamentary elections in Ukraine, which were marked by
numerous violations, the United States suspended relations with Ukraine, which even lost the appearance
of a strategic partnership. Instead, the Yanukovych administration attempted tried to use the participation
of large American companies Chevron and Exxon Mobil in joint energy projects as a buffer against US
criticism of the problems with democracy in the country, but to no avail.

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FRAGILITY IS REQUIRED: PEACEBUILDING THEORY BRIEF OVERVIEW

A state or territory emerging from an armed conflict undergoes a process of constructing a new reality.
The peacebuilding process involves a broad range of measures focused not only on rebuilding territories
affected by armed conflict but, more importantly, on identifying and strengthening institutions dedicated to
fostering peace and preventing the recurrence of conflict. This article attempts to outline the main
theoretical approaches and perspectives in peacebuilding research and its implementation. This study
examines the perception of peacebuilding through conflict resolution as a key multidisciplinary approach.
The conceptual analysis highlighted distinctive features of peacebuilding compared to related
interconnected terms, such as conflict prevention, peacekeeping, peacemaking, postwar reconstruction,
statebuilding, nation building, and reconciliation. A structural-functional analysis made it possible to
differentiate theoretical approaches to peacebuilding activities involvement. The differences between
peacebuilding from above (top-down approach) and peacebuilding from below (bottom-up approach) are
analyzed. The essence of the hierarchical approach through the liberal paradigm is revealed in contrast to
the idea of a hybrid peace. An exceptional impact of the transformative approach on peacebuilding is
highlighted. The current trend of cosmopolitan conflict resolution is described. Emphasis is placed on the
prevailing perception of peacebuilding as a viable endeavor during the fragile phase of post-conflict
interaction and the state of conflict actors, particularly concerning the capacity for flexibility and
adaptability to evolving circumstances and changes. This article does not strive to comprehensively present
all existing theoretical frameworks to peacebuilding. Instead, it aims to delineate its distinctive attributes
and to serve as a catalyst for further scholarly inquiry in this domain.

Statement of the problem. Today, there are various interpretations of the essence of peacebuilding. In
light of this, it is important to identify the main ways to understand this phenomenon from different
perspectives. These distinct viewpoints often reflect the complexities of conflict and the unique contexts in
which peacebuilding occurs. By examining these interpretations, it is possible to gain deeper insights into the
effectiveness and challenges of peacebuilding initiatives. Eventually, understanding the multifaceted nature
of peacebuilding is crucial for fostering sustainable solutions in the conflict resolution field.

The article is devoted to addressing the complexities and ambiguities surrounding the concept of
peacebuilding and its application in diverse contexts through main theoretical perspectives. The purpose of
the article is to present a structured theoretical overview of peacebuilding as a significant part of conflict
resolution, and peace and conflict studies.

Analysis of the latest research. The latest publications on peacebuilding are mostly focused on specific
cases of its applications. Thus, a popular direction of research is peacebuilding through environmental aspects
(T. Ide, C. Bruch, A. Carius, K. Conca, G. D. Dabelko, R. Matthew, E. Weinthal) [1]. For a long time remains
relevant the topic of the role of civil society in conflict resolution (N. Annan, M. Beseng, G. Crawford, J. K.
Kewir) [2]. T. Paffenholz examined peacebuilding as an ever-developing process manifested in a series of
(re-)negotiations through the «perpetual peacebuilding» paradigm [3]. Another significant dimension is
peacebuilding implementation considered through the prism of urban studies by D. Simangan [4].

The literature review indicates that researchers and practitioners are making significant efforts to expand
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the concept of peacebuilding to encompass the complexities of the practical elements involved in fostering
peace. Nevertheless, the lack of examination of the feasible environment for peacebuilding and the
peculiarities of conditions for its implementation has emerged.

Main provisions. There is often confusion around conflict resolution terminology. It is essential to
clarify definitions and interpretations from the outset. This is partly because conflict is a universal feature of
conflict society. Therefore, by «conflict» we do not exclusively refer to armed conflict, whether international
or non-international. For instance, peacemaking encompasses the use of negotiations to resolve intricate
economic challenges, a practice that is frequently employed in various contexts. The authors of this article
will not enter the discussion on conflict definition here, giving preference to a broad understanding of this
phenomenon as characterised by pursuing disparate goals in the interaction between conflictants. This
definition can be applied to any political conflict, whether it is endeavoured by peaceful means or by the use
of force. However, in the context of peacebuilding, it mainly refers to a narrower category of armed conflict
—a conflict where parties on both sides resort to the use of force. Violent conflict, or deadly conflict, is similar
to armed conflict but also includes one-sided violence such as genocides against unarmed civilians and
violence associated with domestic and international criminality [5]. In this article, the terms conflict, war and
armed conflict are used as interchangeable categories. This is defined specifically to avoid terminological
confusion and facilitate the perception of theoretical material.

While conflict prevention can be used at any stage of the conflict, peacekeeping is typically associated
with the deployment of international forces or observers to maintain peace and security in post-conflict areas,
and peacemaking involves efforts to resolve disputes and conflicts through negotiation and diplomacy,
reconciliation focuses on healing relationships and learning to live non-violently with radical differences,
peacebuilding underpins the work of peacemaking and peacekeeping and refers to a long-term process of
addressing structural issues and relationships between conflictants. Peacebuilding has been at the core of
conflict resolution studies. It embraces the activities from the moment when a peace agreement is reached to
post-conflict reconstruction and reconciliation.

Post-conflict reconstruction (postwar reconstruction) is a part of peacebuilding efforts aimed at
rebuilding and rehabilitating a state in different fields (social, economic, political, security, and cultural)
following the end of a conflict (war). This concept is interrelated with so-called postwar peace operations.

Statebuilding is interrelated with postwar reconstruction and refers to the attempt to (re)build self-
sustaining institutions of governance capable of delivering the essential public goods required to underpin
perceived legitimacy and what it is hoped will eventually become an enduring peace. Stable and lasting peace
certainly requires state functions adequate to the needs of the population (effective governance) but also
consultation and participation with all stakeholders (legitimate governance). So, the concept of statebuilding,
turns out after all to be inseparable from wider issues of peacebuilding, despite the tensions between them.

Nation building as a term was widely used during the period of decolonization to refer mainly to the
enterprise of forging national identity out of the diverse populations that made up many of the newer states
so that citizenship would transcend subordinate loyalties.

We increasingly discuss peacebuilding in terms of negative and positive peace [6]. Negative peace is that
peace is distinguished from violence by the absence of violence. Negative peace means the absence of
violence and therefore in that narrower definition peacebuilding is devoted to a set of questions around how
to prevent violence from reasserting itself. Positive peace seeks to understand the root causes of the conflict
in terms of what gave rise to it, and peacebuilding in that understanding is devoted to addressing the root
causes of conflict or violence. Given this, a related idea due to Johan Galtung [7] is the distinction between
direct violence (aggression that results in physical injury or death), structural violence (embedded in social
structures and institutions, resulting in harm by preventing individuals or groups from meeting their basic
needs: systemic inequality, poverty, discrimination, and social injustice), and cultural violence (beliefs,
values, and norms that justify or legitimise direct and structural violence).

Considering the aforementioned, several theoretical approaches to implementing peacebuilding have
been proposed by researchers. Some of these approaches are interconnected and complement one another, so
we aim to clarify any confusion surrounding them.

Peacebuilding from above (top-down approach) is the kind of peacebuilding where international
institutions or regional actors are engaged for the most part [8]. Liberal peace and the top-down peacebuilding
approach are closely interconnected. Both emphasize the establishment of formal institutions and governance
as essential for sustainable peace. Liberal peace advocates for democracy, human rights, and economic
development as foundational elements. Similarly, top-down peacebuilding often involves interventions led
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by state or international actors focusing on strengthening governance structures. Both approaches prioritise
stability in post-conflict societies. They frequently rely on international norms and engage political elites to
foster legitimacy. However, this can lead to the marginalisation of grassroots voices and local practices.
Critics highlight that elite-driven processes may overlook the needs of local communities. Despite their
shared goals, the emphasis on external solutions raises important questions about inclusivity. Ultimately, both
concepts underscore the complex dynamics of achieving lasting peace. The United Nations has actively
promoted liberal peace through various initiatives and peacekeeping missions. For instance, the UN's efforts
in post-conflict countries like Liberia (UNMIL) and Kosovo (UNMIK) exemplify this approach.

The discussion surrounding liberal peace is closely linked to what is known as the democratic peace
thesis. While the two concepts are sometimes conflated, they are distinct in significant ways. The liberal
peace thesis is broader, encompassing the promotion of liberal values and institutions across various contexts.
In contrast, the democratic peace thesis is more specific and originates from Kantian republicanism. It stands
out as one of the few empirical theories within peace and conflict studies, based on the proposition that
democratic states do not engage in war with one another.

On the contrary, peacebuilding from below (bottom-up approach) emphasises the importance of
grassroots participation, local agency, and community involvement in the peacebuilding process. A
significant contributor to this concept is John Paul Lederach, who advocated for strategies that empower local
actors and foster sustainable peace from the ground up, contrasting with top-down approaches that often
overlook community involvement [9]. Peacebuilding from below focuses on grassroots involvement and local
ownership, often integrating aspects of both civil society and people-to-people initiatives. All three variants
are essential for a comprehensive peacebuilding strategy, each addressing different aspects of conflict and
contributing uniquely to sustainable peace. The Civil Society approach tends to be more organised and
structured, focusing on advocacy and capacity-building, while people-to-people initiatives prioritise
interpersonal relationships and direct dialogue. By involving local actors, the bottom-up approach aims to
create more sustainable and contextually relevant peace initiatives. For instance, in Guatemala, indigenous
people do not regard the capital city as «their» country, given it represents the dominance of an elite and an
international ideology of peacebuilding not commensurate with local approaches. From the Solomon Islands,
Timor, Mozambique, to Liberia there have been local attempts to bring customary forms of governance and
law into the international blueprint for peacebuilding [10].

There is increasing concern about the inability of the liberal peace experiment in the post-Cold War era
to effectively engage with its intended populations. Instead, these populations have begun to reshape the
liberal peace model to meet their own local needs. The contradictions inherent in liberal peace have generated
numerous tensions, leading to the emergence of a range of previously underexplored local and contextual
peacebuilding agencies. These agencies actively renegotiate both the local context and the liberal peace
framework, resulting in a hybrid form of peace that integrates local and liberal elements, often referred to as
post-liberal peace [11]. The term hybrid peace was notably popularised by Oliver P. Richmond. His research
highlights the complexities of peace processes that integrate both traditional practices and modern governance
structures, reflecting the evolving landscape of peacebuilding in post-conflict contexts [11]. The idea of
hybrid peace highlighted the blend of local and international practices in peacebuilding processes. By
integrating local practices and perspectives with international efforts, hybrid peacebuilding aims to create
more sustainable and contextually relevant solutions, fostering deeper societal change and resilience in post-
conflict environments. Richmond’s analysis emphasises how these hybrid approaches can contribute to more
sustainable peace by incorporating local governance structures and cultural contexts alongside external
interventions.

A significant contribution to peacebuilding theory development is a transformative approach, rooted in
conflict transformation theory, whose conceptual foundations can be found in Johan Galtung’s theory of
violence and peacebuilding [12], and Edward Azar’s work on analysis and management of protracted social
conflict [13]. This perspective emphasises the importance of addressing the underlying social, political, and
economic dynamics of conflict rather than merely seeking to manage or resolve it. According to John Paul
Lederach, peacebuilding is a long-term multi-track transformative contribution to social change, helping to
create a just and sustainable peace beyond the narrow definition of a post-conflict period [14]. He argues that
liberal peacebuilding is primarily preoccupied with the situation of stabilisation; it does not go beyond that
to talk about the engagement of the long term in bringing about societal transformation. In addition, the sorts
of things that you might want to engage in when talking about elites and peacebuilding are not necessarily
the same that you talk about when engaging the grassroots.
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Thus, hybrid peace refers to peacebuilding processes that combine local and international approaches,
integrating traditional and modern methods of conflict resolution. It often reflects a blend of local practices
and global norms, whereas transformative peace focuses on addressing the root causes of conflict and
fostering deep societal changes. It aims to create a just and equitable society where relationships are healed,
and structural inequalities are dismantled. A peculiar combination of these two approaches is the model of
transformative and cosmopolitan peacebuilding, which seeks to privilege local capacity-building while
recognizing the necessity of negotiating between local and international actors [5].

Most recent research introduced the cosmopolitan conflict resolution concept [5]. This term indicates the
need for an approach that promotes constructive means of handling conflict at local to global levels in the
interests of humanity. The concept arose as a counterpart of transnational conflict, which has emerged as a
developed extension of Azar's protracted social conflict and has considered global changes that have occurred
since the end of the Cold War and the regionalization of conflict that has resulted [5]. From this point of view,
peacebuilding and postwar reconstruction concepts become more than a sum of action to create lasting peace.
Ultimately, they tend to reflect a global agenda via the proactive promotion of certain values against any sort
of violence (direct, structural or cultural).

It could be summarised that the main significant feature for the start of peacebuilding (post-conflict
reconstruction) activities is its feasibility during the fragile stage of the post-conflict state of conflictants and
the breakable interaction between them when the war ends but the peace is not yet secure. This context
requires an acute awareness of the complex interplay between stability and volatility, where the capacity for
flexibility and adaptability becomes crucial. Moreover, it is important to be included in the context, directing
efforts to transform its foundations, and not to resolve current manifestations as a result of fundamental
contradictions.

Fragility, according to the OECD, is the combination of exposure to risk and insufficient coping
capacities of the state, system and/or communities to manage, absorb or mitigate those risks. It occurs in a
spectrum of intensity across six dimensions: economic, environmental, human, political, security and societal
[15]. Since 2015, The States of Fragility reports by OECD have aimed to deepen the understanding of how
fragility affects international stability and development, while also examining trends in resource and financial
flows that address its underlying causes [16]. Corresponding to the aforementioned analysis of protracted
social conflict, addressing fragility as a driver of instability requires a more robust understanding of fragility,
seeing it as a deeply political issue centred on the social contract between the state and society, as well as
greater consideration of the role of stress factors (internal and external) [17].

The Fragile States Index Annual Report 2023 by The Fund for Peace [18], illustrates that fragility
remains a significant global concern, challenging the notion that it is solely a threat arising from poorer
countries. Recent events have demonstrated a reverse contagion effect, wherein conflict in Europe has
exacerbated inflation, fuel riots, and food insecurity in vulnerable nations worldwide. Additionally, this
situation reveals that powers such as China, Russia, and Western democracies may be more susceptible to
fragility than previously understood, necessitating a comprehensive approach to addressing this pervasive
challenge.

Peacebuilding efforts must account for the fluid nature of conflict environments, recognizing that the
needs and motivations of stakeholders may shift rapidly. This adaptability enables peacebuilding initiatives
to stay relevant and effective, addressing new challenges and opportunities as they emerge. Furthermore, this
dynamic approach fosters greater resilience among local communities, empowering them to navigate the
uncertainties inherent in post-conflict settings. Consequently, the integration of adaptive strategies within
peacebuilding frameworks enhances the likelihood of achieving sustainable peace.

Conclusions. Conflict resolution approaches to peacebuilding are developing over time in the direction
of complementing each other to create new meanings. The linkage between liberal peace and peacebuilding
from above (top-down) illustrates a shared focus on formal institutions and international norms, but it also
raises important questions about inclusivity and the role of local agencies in achieving sustainable peace.
Reflection on this is presented by peacebuilding from below (bottom-up). The concept of hybrid
peacebuilding is linked to a transformative approach and emphasises the integration of local and international
practices in peacebuilding processes. Current theoretical approaches to peacebuilding and post-war
reconstruction as its essential part collectively contribute to a holistic understanding of peacebuilding. Recent
research has introduced the concept of cosmopolitan conflict resolution across local and global levels in the
interest of humanity. This perspective positions peacebuilding as a global agenda embodiment that actively
promotes certain values against various forms of violence. The perception of peacebuilding as a viable
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endeavour holds particular significance during the fragile phase of post-conflict interactions and the evolving
dynamics among conflict actors.
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THE INFLUENCE OF CIVILIZATION FACTORS ON INDIA’S FOREIGN POLICY
AND ITS ROLE IN CONTEMPORARY INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The article examines the factors determining India’s foreign policy, among which a special place is
occupied by the foundations of civilization and the specifics of the country’s development, formed in the
period of ancient India. It is emphasized that over the last decades, India’s main goal was to achieve the
status of one of the leading countries in the world. In this context, special attention is paid to India’s active
foreign policy activities aimed at increasing its role and influence on a global scale, as well as in the South
Asian region, where the country seeks to become a leader. Indian civilizational principles, formed over
thousands of years, became an important basis not only for socio-economic development, but also for the
formation of the country’s international image. These principles have helped India not only to achieve
significant success in the field of economic growth and modernization, but also contributed to the creation
of a balanced and calculated foreign policy. The country made a major emphasis on maintaining neutrality
and national independence in international affairs, which allows it to maneuver between various global
and regional political forces. The article pays special attention to the analysis of India’s neutral position
regarding the problem of the Russian-Ukrainian war. Such a position is due to the deep civilizational
features of India, its historical traditions of neutrality in international conflicts and the desire to maintain a
strategic balance in relations with various states. These principles, in turn, should not interfere with the
development of a constructive dialogue between India and Ukraine. A balanced approach to foreign policy
gives India the opportunity to strengthen its diplomatic relations with various countries, including Ukraine,
and promote the further development of bilateral relations, while maintaining neutrality in controversial
international issues. Thus, India, relying on its historical and civilizational heritage, is successfully moving
towards achieving the status of a global leader. Its foreign policy, based on the principles of neutrality and
independence, allows the country to strengthen its position in the international arena without entering into
severe global and regional confrontations and actively support peace and stability in the world.

Keywords: civilizational factors, foreign policy of India, India’s position in the Russian-UKrainian
war, prospects for Ukrainian-Indian relations.

Formulation of the problem. The Republic of India is one of the states that has great respect in the
world today, it has proven its commitment to the principles of neutrality and non-interference in the affairs
of other countries against the background of successful economic and social development in recent decades.
This huge and still successful Asian country is a recognized democracy in the world. It succeeded in the late
20th and early 21st centuries not only to define plans for the further transformation of a pluralistic society,
but also to carry out significant socio-economic transformations that contributed to the creation of a new
image of the country at the international level, that became an important prerequisite for increasing its role
on the world stage.

An important confirmation of the relevance of the presented topic can be explained by the results of
official visit of the Prime Minister of the Republic of India to the USA in July 2023. The format of the Indian-
American meeting at the highest level, a wide range of international issues discussed (including those
concerning Ukraine), a demonstrated tendency to significantly spread and deepen multilateral cooperation
and interaction between the two states, the content of bilateral documents, not a formal, but a friendly
atmosphere under the time of the meetings of J. Biden and N. Modi at different levels become a vivid evidence
of India’s high authority on the international arena and its significance, influence on the development of the
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most important events of the modern world [3]. It should be noted that in the summer of 2024 N. Modi made
a visit to Ukraine, which became a significant event in Ukrainian-Indian relations [7].

At the same time, India’s restrained position on the problems of the Russian-Ukrainian war, its non-
adherence to Russian economic sanctions, neutrality in the adoption of important international UN resolutions
condemning Russian aggression, large purchases of oil and gas in the Russian Federation cause certain
concern (and sometimes indignation both in the USA, Ukraine, and in other countries). In this sense, it seems
expedient and extremely relevant to single out and analyze the main (leading) factors, features of the
formation of the foreign policy of modern India, both in the context of clarifying the peculiarity of its positions
on specific international issues (including military conflicts, wars), and in the context of studying the role and
significance of its international authority and experience, especially taking into account the growing interest
in this topic and the great “confusion” in its interpretation in many modern Ukrainian publications.

The purpose of the study is to analyse the specifics of Indian foreign policy in view of the influence of
civilizational factors on the historical formation of the main principles and foundations of India’s foreign
policy, which are unchanged even in the modern period and determine its global strategy and vision of
international relations.

Last researchers’ analysis of the problem. It should be emphasizing that India’s position in the
Russian-Ukrainian war has been very actively discussed recently in the Ukrainian mass media and Internet
publications. Publications of well-known scientists, specialists and journalists are devoted to this issue. It is
worth noting the publications of O. Vorozhbyt [5], A. Hrytsenko and I. Kusa [8], H. Erman [10], O. Lukash
[13], A. Svitlevska [17].

The publications of these authors contain a large and diverse factual material, proposals, considerations.
It is observed a very small number of authors and scientific works among Ukrainian studies on the analysis
of the influence of leading factors (primarily cultural and civilizational) on the formation of India’s foreign
policy. Among them deserve attention scientific works of O. Bordilovska [2], P. Ignatiev [12], O. Lukash
[14-16] in which this topic is partially and fragmentarily presented. It seems appropriate to generalize and
analyze these publications and, relying on the results of the analysis of previous Indological studies, focus on
the following aspects of the specified problem. The scientific work of O. Chuvpylo [18] analyses the
principles and norms of Gandhism in the socio-political life of India.

In our opinion, a significant contribution was made by a famous Indian scientist J. N. Dixit [20], as well
as representatives of the Western scientific school — M. McClish [23], R. Payne [24].

Presenting main material. In conducting research on this topic, it is necessary, first of all, to emphasize
the fact that the leading factor in the formation of India’s foreign policy course is the task of persistent and
active economic development. Its results are well known today: the country is among the five countries in
the world with the highest GDP indicators, and according to the UN, it ranks seventh in the rating of the most
developed economies in the world in 2022-2023, after such leaders as the United States, China, Japan,
Germany, Great Britain, France. This is undoubtedly a huge success and a colossal result of the persistent
efforts of India, which from the middle of the 20th to the beginning of the 21st centuries has gone through a
difficult path from a colonial country to a leading world power.

In addition, it is worth adding the demographic factor — the population of India is growing rapidly and
the latest data indicate that it has reached the mark of 1.4 billion which exceeds the current population of
China: according to this indicator, India becomes the first in the world. The tasks of successful economic
growth and provision of a rapidly growing population (with a huge percentage of young people) are singled
out as the main, leading locomotives of the development of the country’s multilateral foreign policy. They
determine the development of India’s fruitful international relations with countries of various regions of the
world in order to provide the Indian economy and society with natural energy carriers (primarily oil and gas,
which are limited in the country), raw materials for production, modern equipment and technology, food
products and other essential goods. Especially this economic factor leaves a significant mark on the entire
complex of India’s foreign policy in recent decades and brings a more pragmatic character to the forms and
methods of its implementation (where the national interests of development prevail over all other issues of
international relations, including determining India’s position towards the Russian-Ukrainian war, its
neutrality in the adoption of resolutions and the introduction of sanctions regarding this problem).

The second most important factor (“locomotive”) of Indian foreign policy appears the international
civilizational (global and regional) factor. The main goal of India at the end of the 20th — beginning of the
21st century was the achievement of the status of a leading, great power of the world. An important
component of this process was the active activity of India in the direction of increasing its role and importance
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in the status of a South Asian regional leader [6]. However, an extremely important feature is that during this
period the actualization and modernization of Indian civilizational principles in the country’s foreign policy
was appeared. These principles traditionally act as the main basis of international relations and background
of Gandhism, “pancha-sila”, the Non-Aligned Movement, the concepts of “one world” and “unity in
diversity”. As a result, in a broader sense, the increase of the role and importance of civilizational foundations
in India’s foreign policy become more and more clear.

Nowadays, the Indian leadership is making significant efforts to realize the main goal of its foreign policy
strategy — joining the club of the world’s leading states. This is evidenced by the fact that the most important
international events and forums are often held with the participation or under the auspices of India or on the
territory of India. For instance, the 49th summit of G7 (May 2023, Hiroshima, Japan); a working meeting
between V. Zelenskyi and N. Modi, and the discussion by the leaders of the two countries of the “Ukrainian
Peace Formula”, where the Prime Minister of India clearly expressed his position to the President of Ukraine
regarding the Russian-Ukrainian war: “I’m very good understand your pain and the pain of the citizens of
Ukraine. | can assure you that India and I personally will do everything in our power to resolve this issue”
[9]; it is India’s active and careful preparation for G20 summit conducted in New Delhi (September 2023);
the historic Indian-American meeting at the highest level between US President J. Biden and Indian Prime
Minister N. Modi, which took place in the USA on June 21-23, 2023, and where a range of issues related to
situation in Ukraine were discussed; SCO summit held on July 4, 2023 in New Delhi, where India showed a
very restrained and cautious position regarding India’s acceptance and participation of the “disgraced”
Russian leader in the work of this summit in an “off-line” format.

Note that all these important international events are influenced by India as a unique world civilization,
where civilizational features are based on the values of traditional Indian religious and philosophical systems
(primarily Hinduism, Buddhism, Jainism, and others). These teachings, which have a common basis, still
determine the mentality of the nation and absolutely all directions of social life of Indians, including the
strategic line of behaviour in the international arena. The concept of ahimsa has been formed in India since
ancient times (nonviolence), around which all principles of human life, general social behaviour, including
international relations, were built.

When analysing the features and specifics of India’s foreign policy, it must be borne in mind that since
ancient times, Indian philosophy has considered man as a small particle of the universe, all these particles
had no advantages before God and in this sense are equal before him. The tradition of mutual respect and
appreciation for the ideas and views of others, the principle of non-violence, tolerance (in our time
“balancing”) comes from above mentioned Indian philosophy. The priority of peaceful coexistence, non-
violence between rivals in Indian foreign policy, which we observe even today, originates from the worldview
concepts of ancient Indians, whose religious ceremonies are always accompanied by prayers for peace for all
living in the world. It should be noted that almost all important ancient Indian sources dealing with foreign
relations and politics proclaim the priority of peace in the settlement of any disputed issues.

It is interesting that in India, for the first time at the national level, the strategy of relations with
neighbours, based on the principle of non-violence, was adopted by Emperor Ashoka (about 273-232 BC) he
was the third emperor of the largest in the Indian history Mauryan empire.

Indian ancient sources contain known facts that after a bloody war with the neighbouring state of Kalinga,
Ashoka completely revised his worldview principles. Influenced by Buddhist teachings, for which the
concept of ahimsa is central, he rejected war as a means of resolving international conflicts altogether. In the
future, war was traditionally considered by Indians as a last resort in politics, instead, the ability to live in
harmony with neighbours, the ability to use the gains of others and teach them using own values, was highly
valued in India. Therefore, to nowadays, war as a phenomenon is perceived by Indians very negatively, as
the very last resort, which should be avoided as much as possible, extinguished it by methods of diplomacy
and negotiations.

It is worth noting that India practically had no territorial ambitions in its history and did not seek military
conquests of either its small or large neighbours. For several millennia, it is difficult to find examples of
aggression in external activities in India. Of course, Indian history was not without wars, but they were mainly
of a local nature, and as a rule, they were a manifestation of a defensive (security) strategy. It should be
highlighted an interesting feature: Indian society much more often accepted and absorbed invaders into it. In
her time, 1. Gandhi noted in this regard that various conquerors invaded India many times with the aim of
plundering and seizing territories, but almost all of them remained in the country and brought their share into
the Indian peculiar culture, i.e. enriched it, which on practice confirms the viability of the ancient Indian
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concept of “unity in diversity”.

Indian civilization for many thousands of years professed the principle of non-violence and this factor
should not be underestimated in our time, because this tradition has its continuation in the modern foreign
policy strategy of India. The priority of peaceful ways of solving any disputed situations, tolerance to the
customs of representatives of other peoples and religions largely determined the traditions of state behaviour
of Indians, which can be observe even in the modern period. They are known under the general name of
Gandhism, and especially this concept is decisive for understanding the guidelines of the foreign policy of
modern India.

Indian experts and political leaders in their works and speeches emphasize that India’s foreign policy
course usually demonstrates a rather original combination of humanitarian and pragmatic principles: on the
one hand Gandhism, with its traditional for India priority of resolving issues in a non-conflict way, and on
the other - care on strengthening the security and defense capabilities of the country, aimed at protecting
national interests. As noted by the famous Indian diplomat J. Dikshit, there were two dimensions in Indian
foreign policy: the first idealism, and the other “realism” (pragmatism) [20, p. 33]. He also emphasized that
these two directions are inherent in the Indian science of interstate relations since ancient times and they were
formed at approximately the same time, in the second half of the 1st millennium BC. The first were formed
under the influence of the idea of ahimsa, which after the adoption of Buddhism began to be implemented by
the above-mentioned Indian emperor Ashoka. The second, pragmatic, had its roots in the so-called political
school of the famous ancient Indian figure Kautilya (about 321-297 BC), the chief minister (advisor) of
Emperor Chandragupta (Maurya dynasty). Both of these directions, idealism and realism (pragmatism), have
a common priority resolving conflicts by non-violent means. In many Indian historical sources, especially
Kautilya is considered (although this issue is still not fully clarified) as the author (compiler) of the famous
and legendary “Arthashastra”, an ancient Indian political and economic treatise, the name of which is clearly
difficult to translate from Sanskrit, but, based on the analysis of its content, this name can be translated as
“Science of managing, governing” or “Science of politics” [ 22; 23; 1].

The well-known Ukrainian specialist L. Haydukov in his researchers mentioned that one of the parts of
“Arthasastra” has the interesting title “About six methods of foreign policy”, which include: peace, war,
campaign, waiting situation, search for help and double policy [6], i.e. already here we see a tendency towards
a realistic (pragmatic) nature of foreign policy. However, other, later authors reduce them (quite naturally) to
two main ones peace and war, and most sources philosophical, religious and legal treatises emphasize the
need to find peaceful means of solving any problems [2, p. 56-67].

The peaceful views of Indians on the world and commitment to the idea of non-violence led to an
extremely interesting phenomenon in the history of the national liberation movement. The Indian struggle for
independence from the colonizers took on a completely unique form and methods that were hardly possible
to exist in any other country. This special way of gaining independence is inseparably connected with the
activities of an outstanding person not only on the scale of India, but also of the whole world M.K. Gandhi.
The phenomenon of Gandhism will continue to attract philosophers and public figures around the world for
a long time, many scientists, politicians, writers recognize him as an unsurpassed master of political
compromise [24].

In forming his theories and views, he relied not so much on world experience as on the traditions of
Indian social and philosophical thought. In this context, the famous Ukrainian Indologist O.O. Chuvpylo
rightly noted that, in general, the rather eclectic worldview of M.K. Gandhi was mainly formed under the
influence of Indian religious and philosophical thought [18, p. 21]. He managed to implement the ethical
norms of the Hindus into political activity, declaring non-violence, he preferred to see his homeland free and
prevented bloodshed in every possible way. His method of struggle was called “satyagraha” (persistence in
truth) and involved the open declaration of demands, civil disobedience and refusal to cooperate with the
opponent and had an exclusively non-violent nature.

Gandhism taught not only tolerance, but also independence of thought and action and taught Indians to
realize themselves as a great nation. He returned to Indians a mentality, a sense of self-respect and dignity: a
nation with such a great past cannot occupy any secondary places in world affairs, cannot be subdued. The
foundations of India’s foreign policy were laid from it, in particular, an independent course in international
affairs.

India’s wide use of the five principles of peaceful coexistence “pancha sila” in its foreign policy activities
and its active position in the Non-Aligned Movement completely coincide with the Gandhian guidelines,
which were creatively, persistently continued and successfully implemented by an outstanding statesman and
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politician, Prime Minister of India J. Nehru.

An important factor in creating the image of India as a consistent and peace-loving country was its role
in Non-Aligned Movement, where it initiated and actively participated in many important events [16]. Despite
the radical changes in the world and the significant reduction of the Non-Aligned Movement’s role, which
during the three decades of the bipolar world acted as the “third force”, many Indians still believe in the
expediency of these principles.

In addition to the theory of non-violence, the worldview of Indians presupposes the perception of the
world as a whole “one family” (one world), which is a continuation of the traditional Indian philosophical
worldview. The concept of “one world” is the basis of modern foreign policy of the Republic of India,
according to which the state builds its style and methods of relations with other countries. That is why a
unipolar world cannot be accepted from the point of view of traditional Indian political theory. According to
the Indian concept of “one world”, no country has any reason to rule the world, no matter how powerful it is.
However, India has never shared the idea of a bipolar world and that is why it became one of the founders of
the Non-Aligned Movement as a certain alternative to the two poles. Only multivariate, the variety of strong
regional centres (multipolarity), coincides with the important Indian civilizational principles of the concepts
of “one world” and “unity in diversity”.

Analysing the leading civilizational factors in the formation of India’s foreign policy, it is worth noting
that in the more than 70 years since independence, profound changes have taken place in the way of India’s
perception in the world. It is now respected not only as a country with a great cultural heritage and a tradition
of non-violence, but also as a powerful state capable of defending itself and defending its national interests.
The religious-political symbiosis, which has traditionally defined the political history of India for a long time,
is becoming relevant again. Taking into account the new global threats associated with the development of
globalization processes, the threats posed by the Russian-Ukrainian war and other wars, today we are talking
about the relevance and importance of civilizational values non-violence, devotion to the truth, mutual
understanding, respect for human rights, freedom, courage in the fight against the manifestation of terror and
injustice.

The foreign policy of modern Ukraine, which is going through difficult times of Russian aggression, is
built on similar, analogous principles and values. In such a difficult situation, international support is
extremely important for our country. It is natural that both the leadership of our country and our entire
Ukrainian community would very much like a firmer and clearer position of India in supporting the Ukrainian
people in such a terrible, cruel war. But categorically condemning India for the traditional policy of neutrality
does not seem appropriate. Because in India’s case it is a special, active neutrality. It successfully pursues a
policy of “balancing” and beneficial “pragmatism” in today’s complex international conditions, maintaining
business, political, trade and economic contacts with opposite parties, associations, and formats.

Such format of foreign policy gives India the opportunity not only to solve political and economic tasks
in its favour, but also to act as a mediator, a negotiator a kind of “bridge” of probable agreements and
proposals of opposing parties for the fair solution of the most difficult issues of “war and peace”. India does
not openly condemn Russian aggression and terrorism, but at all international forums and platforms it actively
advocates a peaceful, diplomatic settlement of this problem, provides Ukraine with significant humanitarian
aid (the volume of which will continue to increase, and the directions will expand), performs a very important
mission in “deterring” the Russian Federation, which is clearly observed during recent international summits,
forums, and visits.

This policy can be proved by several examples. The actions and statements of the Indian leadership in
2022, during a meeting with the Russian President, N. Modi made the well-known and vivid statement that
now is “not the time to wage war”, and he also negatively perceived Russian nuclear threats, alluding to
“blackmail and escalation” of international tension, which, as was proved above, is completely incompatible
with the principles of Indian foreign policy.

India’s restrained position towards the Russian Federation and its leader was also clearly manifested
during the preparation and holding of the SCO summit in New Delhi on July 4, 2023, which was planned to
be held in an “off-line” format, but at the last moment the Indian organizers seem to have made a decision
not to invite the “disgraceful” Russian dictator under sanctions and the threat of an international tribunal and
decided to hold the SCO summit in an online format. It seems that this decision was very uncomfortable for
Russia’s president, his speech was broadcasted on the screen and left the impression of the Russian leader’s
insecurity in his perspective and instability in his state, which was written about by Indian and other foreign
experts. It is likely that the Russian “revenge” for such a course of events at the summit, as noted by Indian
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authors, was certain technical “pitfalls” of the organizers on the part of the Russian Federation, who tried to
technically spoil the speech of the Prime Minister of India during the ceremonial opening of the SCO forum
[19].

In the context of India’s approach to participation in solving the problems in Ukraine, serious
achievements, as already emphasized, were also the results of N. Modi’s official visit to the USA in June
2023, where the joint Declaration signed between India and the USA (this is an important final document)
contains special point “25” concerning Ukraine [21]. It states that India and the US are deeply concerned
about the conflict in Ukraine and express sympathy for its dire and tragic consequences, highlighting the
growing impact of the war on the global economy, including food and fuel, energy security; the leaders of
both countries called on the international community to make more efforts to mitigate the consequences of
the war, they also pledged to continue providing humanitarian aid to Ukraine, and also called for respect for
international law, the principles of the UN Charter, territorial integrity and sovereignty, both countries agreed
on the importance of post-war reconstruction of Ukraine.

2024 was marked by an even more significant event for Ukraine: Indian Prime Minister N. Modi arrived
on an official visit to our country. Such a visit at the level of the Indian Prime Minister happened for the first
time in more than 30 years of the existence of independent Ukraine and has a very important historical
significance for the further development of Ukrainian-Indian relations.

The visit marks India’s attempt to show its neutrality and impartiality to the world after a series of
accusations of leaning towards Russia. Thus, an analyst on the problems of the Indo-Pacific region, D.
Grossman, emphasized that Modi’s visit, above all, was designed to show the steadfastness of New Delhi’s
non-aligned orientation [7].

Despite the fact that the visit was quite short, its results are significant. In half a day, N. Modi managed
to meet with V. Zelenskyi, honor the memory of the children killed as a result of the armed aggression of the
Russian Federation, hold an important meeting in the Office of the President of Ukraine to discuss the issues
of India’s support for the state sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine, as well as the development of
strategic partnership. The Ukrainian-Indian dialogue turned out to be productive and was marked by the
signing of four documents covering the fields of medicine, agriculture, humanitarian aid and culture [11].

Each of these documents to one degree or another should contribute to the development of Ukraine and
cooperation between countries. For example, the purpose of the agreement on cooperation in the fields of
agriculture and food industry is to expand mutually beneficial cooperation, create favourable conditions for
market relations and strengthen the food security of countries. The memorandum on Indian grant aid provides
for the expansion of economic and technical cooperation, and also creates conditions for the provision of
assistance to Ukraine, in particular for reconstruction and restoration, and the memorandum in the field of
medicine aims to promote the development of cooperation in the pharmacological field, prevent the
circulation of low-quality medicines, guarantee safety and the quality of medicines. The signing of the
document on cultural cooperation will help to establish ties between collectives and cultural institutions, as
well as to conduct joint cultural and artistic events, which will contribute to a wider study of the history and
culture of both countries, as well as a deeper study in Ukraine of the civilizational factors of Indian internal
and foreign policy [4].

Conclusions. The brief analysis allows to single out the main factors and features of the formation of the
modern foreign policy of India, characterized by the following features of its traditional civilizational
development:

- preservation of traditional civilizational approaches in international relations, observance of the basic
principles defined by the principles of Gandhism and “pancha sila”, above all non-violence, non-alignment,
peaceful coexistence;

- the inheritance of a strategic course (regardless of the change of political leaders and parties), which
demonstrates a certain independence in foreign policy, and is also characterized by a national consensus in
foreign policy issues, a compromise of all political forces and parties;

- awareness of the importance of the development of geo-economics in the conditions of a globalized
world for the purpose of further civilizational progress, a clear understanding of the interdependence between
the internal socio-economic development of the country and its success in the international arena;

- increasing the role of multilateral diplomacy, intensifying participation in various management
mechanisms and institutes at the global and regional level, using the extensive experience of its traditional
peaceful foreign policy;

- the growing influence of civilizational factors on the activation of the regional direction of India’s
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foreign policy in South Asia and on the Asian continent as a whole that imposes specific features on the
processes of formation of new associations and the role of India in the transformation of the Indo-Pacific
region (IPR);

- the approval of a foreign policy course for strategic partnership with the leading states of the future
world multipolar system (first of all, with the USA, China, the EU, ASEAN countries, etc.), which is also
based on the Indian civilizational principle of “one world”;

Drawing attention to the importance for our country of India’s clear position regarding the Russian-
Ukrainian war, the following must be taken into account. The study and research of the leading factors and
features of the formation of India’s foreign policy, primarily determined by the specifics of its civilizational
development, can have a significant importance for Ukraine. The experience of this state, in particular, its
own vision of the world and its place in it, the ability to use its civilizational and cultural features in a global
strategy and defend the right to an independent foreign policy course should be carefully analyzed in Ukraine.
It also seems useful to study the ways of modernization of this country, the practice of combining internal
transformation and success in the international arena to change the country’s image.

The successes of the Republic of India, which the whole world is watching today, should prompt the
relevant state structures of Ukraine to think about the next steps in foreign policy towards India: 1) importance
and necessity of further constructive development of bilateral relations with this country, despite India’s
restrained position in the Russian-Ukrainian war; 2) the use of its international authority and influence for
the promotion of the interests and demands of Ukraine, the implementation of the “Ukrainian peace formula”
in practice, the increase of humanitarian aid to Ukraine; 3) the development of joint plans and projects to
restore the economy of our country after the war, taking into account the great positive experience of
Ukrainian-Indian cooperation and the assistance of many Ukrainian enterprises and specialists in the
development of the Indian economy, science, and education in the difficult years of India’s post-colonial
revival.

Prospects for further research are seen in a deeper analysis of the influence of civilizational features
and the foundations of India’s foreign policy regarding the study of its implementation in different regional
systems of international relations and, in particular, future actions regarding the Russian-Ukrainian war and
the development of Ukrainian-Indian relations.

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FINLAND AND SWEDEN'S ACCESSION TO NATO: SECURITY RISKS AND
PROSPECTS

According to the general opinion, a certain geopolitical balance was established in the Northern
European region during the Cold War. History has proved that most military operations in the Baltic
region require access to what is today Finland's air, sea, and land. Of particular importance is the control
of the Aland Islands, which border Swedish waters and serve as the "eastern gateway" to the Baltic Sea.
Russia's proposals (demands) on security guarantees which were sent by the Russian Foreign Ministry for
discussion on the 15th of December 2021 and made public on the 17th of December 2021, are often
mentioned as the main reason for Finland and Sweden's official and decisive accession to NATO. Allegedly
the draft agreements on security guarantees proposed by Russia to the United States and NATO, and in
particular, on the non-expansion of the Alliance to the East and the limitation of any forward presence,
were perceived by Finland and Sweden as an unacceptable attempt to infringe on their national sovereignty
and the right to determine how to ensure their security. Ultimately, the full-scale military conflict in
Ukraine that began on the 24th of February 2022 is often claimed to be the main rationale behind Finland's
and Sweden's accession to NATO. This very conflict is said to have highlighted significant military and
political tensions and threats from the side of the Russian Federation and finally convinced the
governments of Finland and Sweden, as well as the governments of NATO member states, of the necessity
to expand the North Atlantic Alliance on the basis of Finland and Sweden. However, the problem is much
broader and deeper, and its genesis is not limited to Russia's recent (ultimatum) proposals for security
guarantees and/or a military conflict in Ukraine. Moreover, Finland's and Sweden's accession to NATO
does not necessarily mean greater security for these countries and the NATO bloc overall.

Keywords: Finland, Sweden, NATO, security risks, security perspectives.

Introduction. From the end of World War 11 until the end of the Cold War the security policies (and in
particular "freedom from any alliances") of Finland and Sweden were usually considered separately due to
the different historical experiences of both countries, as well as their involvement in cooperation with
different great powers and military-political blocs. In Sweden's case, it was interaction with the North Atlantic
Alliance, and in Finland's case - with the USSR to which Finland had significant military and political (and
other) obligations.

In the context of the balance of military and political forces in the North of Europe, the defence policy
of Finland and Sweden during the Cold War was usually described within the framework of the concept of
the "Nordic balance”. This concept was developed and first substantiated by the Norwegian researcher Arne
Olav Brundtland [4] and used by Scandinavian authors [10,32] as an analytical tool to explain the specifics
of security relations in the Nordic region. The so-called northern balance was generally recognised by Soviet
authors [16,23,26,30], and among other things, it assumed that the reaction to Sweden's accession to NATO
would be a military shift of the USSR towards Finland, and vice versa.

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The end of the Cold War resulted in a decisive breakdown of the "balance of power™ in Central and
Eastern Europe, as well as in the Baltic region and Northern Europe. This changed not only the nature of
Finland's and Sweden's defence policies (and their interaction with NATO), but also the way researchers
assessed these policies. For three consecutive decades, three approaches were to dominate. The first one, in
particular, presented in L. Michel's "Sweden, Finland and NATO: From "Virtual" to Formal Allies" [28], as
well as in M. Holmstrém's monograph "The Hidden Alliance: Sweden's Secret Relations with NATO™ [20]
and K. Korhonen's "A Transfer Treaty: In This Way Finland is Being Dragged" [24], was to argue that
Sweden and Finland, even without formal membership in NATO, had been significantly integrated into its
structure for a long time and actively participated in its activities. The second approach was based on the idea
of regional cooperation between the two countries in the field of defence policy, both with each other and
with their neighbours, regardless of their bloc affiliation, and with Sweden and Finland retaining "freedom
from any alliances". This approach has been advocated by, among others, G. Aselius [2], H. Ojanen [33], Z.
Sliwa [37], J. Tarkka [41], T. Forsberg [14], and others. At the same time, the third approach, presented in
particular by U. Mdller & U. Bjereld [29], as well as T. Forsberg & V. Tapani [15], relied on the concept of
"post-neutrality" which was understood as the concept and strategy of formal non-alignment, which allegedly
gradually evolve and are constantly redefined in both political and ideological terms.

In late 2021 and early 2022, due to the urgency of the problem itself, the issue of Finland and Sweden's
accession to NATO came into the focus of attention of an even greater number of scholars, journalists,
politicians, etc. Still, we believe that most of these works lack a historical perspective and consistency.

Russia's proposals (demands) on security guarantees which were sent by the Russian Foreign Ministry
for discussion on the 15th of December 2021 and made public on the 17th of December 2021, are being often
mentioned as the main reason for Finland and Sweden's official and decisive accession to NATO [3].
Allegedly the draft agreements on security guarantees proposed by Russia to the United States and NATO,
and in particular on the non-expansion of the Alliance to the East and the limitation of any forward presence,
were perceived by Finland and Sweden as an unacceptable attempt to infringe on their national sovereignty
and the right to determine how to ensure their security. Ultimately, the full-scale military conflict in Ukraine
that began on the 24th of February 2022 is often claimed to be the main rationale behind Finland's and
Sweden's accession to NATO. This very conflict is said to have highlighted significant military and political
tensions and threats from the side of the Russian Federation and finally convinced the governments of Finland
and Sweden, as well as the governments of NATO member states, of the necessity to expand the North
Atlantic Alliance on the basis of Finland and Sweden [18, 8,9,38].

However, the authors assume that the problem is much broader and deeper, and its genesis is not limited
to Russia's recent (ultimatum) proposals for security guarantees and/or a military conflict in Ukraine.
Moreover, Finland's and Sweden's accession to NATO does not necessarily mean greater security for these
countries and the NATO bloc overall.

Thus, these issues require detailed and systematic study, which will ultimately enable a clearer
assessment of security risks and security prospects for Finland and Sweden's accession to NATO.

The aim of the study. The study intends to definition the security risks and security prospects of Finland
and Sweden's accession to NATO.

In view of the goal, the following research tasks are defined:

- analyze the security policy of Finland and Sweden during the Cold War. "Northern Balance";

- justify the security policy of Finland and Sweden after the end of the "Cold War". Integration into
the EU and NATO;

- to substantiate the ways of formation and effectiveness of the geopolitical aspects of the accession of
Finland and Sweden to NATO.

Research Methodology. The approaches that were applied to achieve the goal of the study are
systematic and interdisciplinary.

In addition, common academic research methods were employed, including induction and deduction,
analysis and synthesis, comparison and analogy, generalisation and abstraction, as well as specific research
methods, including descriptive, prognostic, problem-chronological, and content analysis, etc.

The results. During the Cold War, a certain geopolitical equilibrium was established in the Northern
European region which is known in the academic literature as the Northern Balance.

In the classical concept of the "Northern Balance” A.O. Brundtland foresaw the following operational
factors that demonstrate the dynamics of the theory.

1. Membership of Norway and Denmark in NATO on the basis of "minimum conditions™. In Norway's
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case, it meant (a) that through a note to the Soviet Union in 1949, the government pledged "not to have bases
for the military forces of foreign countries on Norwegian territory as long as Norway is not under attack or
threat of attack™ and (b) involved the decision of the Norwegian parliament in 1961 declaring that the country
would not allow nuclear weapons to be stored on Norwegian soil in peacetime.

2. Sweden's policy of "freedom from any alliances", based on strong traditions of national defence.

3. Finland's policy of neutrality under the Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation and Mutual Assistance with
the Soviet Union.

By the Northern Balance, A.O. Brundtland argued that the Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation, and Mutual
Assistance between the Soviet Union and Finland "in certain aspects" should be considered a potential
military alliance. This potential Soviet-Finnish alliance in the East balanced the membership of Norway and
Denmark in NATO, with Sweden acting as a so-called neutral buffer between them [32, p.44].

Consequently, if military cooperation within NATO increased, it could be counterbalanced by the Soviet
Union's strengthening of military cooperation with Finland. And vice versa, Norway could influence Soviet
policy towards Finland by reassessing its defence policy (for example, by allowing NATO to deploy military
bases and nuclear facilities on its territory). This ensured a certain balance of global forces and regional
stability in the region [40, p.226].

But, in fact, not only the Scandinavian region, as in A.O. Brundtland's classic concept, but also the Baltic
region could be divided into three parts: The USSR and its Eastern Bloc allies (the GDR and Poland), NATO
member states (Germany, Denmark and, to some extent, Norway), and (conditionally) neutral states such as
Finland and Sweden. It was generally believed that this geopolitical configuration ensured stability in the
Baltic and Northern Europe due to the balanced interests of the USSR and NATO in the region. The issue of
Finland and Sweden's membership in NATO was certainly not on the agenda, as it would have undermined
confidence in the neutrality policy of both states, would have guaranteed to cause concern among the Soviet
leadership, and, ultimately, significantly aggravated the situation in the region.

At the same time, despite the formally neutral status of both countries and their regional neighbourhood
and interaction, Finland's and Sweden's foreign policy during the Cold War was somewhat different.

During the Cold War, both in theory and practice, the Finnish version of neutrality was linked to the
confrontation between the US and the USSR, where Finland was considered a small state [35, p.29]. After
World War Il (and as a result of it) Finland was quite dependent on the USSR, in particular, in 1948, the two
states signed the Treaty of Friendship, Cooperation, and Mutual Assistance (Dogovor o druzhbe...). The most
important thing for Finland was the preamble of the agreement in which the Soviet Union recognized
Finland's determination to stay out of the conflict of the great powers and Finnish politicians considered this
interpretation as a Soviet recognition of Finland's neutrality [45, p.12].

At the same time Sweden, while formally declaring neutrality or "freedom from alliances”, was so so-
called "secret member of NATO" [14, p.1166] through close (mostly bilateral) ties and agreements.
Specifically, in 1952, Stockholm and Washington signed a mutual assistance agreement, according to which
Sweden undertook to provide NATO with its airspace and military infrastructure, if necessary. In return, the
United States committed to defend Sweden in the event of an attack by the USSR. Sweden also actively
developed defence cooperation with Norway and Denmark which had been NATO members since the
Alliance's founding, but Sweden itself did not maintain official contacts with NATO until the early 1990s
[21, p.66-67].

During the Cold War Finland and Sweden were wary of European integration, believing that such
policies would potentially undermine the credibility of their neutral positions. However, in 1995, a few years
after the collapse of the global bipolar order, Finland and Sweden simultaneously became full members of
the EU. The simultaneous accession of Finland and Sweden to the European Union brought the standpoints
of the states closer in many ways. And since (according to the Maastricht Treaty of 1992) EU member states
have a common foreign and security policy, by joining the EU, Finland, and Sweden have, in fact, lost the
status of "neutral” states that independently determine their foreign and security policy [5,27,31]. Finland and
Sweden are among the states that support the development of the European Security and Defence Policy
(ESDP), in particular, through their participation in EU battlegroups [27,28].

In early 1992. The Russian Federation and Finland signed a treaty that replaced the former Treaty of
Friendship, Cooperation, and Mutual Assistance between the USSR and Finland. According to the new treaty,
Finland no longer had any obstacles to entering into political or military alliances with a third party (Dogovor
mezhdu Rossijskoj...). In other words, Finland regained full sovereignty and opened the way to a new
interpretation of neutrality. After a lengthy debate on whether joining the EEC (later the EU) was consistent
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with the principle of neutrality, in 1992 the Finnish government defined the country's foreign policy strategy
as a combination of independent defence and military non-alignment, which generally opened the way for
Finland to join Western political structures and blocs [45]. "Military non-alignment™ (as a substitute for
"neutrality") was adopted as an official formulation by the Finnish parliament in March 1997. The other two
fundamental principles of Finnish foreign policy were an independent defence policy and Finnish
membership in the European Union [35].

In the early 1990s, the expanding concept of security and the emergence of new threats made Sweden
hesitate to join the EU. At the same time, the Conservatives, led by Carl Bildt, came to power in Sweden for
the first time in many years. The political declaration of the new government stated that full participation in
European cooperation was Sweden’s priority. Under such circumstances, Sweden's neutrality policy had to
undergo certain transformations [19]. The Swedish policy of neutrality was considered to be incompatible
with EU membership, but the political will of the new government to join the EU was stronger than the desire
to maintain state neutrality. Such an erosion of the neutrality principle, which was generally recognised by
the Swedish government itself, was seen as a logical consequence of Sweden's entry into an organisation
based on solidarity. The updated wording of 1991 sounded like "non-participation in alliances in peacetime,
aimed at neutrality in war" [19,35].

Finland's and Sweden's foreign policy bias towards neutrality was once again brought into question when
they co-joined the Partnership for Peace (PfP) programme, which was launched at the NATO Brussels
Summit in January 1994. The Partnership for Peace became an effective platform for rapprochement between
Finland and Sweden and the North Atlantic Alliance, although formally, according to the leadership of these
states, PfP (as well as subsequent programmes to deepen military cooperation with NATO) did not contradict
the policy of Finland and Sweden's nonalignment with military alliances [35].

Finland's and Sweden's accession to PfP was considered acceptable as it supported the transformation of
military capabilities and improved interoperability with NATO member states without the obvious risk of
joining the Alliance. It was believed that the PfP offered the necessary freedom to individually decide in
which areas and how to cooperate with NATO. Finland and Sweden have consistently strengthened their
relations with NATO and participated in many of its conflict management operations (e.g., in Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Kosovo, Afghanistan, Libya, counter-piracy, etc.) [45,27].

In the early 1990s, Finland and Sweden expressed their interest in cooperating with NATO, but did not
officially inform NATO of any intention to join the Alliance. At the same time, Finland and Sweden
(represented by their leadership) have repeatedly emphasised that although they did not seek NATO
membership then, they did not exclude such a possibility in the future [31,35].

Thus, after the end of the Cold War, Finland and Sweden actively sought opportunities to join the Euro-
Atlantic security system, but at the same time tried to minimise their permanent commitments.

One of these "palliatives” was the establishment of the Nordic Defence Cooperation (NORDEFCO) in
late 2009, which brought together the supposedly non-aligned Sweden and Finland and three NATO member
states: Norway, Denmark, and Iceland. This organisation covered, among other things, strategy development
and cooperation (including planning and execution) in NATO- and EU-led operations, and potentially UN-
led operations. NORDEFCO acted as a channel for Finns and Swedes to access information on NATO
activities and thinking, etc. [1,28].

The annexation of Crimea in 2014 prompted Finland and Sweden to reassess their defence capabilities
on a practical level and opened new public discussions on the feasibility of these countries' accession to
NATO [9]. The NATO Summit in Wales, held in September 2014, was crucial in terms of qualitatively
reinforcing Sweden and Finland's cooperation with the North Atlantic Alliance. At the summit, Sweden and
Finland were granted the status of Enhanced Opportunities Partnership and signed Host Nation Agreements
with the Alliance, which facilitated NATO military exercises on their territory [25,31].

These decisions became the legal basis for the mutual integration of the member states of the bloc into
the military training activities of Finland and Sweden, as well as for the participation of the latter in the
combat training of the Alliance forces (primarily the Rapid Reaction Force and especially its naval
component). These decisions identified the course of Finland and Sweden to establish multidirectional
(particularly institutionalised in a number of fields) military and political cooperation with the Alliance. For
example, as soon as in 2016-2017, Sweden and Finland engaged their strike forces (from all branches of the
armed forces) in the process of training NATO's rapid reaction forces [42].

According to the documents, the political elites of Finland and Sweden were in principle ready for their
countries' official accession to NATO long before 24 February 2022, but were waiting for the right moment
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"taking into account changes in the international security environment™. In particular, the document titled
"Government Report on Finnish Foreign and Security Policy"” (2020) stated that: "NATO is a key player in
promoting transatlantic and European security and stability. ... In the changed security environment, the
strategic importance of Northern Europe has increased, and NATO has opened up new opportunities for
cooperation for Finland and Sweden. ... Retention of national space for manoeuvre and freedom of choice
are also integral parts of Finland's foreign, security, and defence policy. This preserves the option of joining
a military alliance and applying for NATO membership. Decisions are always reviewed in real time, keeping
in mind changes in the international security environment. The interoperability achieved through cooperation
ensures that any practical obstacles confronting potential membership are removed" [17].

The right moment for changes in Finland's and Sweden's official policy on NATO membership came at
the end of 2021 when Russia launched large-scale military exercises on Ukraine's border. The Russian
leadership sought assurances that NATO (and its infrastructure) would no longer expand eastwards [3]. In
return, Finnish President Sauli Niinistd made it clear that Finland reserved the right to join NATO. Niinistd
later stated that the impetus for starting the membership application process was that Russia tried to deny
Finland and Sweden's right to freedom of choice, but the final decision came only after Russia had invaded
Ukraine [31].

On the 18th of May 2022, Finland and Sweden simultaneously submitted their applications to join NATO
to NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg. On the 29th of June 2022, at the NATO Summit in Madrid,
NATO Heads of State and Government formally invited Finland and Sweden to join the Alliance. On the 5th
of July 2022, the Protocols of Accession of both countries to NATO were signed. On the 4th of April 2023,
following the ratification of the relevant Protocol by all Allies, Finland officially became the 31st member of
NATO (RATIFICATION OF FINLAND...).

On the 5th of March 2024, the President of Hungary Tomas Szuik signed the Protocol of Ratification of
Sweden's Accession to NATO (approved by the Hungarian Parliament on the 26th of February 2024).
Hungary became the last country to ratify the protocol, thus removing the last obstacle to Sweden's
membership in the North Atlantic Alliance (Uhorshchyna zavershyla ratyfikatsiiu...). On the 7th of March
2024, Sweden officially became the 32nd member of NATO (Sweden officially joins...).

Since the end of the Cold War (and as a result of it), the defence (and more broadly, security) policies of
Finland and Sweden have changed dramatically, and their contours have become more similar than ever
before. Specifically, on the path to NATO, Finland and Sweden have tried to act within the framework of the
"together and at the same time" principle [21]. However, despite all the similarities, there were some
differences in the security policies of Finland and Sweden, primarily due to the differences in (pre)histories
and geopolitics of Finland and Sweden.

While Finland has a difficult experience of wars with Soviet Russia and the USSR in the twentieth
century and a long land border with Russia (almost 1300 km), Sweden is separated from Russia by a kind of
buffer zone, namely Finland. Finnish diplomat and journalist Max Jacobson offered the following perspective
on the geopolitical situation in the region: "On a higher level Finland and Sweden are closer than ever before,
but on a deeper level the geopolitical border has not disappeared. Finland is still a border country, a buffer to
Sweden to the east" (Jacobson, 1998, as cited in Forsberg & Vaahtoranta, 2001). On this basis Christer
Wahlbidck described Finland as a "threatened country" in contrast to "protected" Sweden (Wahlbick, 1999,
as cited in Forsberg & Vaahtoranta, 2001).

Even though Sweden is geographically distant from Russia and has no common land border with it, its
geographical location (especially in terms of confrontation with Russia) can hardly be overestimated. The
geographical location of the Swedish island of Gotland and the deployment of combat systems there allows
it to control sea and air routes through the Baltic Sea, and above all to control its central part which is directly
related to the security of the Baltic republics [6].

Finland is also of strategic importance for the security of the Baltic States and the Baltic region in general.
As history has shown, most military operations in the Baltic region require access to what is currently
Finland's air, sea, and land. In particular, control over the Aland Islands, which border Swedish waters and
serve as the "eastern gateway" to the Baltic Sea, is important [7].

In addition, Finland (together with Estonia) can geostrategically control the Gulf of Finland, and through
it - the key "waterway" between Russia's semi-exclave in the Baltic - the Kaliningrad region - and the rest of
Russia.

On the 13th of August 2022, in his interview with the Finnish newspaper lltalehti, Estonian Defence
Minister Hanno Pevkur stated that “the Baltic Sea will become NATO's inland sea when Finland and Sweden
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join NATO". He said that Estonia and Finland intend to integrate their coastal defence systems. And since
"the range of Estonian and Finnish missiles exceeds the width of the Gulf of Finland, it means that we [Estonia
and Finland] can connect our anti-missile defences and share all the information between us" [22].

Roughly the same logic can be seen in Estonia's attempts to introduce a maritime "contiguous zone" in
the Gulf of Finland. The Estonian leadership believes that this will allow Estonia to inspect Russian warships
and civilian vessels, and eventually block unwanted Russian shipping through the Gulf (Estoniia mozhe
perekryty...). As a result, the Russian naval headquarters in St. Petersburg may be cut off (at least by sea)
from the Russian Baltic Fleet. And the Kaliningrad region will become Russia's only access to this important
body of water [22].

Thus, the establishment of NATO's geostrategic control over the Gulf of Finland through Finland's
accession to the Alliance (and its further military integration with Estonia), puts Russia's key "waterway" in
the Baltic at risk [7,22].

The Kaliningrad region is a small Russian semi-exclave on the Baltic Sea bordering Lithuania and
Poland, but its role in Russia's military strategy in the Baltic cannot be overstated. The Kaliningrad region is
the base of Russia's Baltic Fleet where advanced S-400 air defence systems and even Iskander missile systems
are deployed. The Iskander missiles can carry nuclear or conventional warheads and have a range of 250
miles, allowing them to reach Riga, Vilnius, and Warsaw. At the same time Russia is keeping its navy and
naval forces in the region on alert, particularly by conducting naval exercises, modernising runways at
Chernyakhovsk and Donskoye air bases in Kaliningrad region, etc. [7,44].

At the same time, the Kaliningrad region is a double-edged sword for Russia (and, ultimately, for the
entire region). Although Kaliningrad is Russia's forward bastion in the Baltic, which is supposed to ensure
the implementation of Russia's defence and security strategy in the region, it is also vulnerable in terms of its
possible defence [34]. For the authors, this means that the risks for Finland and Sweden, and especially the
Baltic states, are only growing.

Finland's and Sweden's accession to NATO significantly strengthens the Alliance's military capabilities,
both on the northern and eastern borders and in general. Sweden has relatively small but well-equipped and
trained armed forces, as well as a developed military-industrial complex, while Finland retains a large
mobilisation potential, a system of universal military service, and an effective territorial defence system [28].

The significant military potential of Finland and Sweden can be effectively used in the Scandinavian,
Baltic or even Arctic theatre. In the context of the reduction in the quantitative characteristics (number of
personnel, weapons, and military equipment) of the armed forces of NATO member states, which has been
observed in recent decades, Finland's and Sweden's accession to the Alliance is of paramount importance
[28].

In any case, considering the geopolitical location of forces in the Baltic, NATO's increased presence in
the region (by bringing Finland and Sweden into the Alliance) gives NATO more effective control over the
region. Most importantly, it expands the Alliance's ability to respond quickly and effectively to a possible
Russian military aggression against the three Baltic republics - Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania [7].

At the same time, the expansion of NATO (and its capabilities) through the accession of Finland and
Sweden does not automatically mean greater security in the Baltic region. Although the Russian leadership
has made numerous claims to the contrary, NATO's expansion in Northern Europe is seen as a serious
challenge and potential threat to Russia [38].

Conclusion. According to the general opinion, a certain geopolitical balance was established in the
Northern European region during the Cold War, which is called the "Northern Balance" in the academic
literature. The classic concept of A.O. Brundtland referred to the Scandinavian region, but, as a matter of
fact, the Baltic region might fit into this concept.

The Baltic region could be divided into three parts: The USSR and its Eastern Bloc allies (the GDR and
Poland), NATO member states (Germany, Denmark, and, to some extent, Norway), and (conditionally)
neutral states such as Finland and Sweden. It was generally believed that this geopolitical configuration
ensured stability in the Baltic and Northern Europe due to the balanced interests of the USSR and NATO in
the region. Of course, the issue of Finnish and Swedish membership in NATO was not raised, as it would
have undermined confidence in the neutrality policy of both states, guaranteed to cause concern for the Soviet
leadership, and, as a result, fundamentally aggravated the situation in the region.

The situation changed fundamentally after the end of the Cold War when Finland and Sweden began to
actively seek opportunities to join the Euro-Atlantic security system, but at the same time tried to minimise
their long-term commitments.
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Yet in the early 1990s, Finland and Sweden expressed their interest in cooperating with NATO, and
repeatedly made it clear that while they did not aspire to NATO membership at that point, they still did not
rule out the possibility in the future.

Assisted by European security initiatives (the EU Battlegroups) and regional security structures
(NORDEFCO), Finland and Sweden had gradually deepened their cooperation with NATO and adopted its
standards.

As the documents attest, the political elites of Finland and Sweden were in principle ready for their
countries' official accession to NATO long before 24 February 2022, but they were waiting for the right
moment to "take into account changes in the international security environment”. The appropriate situation
arose in late 2021 and early 2022 when the Russian leadership resolutely demanded guarantees that NATO
(and its facilities) would no longer expand to the East, especially after Russia invaded Ukraine.

Although Sweden is geographically distant from Russia and has no common ground border with it, its
geographical location (especially in terms of confrontation with Russia) cannot be overestimated. The
geographical location of the Swedish island of Gotland and the deployment of combat systems there allow it
to control sea and air routes across the Baltic Sea, and above all to control its central part, which is directly
related to the security of the Baltic republics.

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Hamid Fouad Khalil. Geopolitical dangers of the post-Soviet world order: Z. Brzezinski's
assumptions and current trends

The article examines how, in his desire to continue the «American centuryy in Eurasia, Z. Brzezinski
soberly assessed the possible threats to American dominance and the new global shifts. The dilemmas
facing the American leadership are significantly complicated by the very nature of the current world
situation: the direct and global use of military force is now becoming an extremely risky business, as
evidenced by the bloody experience of the Russian-Ukrainian war. The last limiter here is nuclear weapons.
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An additional limiter is the economic interdependence of states, which continues even in times of military
clashes. This makes the use of economic blackmail for political purposes unlikely to be successful. The
subjects of the «sanctions strategy» who strike at the «object of economic sanctions» also suffer
considerable losses. Comparing the geopolitical approach of Z. Brzezinski, especially expressed in his work
«Strategic Viewy with the approach of 1. Wallerstein, which is based on the principles of world-system
analysis, and with the civilizational approach of S. Huntington, which is most convincingly presented in his
work "Clash of Civilizations", we can conclude that despite of these methodologies differences, they all
converge at one point - at the point of ascertaining a fundamental change in the world order, the
emergence of new trends in world development, the beginning of a phase of acute conflict transformations
over a long period of time. This position is also confirmed in the latest studies of a new generation of
researchers of the 21st century first quarter. An era of great powers dizzying political «drift» begins with
alternating pressing either on the accelerator or on the brakes of military-power policy. A dangerous game
of «all against ally begins, the game to become the new «king of the mountainy — a risky multi-turn game...
on the verge of foul.

The article examines global organizational and value transformations that significantly affect
economic security in the context of modern challenges. The author considers the impact of globalization
processes, changes in the world political and economic systems, and technological innovations on the
formation of new conditions for maintaining economic stability. It is determined that these changes create
both new opportunities and risks for countries seeking to preserve their economic autonomy and integrate
into world markets. Special attention is paid to the transformations of international economic organizations
such as the World Trade Organization, the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank. The author
analyzes their role in regulating the global economy, in particular through the establishment of new
standards and rules. The author considers how changes in the policies of these organizations affect the
economic security of individual states, in particular through the introduction of structural reforms and
adaptation to new global realities. Shifts in global values that are becoming increasingly important in
international economic relations are highlighted. These include the ideas of sustainable development,
social justice, environmental sustainability and corporate social responsibility. It is emphasized that these
changes affect economic policy at both the national and international levels, forming new approaches to
the regulation of economic activity. Particular emphasis is placed on the economic security of Ukraine,
which faces challenges caused by the military aggression of the Russian Federation and international
sanctions against the aggressor. The article analyzes how global transformations affect the adaptation of
Ukraine's economic policy, in particular in the context of integration into world markets and ensuring
sustainability in the face of growing competition and instability. The key challenges and prospects
associated with global changes are identified. Technological progress, digitalization of the economy,
development of innovative approaches to energy security and financial technologies are considered as the
main drivers for ensuring economic stability in the world. Recommendations for the formation of an
effective economic policy that would meet modern global standards and contribute to the preservation of
economic security of states are proposed.
